
Glo Wollen, who presented 
the award, said, “When asked 
how [Ness] maintains her life-
long commitment to the work 
of nonprofits, she said ‘If you 
want change, or to increase 
awareness, all you have to do is 
be a part of that change.’” 

Ness—a lifelong Petersburg 
resident and member of numer-

ous local nonprofits—selected 
the Petersburg Indigenous 
Awareness Committee to re-
ceive the $1,000 donation in-
cluded with the honor. 

The Petersburg Medical Cen-
ter was awarded a $10,000 grant 
to support establishing free of 
charge youth mental health 
services in town. 

“It’s not only going to 

change lives, it’s going to be 
saving lives,” said Katie Holm-
lund with PMC. 

Humanity In Progress re-
ceived $4,000 to help provide 
food and housing assistance to 
community members in need. 

The Rainforest Festival was 
awarded $4,800 to produce a 
self-guided walking tour teach-
ing visitors about Petersburg’s 
tides, wildlife, and muskegs. 

The tour is planned to start 
at the downtown visitor center, 
go up the Hungry Point board-
walk, and head back into town. 

Petersburg’s Girl Scouts of 

Alaska received $3,000 to go to-
wards their five-day summer 
camp program. 

$3,000 was awarded to the 
Narrows Broadcasting Corpo-
ration (KFSK) to help maintain 
their local building and 
grounds. 

The Sons of Norway Hall 
nonprofit received $1,500 to up-
date the building’s fire safety 
mechanisms. 

$1,300 was given to the Pe-
tersburg Arts Council to pur-
chase their own set of sound 
and lighting equipment, which 
may be loaned to other organi-

zations as needed. 
The Marine Mammal Center 

was awarded $738 to help mod-
ernize the presentation of their 
Petersburg Science Series 
events. 

Additionally, the center plans 
to broaden the program’s hori-
zons and host digital broadcasts 
of their in-person presentations. 

“In recount, 15 years of … a 
loyal cadre of donors, the Ras-
mussen Foundation, and the 
Alaska Community Founda-
tion, all together making life 
better at the burg,” said Paulsen 
in her closing speech.

The budget that legislators 
approved last week and will 
send to the governor for his sig-
nature into law or veto would 
provide around $804,000 in one-
time additional state funding to 
the Petersburg school district for 
the 2023-2024 classroom year. 

Gov. Mike Dunleavy has not 
publicly stated whether he will 
approve the increase in state 
funding for public education. 
He did not propose any increase 
in the budget that he submitted 
to lawmakers at the start of the 
session in January, leaving it to 
legislators to decide an amount. 

State funding for public 

schools has not increased since 
2017. 

Though public education 
supporters from across the state 
pushed hard this session for a 
permanent increase to the state’s 
funding formula — which is 
based on enrollment numbers 
— resistance in the Republican-
led House blocked a change in 
the formula. Instead, the House 
and Senate agreed on a one-time 
boost in state money totaling 
$175 million for districts 
statewide. 

It’s the largest single-year in-
crease in public education 
spending in state history.  

The appropriation represents 
about a 15% increase in state 
funding for K-12 education, 

though advocates point out that 
inflation is up 25% since the last 
increase in the formula. 

With the one-year boost, 
funding that goes directly to 
school districts represents just 
under one-quarter of the $6.1 
billion unrestricted state general 
fund budget for the fiscal year 
that starts July 1.  

Despite the welcome news of 
the additional funding, school 
districts will continue to see the 
same problems until the Legis-
lature approves a permanent in-
crease, National Education 
Association Alaska Board Presi-
dent Tom Klaameyer told the 
Alaska Beacon last week. 

“Unfortunately, it doesn’t ad-
dress long-term systemic needs 

in the school system that have 
been caused by virtually a 
decade of flat funding and the 
erosion that inflation has caused 
on the school district budgets,” 
he said. 

The lack of sufficient state 
support, and the uncertainty of 
annual budget battles in the 
Legislature, makes it hard for 
school districts to retain pro-
grams and recruit teachers, 
Klaameyer said. 

Senate President Gary 
Stevens was in a good mood 
after lawmakers approved the 
budget and adjourned last 
Thursday after a one-day spe-
cial session to reach a compro-
mise on the spending plan. Less 
than half of the members in the 

Republican-led House majority 
voted for the final budget, but it 
was enough when combined 
with the Democratic-led minor-
ity to win passage on a 26-14 
vote. 

The budget passed the Sen-
ate earlier in the day with just 
two votes against the bill. 

“We wound up with a mod-
erate (Permanent Fund) divi-
dend and a lot of money to 
education … and with a bal-
anced budget. I mean, what 
more can you ask out of life?” 
Stevens told the Beacon.

felt like,” the freshman legisla-
tor told reporters. 

Another no vote came from 
first-year Anchorage Republi-
can Rep. Julie Coulombe. “I 
guess I can’t concur with bullies 
and bribers,” she told reporters. 

“It might not have been the 
process that all of us wanted to 
get to, but it was a process,” 
said House Speaker Cathy 
Tilton, a Wasilla Republican, de-
fending the decision by 10 
members of her caucus to vote 
for the budget. 

In addition to rounding up 
votes from the House majority, 
the budget, written in large part 
by the Senate, added several 
items favored by members of 
the House minority. Those in-
cluded $7.5 million in child care 
grants, money for public broad-
casting, funding for tourism 
marketing and seafood market-
ing, and aid to home health care 
services. 

The compromise spending 
plan includes a one-time in-
crease of $175 million, about 
15%, in the state’s per-student 

public school funding formula, 
though education advocates 
had been pushing hard for a 
permanent increase in the pro-
gram. 

Much of the final weeks of 
legislative negotiations focused 
on the amount of the Perma-
nent Fund dividend, with the 
House majority supporting a 
$2,700 PFD that would require 
withdrawing about $800 mil-
lion from savings. The Senate 
held firm to a $1,300 dividend 
and not touching savings. 

The state constitution re-

quires a three-quarters majority 
vote to tap the savings, and it 
was clear that the Senate major-
ity and House minority were 
not willing to go along with the 
House Republicans’ plan, deny-
ing anything close to the three-
quarters vote. 

Meanwhile, legislators could 
be back at work this fall. The 
governor has indicated he will 
call a 30-day special session for 
lawmakers to consider legisla-
tion for a long-term fiscal plan 
to balance state revenues and 
spending, something that has 

eluded Alaska’s elected officials 
since the early 1990s.

May 21, 1948 – Midshipman 

Frederick L. Nelson of 
Petersburg, Alaska, today had 
the ticklish task of picking the 
“Color Girl” for June Week 
ceremonies at the Naval 
Academy and it seems he’s in a 
bit of a quandary. “Haven’t 
made up my mind,” said the 
23-year old first classman. 
Graduating midshipmen 
usually have their date invited 
to June Week months in 
advance. Assigning the color 
girl honor goes each year to the 
captain of the company scoring 
the most points in a long list of 
tests and examinations ranging 
from infantry drill to combat 
intelligence. He usually picks 
his best girlfriend – his fiance if 
he has one. She is the toast of 
the academy during June Week, 
acting as queen of the 
commencement activities and 
honor guest at its many social 
functions. Her main job is to 
transfer the colors from last 
year’s winning company to this 
year’s champs at a formal 
parade. Midshipman William E. 
Nylen confounded protocol 
and tradition last year by 
picking his sister for the honor. 
Nelson is the son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Frederick Nelson of 
Petersburg, Alaska. He 
attended Petersburg High 
School and Drews Prep in San 
Francisco. After graduation he 
hopes to go into the submarine 
service. 

 
May 24, 1973 – 

Unbeknownst to the Press in 
time for coverage, the American 
Legion sponsored its first 
annual Gold Cup Rowboat 
Race last Sunday at Sandy 
Beach and it was a roaring 

success. Planned as an annual 
event, Legion representative 
Duane Borchers said the 
winning club, group, or 
organization each year will 
receive a small gold Loving 
Cup, which they may retain 
permanently and will be 
holders of a large cup, which 
will pass on to the following 
year’s winner. Of the five 
original entries this year, three 
evidently “broke a quillshaft” 
or perhaps the crews were 
recovering from the Little 
Norway celebrations, but 
whatever, only two boats were 
present for the event – the 
Moose Club and the 
Legionnaires. Remarkably, each 
of the two-man boats rowed the 
course in exactly the same time 
and were declared co-winners. 
An observer on the scene 
opined that it was easier to do 
that than to break up the fight 
which threatened. 

 
May 21, 1998 – Petersburg 

fishermen, be they commercial 
or of the sporting variety, are 
always close-mouthed about 
where they haul in their 
catches, but this week they’re 

beyond close-mouthed – 
they’re darn near mutes. 
Usually when you ask where 
their catch came from you get 
the “in the water” response. But 
as the 1998 Chamber of 
Commerce Derby draws closer 
the fishermen are even reluctant 
to give that much information. 
The fact that this year’s derby is 
early in the season is 
compounding the secrecy 
surrounding the event even 
more. On Wednesday Ed Jones, 
co-chairman of the 1998 derby, 
reported that a tagging party 
had gone out early Wednesday 
morning and hooked a fish 
which they fitted with a tag that 
will prove to be the most sought 
after fish in the waters of 
Southeast Alaska this weekend. 
The tagged fish, which Jones 
says was hooked off Frederick 
Point, tagged and promptly 
released is, as in years past, 
worth $10,000 to the lucky 
angler that can catch and land it 
during the derby. Jones 
reported that the tagged fish is 
about 31 inches in length, 
weighing between 12 and 14 
pounds.
