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May 1, 1925 – Some of the 
school children while playing 
ran across a cache this week in 
the brush in which there were 
over 100 pint bottles full of 
liquid at first thought to be 
beer.

April 28, 1950 –  Marina 

Call: Tongass Tom sent word 
by carrier pigeon this week 
that he had no sage remarks to 
make for the paper – “been 
sellin’ too much ice over here 
what with the fleet goin’ out 
and this two-day dry spell 
settin’ in,” he said; Add copper 
painting with ice and bait, 
groceries, “ganging parties,” 
fond farewells, a green hand 
here and there and last minute 
details that seem to pop up 
until the last line is cast off and 
you have some idea of the 
pandemonium reigning in the 
harbor this week; Odin 
Jensen’s crew is finally going to 
work on the new face of he 
Public Dock. Some pilings 
were driven and some of the 
stringers laid this week. The 
rest of the work is being held 
up until after the freighter, 
scheduled for today, unloads 
140 tons of general cargo and 
departs; John Allen was telling 

the other day about rowing 
from Bellingham to Seattle in 
four days to get a doctor to 
treat his father’s broken leg. He 
said he had lunch along, but 
was afraid to go ashore all 
during the trip for fear of 
cougars. To top everything off, 
he said the doctor was out of 
town when he got to Seattle 
and by the time he made it 
back to Bellingham his father’s 
leg was on the mend. 

 
April 30, 1975 – Each spring, 

as Alaskans emerge from 
winter’s mantle, the Southeast 
Alaska community of 
Petersburg, populated by 
descendants of stalwart 
Norwegian immigrants and a 
major processing center for 
Alaska’s valuable fisheries 
(especially salmon, halibut and 
shrimp), heralds the departure 
of winter and the arrival of 
spring by celebrating its 
annual Little Norway Festival. 
The Petersburg Chamber of 
Commerce, joined by the 
Gastineau Philatelic Society of 
Juneau will co-sponsor a 
souvenir booklet cover to mark 
the annual festivities of Little 
Norway. Designed by Ethel 
Bergmann, long-time 
Petersburg resident, painter, 
potter and gift shop owner in 
that community, the cachet 
depicts the gaiety of the 17th 
annual event. The festival 
includes an arts and crafts 
show (including this year, a 
mini-stamp exhibit featuring 
Nordic and Scandinavian 
material provided by the 
Juneau philatelists), and a 
traditional Nordic pageant 
complete with bearded Vikings 

who roam Petersburg’s streets 
in search of fair maidens. To 
many knowing Alaskans, 
however, the entire weekend is 
also a gastronomic excursion 
through an incredible 
repertoire of Scandinavian 
cuisine: including a pancake 
breakfast, a Norwegian coffee 
shop and a sumptuous salmon 
bake.   

 
April 27, 2000 – The General 

Services Administration is 
nearing completion of a 
$47,100 stair, railing and flag 
pole renovation at the 
Petersburg GSA building, 
which houses the Post Office 
and the U.S. Forest Service 
District Ranger office. 
According to Petersburg GSA 
representative Louis Silva, the 
final detail of the project – the 
flagpole – is still on its way to 
Petersburg and will be the final 
detail of the upgrade. The 
renovation is being completed 
as part of the GSA program 
known as First Impressions. 
GSA property manager Tim 
Essenbaggers says that the 
program is designed to have 
the federal properties “look 
good” on first impressions. 
“This is one of the things that 
didn’t give a good 
impression,” Essenbaggers 
said. He added that another 
reason the administration 
completed the project was for 
safety reasons. “It was done 
because the stairs were unsafe. 
They had spalled, a term we 
use that means the surface has 
pitted. As you know, the 
ground that Petersburg was 
built on has the tendency to 
sluff and sink,” he said. 

Another aesthetic concern, 
Essenbaggers said, was that the 
flagpole was crooked. Silva, 
who oversaw the 
reconstruction project in 
Petersburg, said that while 
some citizens have questioned 
the work being done with the 
move of the post office about 
six weeks away, the upgrades 
were necessary. “Well, one 
reason was that it helped to 
conform to ADA [Americans 
with Disabilities Act] 
requirements. But, the building 
still houses government 
employees and the building is 
30 years old. So we’re trying to 
complete some preventative 
maintenance,” he said. He 
added that along those lines 
they hope to receive funding in 
the near future for a new roof 
membrane. “Hopefully we can 

try a roof replacement because 
the membrane is fairly old and 
starting to leak,” he said. The 
work on the most recent project 
was undertaken by LP 
Construction of Petersburg, 
which submitted the low bid 
on the renovation. Silva 
pointed out that the project 
was completed on time.

decades.  
Eight of the Narrows Inn’s 

27 units are currently occu-
pied, according to Holmgrain, 
but she hopes to bring the re-
maining units online within 
six to eight months. 

The renovation is compre-
hensive and methodical. Each 
unit is being mostly gutted. 
The toilets, many original from 
1967, are being replaced with 
modern fixtures. Wall-
mounted toilets that were con-
nected between units are being 
reconfigured with floor-
mounted plumbing. 

“We’re getting rid of all car-
pet,” Holmgrain explained. 

“New trim. A lot of the doors 
are actually in good shape, but 
they’re that stained brown, so 
they’re getting all painted 
white.” The interior color 
scheme will be white and tan 
throughout. 

Some foundation repair is 
scheduled for this summer. 

The electrical system is re-
ceiving a complete overhaul. 
“Every single breaker box is 
getting new breakers,” Holm-
grain said. Each unit is also 
getting new LED touch-acti-
vated light fixtures, cove 
heaters replacing baseboard 
heating, and modern plumb-
ing with PEX lines. 

Despite their modest size – a 

legacy of the building’s motel 
origins – most of the units al-
ready feature kitchenettes. 
“All the plumbing is there, and 
some of the even original cabi-
netry is there,” said Holm-
grain. 

She’s equipping larger units 
with compact four-burner 
stoves and ovens, while 
smaller units will get large air 
fryers capable of cooking a 10-
pound chicken or 10-inch 
pizza.   

For the exterior, Holmgrain 
is working with a designer and 
envisions a modern Northwest 
aesthetic using black metal 
vertical siding with brown sid-
ing in the courtyard area, and 
some faux rock siding along 
the front. Holmgrain expects 
the design will nicely comple-
ment the recently renovated 
High Tide Parts building next 
door. 

As far as the borough-
owned lot to the south, leasing 
that lot became essential when 
the Holmgrains realized that 
accessing the south side of the 
building for siding replace-
ment would be nearly impos-
sible without it. Also, several 
trees on the lot are damaging 
the roof and siding. 

Holmgrain anticipates the 
newly renovated studio apart-
ments will fit specific needs in 
Petersburg’s housing market. 
“For the crowd that can’t nec-
essarily afford a two-bedroom 
apartment with a roommate or 
don’t want to live with a room-

mate,” she said. “They’re small 
units. They’re not very big, but 
we aim to make them more ap-
pealing.” 

Potential tenants could in-
clude recent graduates staying 
in town to work, seasonal 
workers transitioning out of 
employer-provided housing, 
or seniors downsizing. “I think 
it can appeal to both ends of 
the age spectrum,” Holmgrain 
noted. 

The units will be priced with 
affordability in mind. “My 
cheap ones are going to be $800 
a month right now, eight to 
nine hundred depending on 
your size,” she said, noting the 
rent includes utilities, worth 
approximately $150 per month. 

Several current tenants par-
ticipate in the Alaska Housing 
HOME Choice Voucher Pro-
gram, and Holmgrain intends 
to continue supporting this. 
“We would be meeting all 
those requirements.” 

Current residents have also 
been assured of priority for 
moving into the renovated 
units. “You have priority over 
anybody outside,” Holmgrain 
told them.   

The project timeline envi-
sions completing interior work 
for most of the units this 
spring, starting exterior work 
in summer, and potentially fin-
ishing siding by 2026. Gutters 
will also be replaced this sum-
mer, and all visible wiring will 
be moved into soffits. 

Her long-term vision in-

cludes creating a central court-
yard with a fire pit, picnic ta-
bles, and grilling areas. “It 
would make it more enjoyable 
to live there if you had an out-
door space to hang out,” she 
explained, though, if it’s 
doable, something like that 
would have to come after all 
the other renovations. 

“We’re trying to improve the 
housing situation in Peters-
burg,” Holmgrain said. “Our 
hope is that it’s an asset to the 
community overall...” 

The Planning Commission 
recommended approval of the 
request to lease the adjacent 
borough-owned lot on April 8, 
and the Assembly’s unanimous 
vote on April 21 will allow the 
renovation project to continue 
forward with full access to the 
building’s south side. 

Sarah Pederson has taken the reins 
as the new director of the Clausen Mu-
seum, bringing with her a wealth of ex-
perience in community building and a 
passion for local history. 

Originally from Michigan, Pederson 
is no stranger to Southeast Alaska, hav-
ing lived in the region for more than 20 
years. She and her husband Cody 
moved to Petersburg about a month 
ago after he accepted a position as the 
new manager at the SSRAA Crystal 
Lake Hatchery, replacing the retiring 
Loren Thompson. 

“We’ve been living remote at remote 
hatcheries for the last two and a half 
years, which we like a lot,” Pederson 
said. “But we’ve been sort of waiting 
for this position in Petersburg because 
Petersburg is a wonderful, beautiful 
place.” 

The family arrived in Petersburg at 
the end of March on the ferry, and after 
a few weeks, Pederson spotted the mu-
seum director job listing in the Peters-
burg Pilot. 

“I wasn’t really planning on looking 
for work because this was like two 
weeks after we got here. But I thought, 
‘Ooh, this sounds interesting,’” she re-
called. “We just came in here because I 
had not been to the museum yet. I 
thought I should check it out and see if 
I’m imagining it different than how it 
really is.” 

Pederson was immediately drawn to 
the museum after meeting with outgo-
ing director Maureen Floyd. 

“Maureen was super awesome. She 
was so kind from the moment we 
walked in. She gave me a little tour and 
we chatted,” Pederson said. “Violet, 

that’s my daughter, we got back in the 
car, and I said, ‘I am definitely going to 
apply for this job. This seems just per-
fect.’” 

While Pederson’s educational back-
ground is in fisheries and oceanogra-
phy rather than museum studies, her 
experience in community outreach and 
education prepares her well for the 
role. 

“I spent a number of years working 
for UAF, coordinating an environmen-
tal science program in Bristol Bay,” she 
explained. “Its focus was on develop-
ing programs for rural communities. It 
was very community activity oriented 
… a lot of working with the schools 
and going into villages and just making 
science more accessible.” 

Pederson later worked for the 4H 
program in Jefferson County on Wash-
ington’s Olympic Peninsula. “That was 
just all community building, just seek-
ing out volunteers and people that 
wanted to work with kids, and organ-
izing how they could do that properly,” 

she said. “People have an idea that they 
want to launch, but they don’t know 
how. And so I would be that resource 
to get those things going.” 

Pederson will work alongside long-
time museum curator Anne Lee, who 
will continue to provide her extensive 
knowledge of Petersburg’s history and 
the museum’s collections. 

“Anne Lee is definitely the knowl-
edge source for most of this,” Pederson 
said.   

The Pederson family includes 13-
year-old daughter Violet, who has been 
homeschooled while living at remote 
hatcheries. Pederson appreciates the 
flexibility offered by the Petersburg 
School District. 

“We’ve homeschooled for the last 
two and a half years or so,” she ex-
plained.  

“I’m thinking we’re going to do a 
dual enrollment situation, where she 
comes [into town with me], goes to take 
a couple classes at the school, comes 
back to the museum, and then we go 
home [out at Crystal Lake Hatchery].” 

In her first month in town, Pederson 
has been struck by Petersburg’s wel-
coming atmosphere. 

“My first impression is that people 
seem very friendly everywhere we’ve 
gone,” she said. “Everyone obviously 
knows that I’m not a local person. I’m 
sure everybody recognizes that we’re 
new to town, but they’ve just been so 
welcoming and so kind and so help-
ful.” 

“Also, Petersburg is so aesthetically 
pleasing … It’s just very charming 
looking,” she noted. “Even though it’s 
not that far, the landscape is different 
than Ketchikan. The forest looks a little 
different. The mountains are bigger. 
The vista is beautiful.” 

When it comes to Pederson’s vision 
for the museum, she says community 
building is at the heart of it. 

“One thing that I really like to en-
courage is multi-generational team 
building, which is something that I 
hope to do here with the museum,” she 
said. “It’s really rewarding to see older 
individuals being able to share knowl-
edge and experiences with younger 
kids, and to have that connection de-
velop…” Pederson believes these inter-
generational connections can create 
lasting impacts for a community.  

“One of the big lessons that I learned 
when I was working in Bristol Bay: I 
went there thinking that I was going to 
be this science girl that taught every-
body everything, but it was really more 
of a learning experience for me to see 
how traditional cultures shared knowl-
edge and experience, and how they 
work together,” she explained. 

“They just had this vault of informa-
tion that wasn’t really going anywhere, 
that they were sharing, but everybody 
on the outside didn’t really value it as 
much. It sort of triggered something in 
my mind about, ‘Why don’t we do this 
more? Why is there not more collabora-
tion like this?’“ 

One of Pederson’s first major events 
at the museum will be the Little Nor-
way Festival Art Show.  

“I think for me, the idea of the show 
is like a kickoff summer show that 
highlights the awesome talent and 
uniqueness of Petersburg,” Pederson 
said. “What I like especially about this 
show is it’s an all-ages show … open to 
anyone and any type of art.” 

The deadline for art submissions is 
May 5, with a limit of three pieces per 
artist. The show welcomes artwork 
from all ages and in any medium.
