May 11, 1951 – Work is 

progressing rapidly at Twin 
Creek Poultry Farm toward 
completion of a modern, 
mechanized packing plant for 
fryers. Using assembly plant 
methods, Phil Clausen and Bob 
Schwartz will be ready in about 
two weeks to turn out a large 
weekly supply of high class, 
heavy fryers. Their laying pens 
are models of efficiency and 
cleanliness, too, and an 
increasing number of people are 
able to get truly fresh eggs of the 
highest quality from the farm.  

 
May 12, 1976 – While 

everyone suffering gold fever 
was following the Trail of ‘98 
from Skagway into the Yukon, 
Norwegians were happily 
catching fish, starting a cannery 
and building homes in the newly 
founded Petersburg. Unlike 
Alaska towns launched by gold 
rushes, Petersburg was never a 
town of shacks, tents, log cabins 
and rough characters hoping to 
make a fortune and get out. 
There was a sawmill, the new 
houses soon were painted and 

men brought their families – the 
Norwegians were here to stay. 
They felt pretty much at home, 
even so far from the Old 
Country. There were coastal 
forests, mountains, the protected 
harbor and the Wrangell 
Narrows, which looks passably 
like a fjord. Salmon and halibut 
were huge and abundant and the 
fishboat ice to keep them fresh 
was free. A few miles away, fast-
moving LeConte Glacier 
continually dumped cakes into 
the water. America was the 
hoped-for land of opportunity 
and the Norwegians became 
enthusiastic citizens. However, 
they had friends and relatives in 
Norway and ties were still fresh. 
Events of 1905 therefore stirred 
up some old loyalties. Norway 
had been under Danish rule for 
centuries. As an aftermath of the 
Napoleonic Wars, it was handed 
over to Sweden. The 
Norwegians resented such 
arbitrary swapping and went to 
war over it in 1814. Militarily the 
conflict was inconclusive, but 
intellectually it was a triumph; 
after 17 days, both countries 
decided it was silly to fight. 

Sweden agreed to let Norway 
have its own parliament and the 
Norwegians agreed to accept the 
Swedish king as a mutual 
monarch. Relatively speaking it 
was independence and the 
effective date was May 17 – 
“Syttende Mai” in Norwegian. 
Still, there was that Swedish 
king, and by 1905 feelings had 
heated up again, clear to 
Petersburg, Alaska. Norway 
dissolved the union and elected 
its own king. Troops from both 
sides marched to the border, but 
once again common sense 
prevailed. Sweden shrugged it 
off and said, “Have it your own 
way.” Now the Syrtende Mai 
could be celebrated as a genuine 
Independence Day, and 
Petersburg celebrated it. The 
timing of its settlement, followed 
soon by the reawakening of 
emotional ties to the Homeland, 
combined to make the town 
“Little Norway” ever since. In 
the third generation, Norwegian 
as a language in Petersburg has 
all but died out, but not the 
cultural background of cooking, 
national costumes, folk dances, 
and pride in their ancestral 

contribution to the United States. 
The three big holidays in 
Petersburg are May 17, the 
Fourth of July and Christmas 
influenced by Old Country 
traditions. All the Syttende Mai 
smorgasbord, halibut dinners, 
folk dances and other activities 
cannot be crowded into one day, 
so in practice the event spreads 
over a long weekend. Don’t be 
alarmed if you are greeted by 
fierce-looking Vikings – shaggy 
hair, horned helmets and all.  

 
May 10, 2001 –  The fire hall 

floor is sinking. Petersburg 
Volunteer Fire Department Chief 
Sam Bunge and a trio of City 
Council members say it’s time to 
fix the problem. Councilor Barry 
Bracken said he inspected the 
deteriorating condition of the fire 
hall floor last week and was 
“shocked and appalled at how 
much the floor had settled in the 
last year.” Bracken added, 
“we’ve got some really heavy 
new pieces of equipment down 
there, and in order to protect our 
investment and make sure 
they’re going to be operational 
under all conditions, I think it’s 
paramount that we do 
something to resolve the 
situation.” Bracken 
recommended that Councilors 
tour the facility as a group. He 
even invited the public to inspect 
the condition of the fire hall floor 
and “determine whether or not 
you’d like to have your life on 

the line” should the ambulance 
and firetrucks not be able to exit 
the fire hall to respond to 
emergencies. The fire hall floor 
first began to sink twenty years 
ago, according to Councilor 
Dave Carlson, who adds, “It’s 
been all talk and no action ever 
since. There’s been all kinds of 
reasons for why you shouldn’t 
do anything. Quite frankly, some 
of them have been, ‘well, if we 
just wait for it to get real bad, 
we’ll get a new building.’ We 
need to fix that floor, and I’m 
going to propose in this year’s 
budget that that gets done. It’s 
not rocket science to fix it. It 
needs to be done. It’s just going 
to take the will of the Council to 
take care of that project.”
