
“I just can’t tell you enough 
how much we truly appreciate 
the city and the tribe and the 
partners that have pulled to-
gether to make this work,” Lor-
raine DeAsis, Director of Design 
& Construction Management for 
THRHA, told the Pilot. “A proj-
ect like this just can’t happen 
without these kinds of partner-
ships … we’ve been looking for 
land for years, and the costs are 
just so, so high that everybody 
has to come to the table with the 
little bit that each of us can do. 
And then we can have a viable 
project. We used to be able to 
buy property and develop it, 
build, do the whole thing, and 
it’s just not viable anymore. If 
we don’t have a partnership, it’s 
just not going to happen.” 

The expanded agreement 
calls for complete development 
of Fram Street, extending west-
ward to the boardwalk area. In-
frastructure improvements 
include paved road construc-
tion, water, sewer, electric and 
storm drainage utilities. 

The addendum increases 
THRHA’s total property acqui-
sition from seven to 13 lots, 
while the borough will retain 
nine fully-developed parcels for 
future sale. The project timeline 
has been extended, with comple-
tion now scheduled for Decem-
ber 31, 2026. 

“It’s really an incredibly good 
deal,” Giesbrecht said. “People 
overuse that term ‘win-win,’ but 
this is really one of those.” 

As far as when exactly the 
project breaks ground, DeAsis 
notes there are still a few regula-
tory hurdles to clear. The 
process includes wetlands deter-
mination, Army Corps of Engi-
neers permits, and Department 
of Transportation approvals.  

DeAsis conveyed that the en-
gineer they are working with be-
lieves the permitting will move 
quickly, potentially allowing 
road construction to begin this 
year. 

For the lots transferred to 
THRHA, when their construc-
tion funding becomes available, 
the plan is to build single-fam-
ily homes and possibly some 

zero lot line duplexes. “Our 
goal is that we are going to 
build on each lot,” DeAsis said. 
“They will be sold outright, pri-
vately.” 

Developing housing through 
projects like these, DeAsis said, 
is “very much our wheel-
house.” In addition to this Pe-
tersburg project, DeAsis says 
her team is currently “working 
on three developments in 
Juneau … We represent 12 dif-
ferent tribes in Southeast 
Alaska, from Yakutat down to 
Prince Wales, and we have built 
in the last five years in every 
one of our communities.” 

THRHA builds homes rang-
ing from 1,000 to 1,500 square 
feet, focusing on quality con-
struction with durable materi-
als. “We build well-built homes. 
We build with real plywood. 
We do not use any kind of OSB 
or chipboard,” DeAsis noted. 
“Our homes are built to last.” 

The housing authority de-
signs homes with flexibility in 
mind, including accessibility 
features and potential for acces-
sory apartments. Home buyers 
can work with the THRHA 
team to customize a floorplan 
that works for the buyer’s goals. 
Potential homebuyers will be 
pre-qualified through 
THRHA’s lending department, 
which offers lower interest rates 
than traditional banks and con-
siders non-traditional credit fac-
tors like rent and utility 
payment history. 

PIA Tribal President Carol 
Martinez acknowledged the 
role she sees for tribal govern-
ment to help ensure that tribal 
citizens have quality housing. 
Martinez told the Pilot, for 
those “tribal citizens, wanting 
and wishing for a home, but 
knowing that you’re maybe not 
going to make it financially 
through a conventional lending 
source,” this development cre-
ates an important opportunity.  

Martinez raised her own 
family in one of the homes built 
in the first phase of this subdi-
vision, which was similarly de-
veloped through a partnership 
between THRHA and the City 
of Petersburg around 25 years 

ago. Martinez financed the 
home through the THRHA 
lending program. She remem-
bers the discussion back then 
with her husband and saying, 
“If the regional housing author-
ity will sell me a home, I want 
to go that route.” 

“It was the best place possi-
ble to raise my children,” Mar-
tinez told the Pilot. “It was a 
connection to their people. It 
was a connection to our land. I 
think that is absolutely impor-
tant.” 

DeAsis encourages inter-

ested potential homebuyers to 
monitor THRHA’s website and 
social media for announce-
ments about when they will be 
ready for buyers, and cautions, 
“by the time you see us build-
ing, the one you see me build-
ing is already sold,” she said.

On July 7, 1980, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC or Commission) issued a 

50-year license to the Southeast Alaska Power Agency (SEAPA) for the Swan Lake Hydroelectric 
Project, FERC No. 2911 (Project). The operating license for this 22 MW Project will expire on June 
30, 2030. SEAPA is applying for a new FERC license.!  

On or about May 7, 2025, SEAPA will begin the relicensing process by submitting to FERC a 
Notification of Intent (NOI), Pre-Application Document (PAD), and a request to use the Commission’s 
Traditional Licensing Process (TLP) for the Project. The Project is an existing hydroelectric facility, 
producing renewable energy, located on Swan Lake and Falls Creek near the city of Ketchikan in the 
Ketchikan Gateway Borough of Alaska.  

Pursuant to the requirements of 18 CFR§5.3(d)(2), SEAPA is publishing notice of these filings 
and making the following information available to the public.  
Summary of Documents:  

1.  The NOI notifies the Commission of SEAPA’s unequivocal intent to prepare and file an     
     application for a new license for the Project. 
2.  The PAD provides existing and reasonably available information about the Project, 
     including relevant engineering, environmental, operational, and economic information.  
3.  A request to use the TLP, which provides justification for use of the TLP as compared to 
     the default Integrated Licensing Process (ILP), as the most efficient, effective, and least 
     burdensome process for all parties and agencies interested in this licensing proceeding. 
     The flexible nature and timelines of the TLP will allow SEAPA to continue to work 
     collaboratively with resource agencies and interested parties.

Comments on SEAPA’s request to use the TLP should address 
the following, as appropriate to the circumstances of the request: (1) Likelihood of timely license issuance; 
(2) Complexity of the resource issues; (3) Level of anticipated controversy; (4) Relative cost of the 
traditional process compared to the integrated process; (5) The amount of available information and 
potential for significant disputes over studies; and (6) Other factors believed by the commenter to be 
pertinent.  

Resource agencies, Alaska Native Tribes, municipalities, non-governmental organizations and 
members of the public with an interest in the Project may participate in the relicensing process and are 
welcome to comment on the PAD. The NOI, PAD, and associated reference materials for the Swan Lake 
Project will be available for review and reproduction online at https://www.ferc.gov/ferc-online/elibrary 
as well as SEAPA’s relicensing website at https://www.swanlakerelicensing.com/.

tion’s findings did not favor Kerr.  
According to the borough, the investigation 

showed no unlawful harassment had occurred. It 
found that Kerr unintentionally violated police de-
partment procedure by testifying against enforc-
ing the mask mandate, even if he said it was a 
personal stance. And it found that his statement 
wasn’t protected by the First Amendment, espe-
cially considering his professional standing as a 
policymaker. 

After KFSK reported a story in June of 2022 
with information about the investigation and a 
statement from the borough, Kerr’s supervisor, 
Borough Manager Steve Giesbrecht, asked that 
Kerr submit any future public statements to him 
for prior review, noting that community members 
might conflate Kerr’s personal views with official 
borough positions due to his occupation. 

Kerr has since maintained the opinion that he 
was speaking only as a community member, not 
as chief of police, when he testified against the 
masking mandate. He took issue with the bor-
ough’s actions and how the legal situation was ex-
plained to the public, and he filed a lawsuit in state 
court to seek reparations for the damage. 

 
Kerr v. Borough of Petersburg  
The defendants —the borough manager and 

the borough— moved the case to federal court. By 
then, it had been nearly two years since Kerr’s ini-
tial testimony. 

And on the table before the court were three 
claims against the borough. 

“Technically four claims, with some overlap,” 
said Goriune Dudukgian, one of Kerr’s attorneys. 
“There was a defamation claim, a false light claim, 
and then there was both a state and federal consti-
tutional claim for violation of Chief Kerr’s free 
speech rights.” 

In other words, Kerr’s lawsuit claims the bor-
ough defamed him and portrayed him in a false 
light, violated his constitutional First Amendment 
rights and that the borough’s policy limits his 
speech. The defendants disagreed, arguing Kerr’s 
allegations of restricted speech weren’t made on 
solid ground. 

The court reviewed the claims to see if it could 
resolve them without having to go to trial — a mo-
tion called summary judgment, when the presid-
ing judge determines whether or not a claim 
should proceed. 

And on March 31 this year, U.S. District Court 
Judge Sharon Gleason dismissed the state defama-
tion and false light claims. Those two claims won’t 
go to trial. 

As for the constitutional claim, the recent court 
order granted the borough manager (Giesbrecht) 

immunity, but ruled that the verdict on Kerr’s First 
Amendment claim would be better determined by 
a jury, not just the bench, due to unresolved factual 
disagreements. 

The defense attorneys stated in an email that 
the court order was “very favorable to the Peters-
burg Borough and Borough Manager Steve Gies-
brecht, particularly because summary judgment is 
a challenging standard to meet.” 

Kerr’s attorney Dudukgian said, “We were dis-
appointed by the ruling and we disagreed with it.” 
However, he added that it narrows the case to 
only the First Amendment issues. 

“I think [Kerr] was very happy about the fact 
that his free speech claims are moving forward,” 
said Dudukgian. 

 
Where the case is going 
The final steps of this litigation will ultimately 

decide whether or not the borough violated Kerr’s 
right to free speech. 

Dudukgian said the purpose of Kerr’s claims is 
to stand up for his rights because “it would just 
reaffirm for everybody that the borough has to 
allow its employees their free speech rights.” 

He said the case could legally require the bor-
ough to change its policy on preapproving Kerr’s 
statements. He also said they intend to ask the jury 
for monetary compensation for damages. 

“The Borough and Manager Giesbrecht will 
continue to vigorously defend against the plain-
tiff’s remaining claims at trial as necessary,” the 
defense attorneys wrote. 

Judge Gleason strongly suggested that the par-
ties try resolving matters outside of the court; the 
parties plan to attempt mediation in June. 

If the parties can’t come to terms, the five-day 
jury trial is scheduled to happen in August.

Petersburg Borough Property Viewer
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May 8, 1925 — Ohmer plans 
to invade Lynn Canal and there 
is great rejoicing at Haines, the 
little village nestling in Mission 
Cove, and happiest of the whole 
crowd is Dr. L. Pryer, the 
druggist and president of the 
chamber of commerce. For three 
years, Dr. Pryer has been 
preaching shrimp, shrimp and 
nothing but shrimp, in Lynn 
Canal. So loud and persistent 
was he in his talk, that it was 
heard way down at Petersburg, 
200 miles distant, by Mr. Earl N. 
Ohmer, president of Alaskan 
Glacier Seafood Company. He 
immediately and forthwith sent 
two fishing boats to investigate 
and prospect. The results of the 
investigation were very 
flattering and it is expected 
operations will begin about May 
15, when a scow is scheduled to 
arrive in Haines with cannery 
equipment on board. There was 
an enthusiastic mass meeting of 
the citizens of Haines Tuesday 
night and approximately $500 
was subscribed to assist the new 
industry. Work will begin 
immediately on five dolphins to 
be a dock to afford a place where 
the floating cannery will be 
landed and tied up. The canning 
will take place on the scow and 
the finished product will be 

shipped south aboard steamers 
calling there. About 75 packers 
will be needed. This will give 
employment to the natives of 
Klukwan and around Haines, 
who are very much in need of 
work, especially since Vogel’s 
canary is not operating at 
present.  

 
May 5, 1950 —  Sverre 

Odegaard, who has been in this 
country just two months now, is 
beginning to learn the ways of 
Alaskans and to enjoy his new 
home, according to his cousin, 
Arnold Wasvick, of Petersburg. 
Odegaard came to Petersburg 
from northern Norway with 
intentions of settling here. He is 

employed here by Knut 
Thompson and Son, fish buyers, 
and in Norway was a fisherman. 
He is living at present with Mr. 
and Mrs. Berger Wasvick. The 
ruddy Norwegian is married and 
has three children in Norway 
with his wife. As soon as he is 
permanently settled here he will 
bring his family to Petersburg, 
and he hopes this will be near the 
end of this summer. 

 
May 9, 1975 — Members of 

the high school senior class took 
over city hall this Monday, as 
Mayor Theodore Smith 
proclaimed May 5, 1975, youth-
in-government day in 
Petersburg. The high schoolers 

assumed for the day the leading 
roles of city government officials 
and held a mock session of city 
council based on the same 
agenda followed by the real 
Council members this past 
Monday. To prepare the student 
councilmen for this task, 
members of the Petersburg City 
Council met with the students 
for lunch on Monday. Acting city 
councilmen were Christy 
Groves, Debbie Morgan, Wendy 
Thorsen, Sandy Clark, Karen 
Whittlesey and Debbie Lyons. In 
other roles, Jeff Avery acted as 
fire chief, Andy Massey as police 
chief, Irene Jo White as public 
works director, Heidi Lee as city 
manager and Becky Ohmer as 
mayor.  

 
May 4, 2000 —  The 

Petersburg Pilot, a bastion of 
community news for the last 25 
years, has leapt into the 21st 
Century with both feet. 
Beginning last month, the Pilot 
began offering an on-line version 
of the weekly paper at 
petersburgpilot.com. The 
website, which can be reached 

directly through the Chamber of 
Commerce or through the 
homepage of mitkof.net, features 
highlights from the weekly print 
version with the top five stories 
and a few pictures. The site also 
links users to sports, national 
news, stock quotes, food and 
health issues and weather 
reports. The site is managed 
through the International 
Newspaper Network and is 
updated Thursday morning at 
about the same time that the 
print copy of the Pilot hits the 
streets. In its infancy, 
petersburgpilot.com is still 
undergoing design 
enhancements and plans are in 
the works to upgrade many of 
the services currently provided. 
In the near future letters to the 
editor as well as editorials will 
also be accessible on the site. Sue 
Freeman, pre-press production 
manager for the Pilot, said 
management is hoping that soon 
a daily link will be provided 
which would feature a daily 
news story, community calendar 
events for the day, tide tables, 
ferry and cruise boat schedules
