
in 1980, Sullivan had been a 
member of the Alaska Independ-
ence Party, which dissolved in 
2025. Then he was undeclared 
until registering as a Republican 
prior to filing for candidacy. 

The letter also asserts a simi-
larity between the Sullivans’ 
websites: www.sullivanforsen-
ate.com/ and dansullivan-
foralaska.com. “This again 
suggests an intention not to dis-
tinguish yourself from the in-
cumbent Senator as any 
candidate genuinely seeking of-
fice would do,” Beecher said. 

To build his website and write 
the campaign announcement 
press release, Sullivan worked 
with Alaska political consultant 
Amber Lee, whom Senator Sulli-
van’s campaign pointed to as ev-
idence of interference from the 
Democratic Party. Beecher’s let-
ter points to this consultant as 
her decision’s fourth fact, stating, 
“This consultant’s work on your 
behalf is, in isolation, innocuous. 
Alongside the other facts I have 

catalogued in this letter, how-
ever, it suggests a determined ef-
fort and a deliberate attempt to 
use the similarity of your name 
to confuse Alaska voters in the 
upcoming primary election.”   

Beecher’s letter concluded, 
“that the preponderance of the 
evidence is that you chose this 
new nickname and party affilia-
tion because that name and 
party affiliation happen to be the 
name and party affiliation of an-
other candidate in the race…As 
such, I am unable to maintain 
your declaration of candidacy 
and I am de-certifying your can-
didacy for United States Sena-
tor.”  

Senator Sullivan’s campaign 
felt the decision was fair to 
Alaskans. 

“Every Alaskan has the right 
to a free and fair election, free 
from deception and gamesman-
ship,” Senator Sullivan’s cam-
paign manager Billy Mackey 
said. 

Petersburg’s Sullivan, in a so-
cial media post Sunday celebrat-

ing his birthday, expressed injus-
tice. 

“Should every American be al-
lowed to run for any political of-
fice if they are qualified? Should 
a candidate's chances of winning 
an election disqualify them from 
trying? Should a person's given 
name be a qualifier to be on a 
ballot,” Sullivan said. “To me it's 
not complicated. I met the quali-
fication and I entered this race 
because I am unhappy with the 

12 year record of the current 
Senator and I feel we need a 
change.” 

The letter has prompted a 
discussion of Beecher’s deci-
sion, that it may violate the 
U.S. Constitution. The law 
states that anyone can run 
for the U.S. Senate who is at 
least 30 years old by election 
day, a U.S. citizen for at least 
nine years, and an inhabi-
tant of the state being repre-
sented at the time of the 
election. 

Sullivan is taking time to 
weigh his options. 

“While I appreciate every-
one’s interest, legal counsel 
works at a different pace 
than the news cycle. Any de-
cision I make needs to be 
weighed carefully about 
what’s best for me and my 

family. This wasn’t on my bingo 
card and it’s just me alone trying 
to figuring out the best path for-
ward,” Sullivan said in a text 
message via the Anchorage 
Daily News regarding a poten-
tial lawsuit.  

It has also been noted that not 
only challenger Sullivan, but vot-
ers who wish to vote for him and 
are unable to, may also have a 
case that their constitutional 

rights were violated. 
State Senator Forrest Dunbar 

made a social media post Mon-
day, asking for “a legal review of 
Director Beecher and Lieutenant 
Governor Dahlstrom's decision 
to forbid Dan Sullivan.” 

“I urge folks to set aside their 
partisan biases and think about 
the precedent this sets if it is al-
lowed to stand, the authoritarian 
power we would be handing in-
cumbent administrations to de-
cide who is or is not permitted to 
run against them or their allies,” 
Dunbar said in his post. 

He described Beecher’s letter 
as “extremely weak.” 

“This started out as sort of a 
funny curiosity,” Dunbar said. 
“But now the Department of 
Elections and Lieutenant Gover-
nor have made it much more se-
rious – a question about whether 
or not fully qualified American 
citizens can appear on a ballot 
and exercise their First Amend-
ment rights.”  

There will be little time for Sul-
livan to appeal the decision. 

“If you intend to challenge the 
decision and seek judicial relief 
in Alaska Superior Court to be 
placed on the ballot, be aware 
ballots are printed on June 28,” 
Beecher said.

Borough introduces electric revenue 
bond for Scow Bay generator

Petersburg voters will likely decide this fall 
whether the borough can borrow up to $3,315,000 
to finish the Scow Bay standby generation proj-
ect, after the assembly approved the that ordi-
nance’s first reading on Monday. 

Ordinance 2026-13 would authorize electric-
utility revenue bonds of not more than $3,315,000 
for the Scow Bay standby generator, which Pe-
tersburg Municipal Power and Light says faces a 
budget shortfall driven by construction-cost in-
creases since the project began. If it clears three 
readings, the borrowing question goes on the 
Oct. 6 ballot.   

The project adds a standby diesel generator to 
help meet peak winter demand and guard against 
a loss of hydroelectric power. About three-quar-
ters of the borough’s annual electric supply is 
SEAPA power, with the rest generated locally — 
and during peak winter loads, the ordinance 

notes, local generation alone would be insufficient 
if SEAPA power were lost. The generator has an 
anticipated service life of more than 20 years. 

Asked by Assembly Member Jeff Meucci how 
the bond would be repaid, Utility Director Karl 
Hagerman drew a clear distinction between this 
and a general obligation bond. A G.O. bond is 
backed by taxpayers, he said, but this is a rev-
enue bond repaid solely through electric-utility 
revenues over about 20 years — “a ratepayer 
issue,” not a property-tax obligation. 

Pressed on whether repayment would require 
a rate increase, Hagerman said no. “The assem-
bly just approved the rate increases,” he said. 
“This bond was actually factored into the rate 
study already. No additional increase due to 
that.” 

Vice Mayor Stanton Gregor said he would 
vote yes, calling stable electricity critical commu-
nity infrastructure, and encouraged residents to 
weigh in at the public hearing at the next read-
ing.

cell towers and a data center 
and predicted the matter “will 
not be over for a long time.” 

Police Chief James Kerr of-
fered testimony in support of 
the sale, describing it as a pub-
lic-safety investment. He said 
reliable communications are 
critical for police, fire, EMS, 
search and rescue and 911 dis-
patch, that radio coverage is 
unreliable in parts of the bor-
ough, and that the sale contract 
would let the borough place 
public-safety equipment on all 
three planned Tidal Network’s 
towers – eliminating a future 
need for the borough to build 
and maintain its own towers. 
“When the borough sends re-
sponders, we owe them reli-
able communications,” he said, 
calling the deal “a practical, 

forward-thinking investment 
in public safety.” 

In the assembly’s delibera-
tion, members described diffi-
cult reversals. Meucci, who 
placed the resolution back on 
the agenda, said he wished the 
tower were going somewhere 
“that didn’t have so much con-
troversy around it” but had 
spent days on the borough’s 
property viewer measuring 
distances to child care facilities 
and the hospital, and was com-
fortable with this parcel, par-
ticularly given the 
public-safety equipment bene-
fit. 

Valentine called it “the 
lesser of all evils. Schwartz 
said he remained concerned, 
but didn’t want a tower atop 
anyone’s home.  

Newman recounted a 

“pretty crazy vote” at the prior 
meeting, when, he said, “I lit-
erally said I was going to vote 
for it, and three minutes later I 
voted no.” On a personal level 
he didn’t want the tower there, 
he said, “but ... it’s the least 
bad of all the bad places.”  

Martin, who had also voted 
no two weeks earlier, said the 
site was “a better site than the 
ones that have been sprouting 
up organically without bor-
ough involvement.” 

Vice Mayor Stanton Gregor, 
who has backed the sale for 
months, said he was disap-
pointed it failed the first time. 
He praised Kerr for raising the 
public-safety stakes and added 
that it isn’t “the borough’s 
place to insert itself into pri-
vate business” where appli-
cants are following the rules.

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June 14, 1926 – While delving 
for precious metal at their claim, 
John Bremer and George Kerr 
recently had the good fortune of 
finding a little treasure package 
of nature which netted the gold 
seekers more in one lump sum 
than would a bevy of gold 
nuggets. The miners chanced to 
notice a sharp bony projection 
jutting through the roof of their 
drift. Both fortune hunters 
concentrated upon the new 
discovery, with the result that 
after a few hours work a fine, 
large mammoth tusk weighing 
some two hundred and fifty 
pounds was picked from the top 
of the cave.

June 15, 1951 – A grueling 

18-mile trip with the city 
Caterpillar was made Sunday by 
a crew including Hugh Jones, 
Red Jones and Carl Thynes. The 
trio left town at 4 a.m. and it 
was 12-hours later they pulled 
up to Blind Slough. After the 
lumbering machine left the 
highway at the end of the road 
it pushed through muskeg and 
along a foot trail, around huge 
roots and skirting deep water 
holes. At the Wasvick camp Jack 
DeZordo and another man from 
the Slough crew met the three 
and accompanied them the rest 
of the way. Mrs. J.L. MacKechnie 
at the family’s summer camp 
doubted the evidence of her ears 
as she heard the huge machine 
come rumbling past, making its 
own road as it travelled. The 
winch of the big cat will be used 
to pull back into place pipeline 
knocked out in a slide two weeks 
ago which put out of commission 
the hydro plant. Since that time 
the city diesel plant has carried 
the full load of furnishing 
electricity to the town. The job 

of clearing the slide to get the 
plant functioning again is proving 
to be a tough job and MacKechnie 
is unable to estimate when it will 
be completed.  

 
June 16, 1976 – Tom Maloney 

and the crew of the shrimper 
Irish Rover steamed into 
Petersburg last week to inspect 
the wreckage of companion 
vessel Lancer, the 82-foot Seattle 
crab boat which rolled over in 
the Wrangell Narrows last week 
enroute to Kodiak. The 
appearance of the 72-foot 
shrimper proved lucky for 
Reverend Steve Davis, his wife 
and their baby whose fiberglass 
cabin cruiser Misty Dawn had 

struck Buoy No. 34 down the 
Narrows late last Wednesday. 
The family was underway to 
Vank Island for a religious retreat 
when Davis was distracted by a 
momentary emergency with the 
infant and struck the buoy, 
driving the boat between piling 
where it became pinned. Skipper 
Maloney reports that the bow 
was going under with the tide 
coming in and “they would have 
been in a world of hurt there in 
about ten minutes.” The Irish 
Rover towed the cruiser into the 
city harbor where the boat rides 
afloat with upper hull damage. 
Mrs. Davis was held overnight 
in Petersburg General Hospital 
with minor injuries. Later last 

week Maloney and crew saw 
companion vessel Lancer 
recovered from the middle of 
the Narrows by members of PFI 
which purchased salvage rights 
to the crabber that went down 
stern first in a short two minutes 
after unloading at PFI early last 
week. 

 
June 14, 2001 –  Two men 

who crewed on the ill-fated Arctic 
Rose – and couldn’t wait to get 
off it – shared their stories 
Tuesday with a Coast Guard 
panel investigating the fishing 
boat’s sudden deadly sinking in 
the Bering Sea. Fifteen men died 
when the 92-foot boat went down 
early on April 2. There was no 
distress signal – just an 
emergency locator beacon that 
summoned would be rescuers 
to an oil slick, the body of skipper 
Dave Rundall, an empty liferaft 
and empty survival suits. “I hope 
by the end of this process we 
can bring closure to this tragedy,” 
said Captain Ronald Morris, who 
is leading the three-man Marine 
Board of Investigations. Kevin 
Ward, who served as master of 
the ship when it was named the 
Sea Power, took it to India in late 
1993 to survey fishing 
opportunities there for then-
owner Dr. D.K. Stokes. The boat 

returned early – “We didn’t catch 
enough fish to make a chowder” 
– and Ward said he was glad to 
leave the boat behind. He found 
the boat “very tender” and 
difficult to keep evenly balanced, 
achieved by moving fuel around 
in its tanks. He said it had “an 
unnatural roll to it, almost like a 
shimmy.” As a result, he said, 
one calm day off the coast of 
India, “the boat heeled over hard 
enough to throw me from the 
captain’s chair.”
