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June 5, 1926 – Petersburg had 
its expressed wish fulfilled last 
Monday when Neil C. 
MacGregor was re-appointed 
U.S. Deputy Marshall for the 
district. The new U.S. Marshall 
of the First Division, Albert 
White, received so many letters, 
telegrams and other messages 
from representative Petersburg 
citizens that he could not 
mistake very well the nature of 
Petersburg’s wishes. Mayor Ed 
Locken, Ex-Mayor Ted Elsemore 
and U.S. Commissioner Carol 
Clausen were among those 
sending letters or wires of 
endorsement for MacGregor. 
Practically all the leading 
organizations in town did the 
same. A petition, too, gathered 
names of well-wishers at most of 
the business houses, and when it 
began to look from the replies to 
the letters of endorsement that 
those in authority might have 
other plans afoot, a mass 
meeting was called at which a 
resolution endorsing MacGregor 
was passed. It reads: 
“WHEREAS the citizens of 
Petersburg heartily approve the 
manner in which Deputy 
Marshall MacGregor has 
performed his official duties in 
our town during the past three 
years; and himself a good law 
officer and a splendid citizen for 
out town; and WHEREAS we 
are very desirous of his retention 
here; THEREFORE, Be it 
Resolved the we, the citizens of 
Petersburg in mass meeting 
assembled, urgently request the 
retention of Mr. MacGregor in 
his present position and 
station.” As a boy in Fairbanks 
and Valdez, Mr. White gained a 
knowledge of Alaskan 
conditions which, he is 
confident, will serve him in 
good stead in his new office, 
making it possible to get the 
very best possible results with 
the least amount of friction. “I 
want the people of the 
community, and of the entire 
division, to realize that as U.S. 
Marshall I am merely a servant 

of the public. It is the particular 
duty of this office to enforce the 
laws and I hope for and expect 
the cooperation and sympathetic 
assistance of the good citizens of 
the Division in law enforcement. 
And I want to assure them of 
our willingness to cooperate 
with them,” declared Mr. White.  

 
June 1, 1951 – Today for the 

first time, Petersburg has been 
included in the itinerary of the 
Oregon Journal tour party. 
Included in the 11-day charter 
cruise are 250 vacationists from 
Portland and other towns of 
Oregon, Washington and Idaho. 
This is the third annual charter 
cruise of the SS Prince George 
arranged by the Oregon Journal. 
The party which visited here this 
morning is organized by the 
tour division of the Portland 
newspaper. Their ports of call 

include Ocean Falls, Prince 
Rupert, Ketchikan, Juneau, 
Skagway, Petersburg, Wrangell 
and Victoria. Members of the 
Junior Chamber of Commerce 
assumed the responsibility of 
meeting the visitors and 
pointing out to them some of the 
interesting things about the 
town. Speed boat races, samples 
of shrimp meat for the visitors, a 
look at the world record king 
salmon and a tour of the 
shellfish canneries gave the 
tourists an idea of the town’s 
interests. 

 
June 2, 1976 – For years 

Winnie Gray, a well-known chef 
of some renown, has been 
making super sack lunches for 
the pilots of Twin Otters earning 
her the affectionate nickname of 
Aunt Winnie. With the new jet 
service there will be no need for 

lunches for pilots. To show their 
appreciation for those years of 
lunches, the pilots took up a 
collection and presented Aunt 
Winne with a roundtrip ticket to 
Juneau on the first jet flight on 
June 1.  

  
May 31, 2001 –  Mercs, 

Johnsons, inboards, outboards, 
fiberglass, aluminum, if it could 
pass harbor inspection it was 
pounding over the waves at the 
start of the Petersburg Chamber 
of Commerce 2001 20th Annual 
Salmon Derby. The morning 
rush of coffee infused anglers 
began precisely at 7 a.m. in 
annual salmon stampede form 
with participants heading for 
favorite ‘pulls,’ secret ‘drags,’ 
lucky ‘soaks,’ scientifically 
construed currents, or just 
someplace wet to float a herring 
in hopes of wearing the coveted 
Derby Jacket. “Overall we had 
470 fish entered this year,” said 
derby committee member Jodell 
Jones. “The weather was nice 
and that really helps 
participation.” Chased into a 
‘lucky strike’ spot by the only 
bad weather on the first 
morning of the competition, 

Nels Otness III landed a first 
place 43.25 pound white king 
and had to sweat out the 
remaining days of fishing, 
looking over his shoulder and 
the stern of his 19’ skiff the My 
Girl, to see if anyone would 
challenge for the lead. The fish 
would stand and Nels would 
don the Derby Jacket with the 
$6,000 cash prize.
