
The foundation’s fundrais-
ing target this year is $25,000, 

which Walker said would get 
the foundation back on track to 
pre-pandemic levels. 

All proceeds of the 
event will go toward 
funding scholarships 
for graduating Pe-
tersburg High School 
seniors entering the 
health care field and 
toward continuing 
education for PMC 
staff according to 
Walker who said it in 
turn improves the 
quality of the hospi-
tal. 

The participant 
entry fee is $20, but 
for children aged 11 
and under participa-
tion is free. 

When each partic-
ipant registers, they 
will receive a spon-
sorship form where 
they can log the do-
nations they receive 
from sponsors sup-
porting the PMC 
Foundation. 

“We’re really try-
ing to kind of up that 
this year,” Walker 
said. “It’s a little dif-
ferent with the draw-
ing giveaways that we’re 
doing, really trying to encour-
age fundraising as a key com-
ponent of this event.” 

Donations from sponsors 
can be collected by partici-
pants or made online where 
sponsors can name who they 
are sponsoring. 

There will be three draw-
ings at the Sandy Beach cook-
out which will include both 
participants and sponsors.

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July 14, 1922 That the 
development of the Cascade 
Creek water power at Thomas 
Bay on a big scale is probable 
within the next year is the 
statement of D.C. Doherty, 
holder of the temporary permit 
from the Federal Water Power 
Commission who returned from 
there on Thursday. “In fact we 
have been investigating Cascade 
Creek for the past two years and 
all the figures secured from the 
preliminary surveys look 
favorable and now, after looking 
it over, it is even better than we 
thought. In fact, it is almost too 
good to be true,” he said. In 
reply to direct questions Mr. 
Doherty said that the 
development contemplated 
includes the erection of a 250-ton 
pulp mill at a cost not to exceed 
ten million dollars. He also 
stated that he expects to start 
work on the actual development 
before June 1st next year. Mr. 
Doherty arrived from the south 
on the Jefferson and is 
accompanied by A. M. Torben 
who is recognized as one of the 
foremost water power 
development engineers in the 
country. The two men left for 
Thomas Bay on the Ranger on 
Monday and have been working 
there since that time. While here 
Mr. Doherty stated that 
preliminary figures secured on 
the proposed development 
looked very favorable. He also 
stated that, if the final figures 
worked out from data secured 
this week bear out the figures 
already secured, a 200-  and 
possibly a 300-ton pulp and 
paper mill will be erected at that 
point in a short time. “Cascade 
Creek is by far the premier water 
power development project in 
southeastern Alaska, according 
to the preliminary estimates and 
my backers are prepared to erect 
a mammoth mill at that point if 
the final figures bear them out,” 
he said. 

 
July 11, 1947 As is fitting for 

a little girl born the day before 
the Fourth, decorations for 
Pamela Ohmer’s birthday party 
on July 3 carried out a patriotic 
motif. A huge chocolate cake 
was the birthday cake and it was 
trimmed with little flags circled 
with white icing. The two tiny 
candles were in bird candle 
holders and there were 
individual cakes with a candle 
for each guest. To keep their 
dresses clean, each child was 
given a red, white, and blue 
apron and there were little 
baskets of favors in the same 
colors. The dozen children 
present played in the yard, and 
were given sparklers. Mrs. 

Ohmer took pictures of the party 
on colored film. 

 
July 13, 1972 Fourteen power 

yachts and up to forty persons 
are expected to arrive in 
Petersburg Tuesday, July 18, 
according to Chamber of 
Commerce President Mike 
Dean. The ships are 
participating in the semi-annual 
predicted log boat race from 
Seattle to Juneau, sponsored by 
the International Power Boating 
Association. The local Chamber 
of Commerce has arranged a no-
host cocktail hour for the visitors 
at 6 p.m. at the Beachcomber Inn 
Wednesday, July 10. At 7 o’clock 
a no-host buffet dinner will be 
held. The public is invited and 
persons owning traditional 
Norwegian costumes are urged 
to wear them. Chamber officer 
Bill baker explains that the 
yachts make the Seattle-Juneau 
run every other year. During 
“off” years the race is staged 
around Vancouver Island. In this 
type of race, Baker continued, a 
skipper computes, before the 
contest begins, the amount of 
time he thinks it will take him to 
sail each leg of the race. He sails 
the race with no change in 

throttle and no watches or clocks 
aboard and his actual sailing 
time is compared to his 
predicted time. The yacht with 
the smallest margin of error 
wins the race. Thirty days are 
allotted for the Seattle-Juneau 
contest, allowing plenty of time 
for sightseeing and leisurely 
cruising, Baker added. The 
flotilla of yachts left Seattle 
about July 1, under cruisemaster 
Neil Armstrong of Tacoma, 
Washington. 

 
July 12, 1997 Fish Flights. A 

DC-6 landed at Petersburg 
Airport three times to deliver 
fish to Whitney-Fidalgo from 
Bristol Bay and Unikaleet, 
Alaska. According to Eilert 
Holbeck of Whitney-Fidalgo, six 
trips have been brought in in the 
last two weeks. Whitney is 
presently employing 60 to 70 
persons while the loads are 
being canned. One load of fish 
was dressed already and went 
straight into Cold Storage. A 
Hercules cargo plane has also 
brought in three of the loads to 
Petersburg. Holbeck said that 
Whitney-Fidalgo was the first 
cannery to start flying in fish for 
processing three years ago.
