
The news comes as a relief 
to Scott Newman, owner of 
Petersburg Flying Services, 
who had invested tens of 
thousands of dollars to meet 
the Forest Service 
requirements in the lead up to 
the 2025 season – including, 
installing over the winter an 
additional $18 thousand radio 
system required by the USFS – 

only to see the flights he was 
banking on suddenly 
suspended indefinitely. “We 
got four trips in and then the 
work got shut down.” 
According to Newman he is 
one of only a handful of flight 
operators in Southeast Alaska 
certified to work with the 
Forest Service. 

Newman emphasized that 
Forest Service staff in the 

Tongass weren’t to blame for 
the moratorium. He just sees it 
as unfortunate after having 
gone through so much to 
secure the contract, but he 
notes, “it wasn’t their fault.”  

Petersburg District Ranger 
Carey Case had acknowledged 
the moratorium during her 
report last Monday to 
Petersburg Borough Assembly, 
explaining that it halted 
projects including trail 
maintenance at Petersburg 
Lake because crews couldn’t 
get materials flown in and 
transported. 

As of Friday, Newman 
hadn’t received official word of 
the moratorium lifting, but he 
had been contacted by “a field 
person who had heard and 
wanted to see about getting on 
the schedule.” He is hopeful 
this means they can get back to 
flying soon.  

The Forest Service contract 
represents about 40% of 
Newman’s business and 
includes flights for 
comprehensive forest health 
surveys that involve flying 
personnel with laptops and 
satellite equipment across 
islands, valleys, and drainages 
from Ketchikan to Yakutat to 
catalog insect damage that 
affects timber inventories; 
transporting work crews and 
equipment to remote 
wilderness areas; and flying 
Forest Service staff and 
personnel from Trout 
Unlimited and the Southeast 
Alaska Watershed Coalition to 
locations like Rowan Bay for 
collaborative stream 
restoration projects. 

Beyond Forest Service work, 
Newman provides medical 
evacuation flights, flightseeing 
and recreational access to 
remote cabins, and other 
essential aviation services to 
the Petersburg community.  
But he was unsure his business 
could withstand the loss of 
nearly half of his work for the 
season. “It’s really hard to 
make a living with an airplane 
because the cost of the business 
is so significant …I need to fly 
to remain economically 
solvent,” said Newman. 

 Mercifully, it seems skies 
are clearing for take-off again.

Larry Haugen was born 
along with his twin, Edward, 
on August 20, 1950 to Ruby 
(Simpson) and Ernie Haugen 
in Petersburg, Alaska. He was 
a lifelong Alaskan. He 
attended elementary and 
secondary school in 
Petersburg, graduating in 
1969. His bent was to be 
outdoors. He worked 
summers seining and spent his 
winters trapping in Duncan 
Canal.  

When the Alaska pipeline 
construction began he moved 
north and spent several years 
working on the pipeline until 

he was badly injured in a 
construction accident. He 
briefly attended the University 
of Alaska Fairbanks, but Larry 
was an outdoorsman and the 
wilderness called. He 
answered by trekking into the 
bush near the north border of 
Denali Park where he eked out 
a subsistence life for a few 
years before returning to 
Petersburg, where he could 
live in the family cabin at 
Keene Channel and make a 
modest living fishing halibut 
and Dungeness Crab from a 
skiff, pulling his gear by hand. 
When his mother wanted to 
see him, she’d send a muskeg 
message over local public 
radio station KFSK telling him 
when to pick her up from the 
dock at Papke’s Landing. 

Much of Larry’s free time 
was spent exploring Duncan 
Canal – its geography, flora 
and fauna. An avid birder, he 
decided to document bird life 
in the area. That documentary 
process developed into a wide 
range of writing. He left 
behind boxes of hand-typed 
poetry, short stories and 
commentaries on the Bible. 
Larry was a man of faith and 
never shy about reminding 
people that Jesus of Nazareth 
was the ultimate basis for life 
in this world and the next.  

Health issues prompted a 
return to civilization. He 
adjusted well to life at 
Mountain View Manor and 
enjoyed his last years there. 
After a recent hospitalization, 
Larry passed away peacefully 
at the Petersburg Medical 
Center on July 3, 2025. His 
ashes will be returned to his 
beloved Duncan Canal. 

He was preceded in death 
by his parents. 

He is survived by his twin 
brother, Edward of Mesa, 
Arizona; sister, Julie Haugen 
of Petersburg; nieces, Heidi 
Capua of Portland, Oregon, 
and Ruby Brinkman of Juneau, 
Alaska; nephews, Erik Haugen 
of Minneapolis, Minnesota, 
and Angelo Capua of Juneau, 
Alaska.

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July 17, 1925 – The 
musicians and joy makers of 
the power boat Argo, who gave 
moving picture shows and 
entertainment at Port 
Alexander and other canneries 
and fishing points, intend to 
give a weekly dance in 
Petersburg for the remainder of 
the season. Petersburg people 
who attended the last dance 
declared that the music 
furnished was excellent and are 
looking forward to the next 
dance. The members of the 
band are Kingdon Brice, piano; 
Cecil Rogers, violin; Frank 
Johns, saxophone; and Gene 
Brice, drums. The different 
ports of call for the company 
are: Port Alexander, Little Port 
Walter, Port Conclusion, Kake, 
Petersburg and Wrangell. 

 
July 14, 1950 – The last of the 

Petersburg halibut fleet 
returned early this week to rest 
on their laurels after 
establishing a new record in 
fish landings. This year more 
than 70 local boats landed 
3,016,625 pounds of fish 
between May 1 and July 5.  An 
estimated $600,000 was paid to 
the halibut fishermen this 
season selling fish in 
Petersburg. In addition to the 
record setting catches, the 20 
cent average price for fish was 
almost 4 cents higher than last 
year’s price of 16.7 cents. Two 
Petersburg boats, the Pamela 
Rae and the Symphony, divided 
the honors for the highest 
single and total catches. 
Magnus Martens’ new boat the 
Pamela Rae hit the top in total 
poundage over the entire 
season with 193,000 pounds. 
The Symphony, skippered by 
Gordon Jensen, turned in 
191,500 pounds. Jensen’s boat 
unloaded the season’s highest 
single catch of 52,000 pounds 
on May 27. The Pamela Rae 
nearly matched that mark with 
a delivery of 50,000 pounds. 
For Magnus Martens’ Pamela 

Rae it’s been a busy four 
months. The 57-foot limit seiner 
was completed the first of April 
at the Sagstad shipyard in 
Seattle, and came directly to 
Petersburg to get ready for 
halibut season. The ship cruises 
at 8-knots and is a skipper’s 
Cadillac with an automatic 
pilot, fathometer, and a radio 
telephone. Another feature of 
the diesel-powered ship is 
galley refrigeration. It enabled 
the crew to eat fresh meat 
during all their trips.  

 
July 25, 1975 – One has only 

to witness a 13-year old ‘has-
been’ peering through the 
backstop of the Little League 
ballpark to realize Petersburg 
needs a Senior League baseball 
program. You see, at age 13 
these fast ballers and base 
stealers are all washed up – 
baseball-wise. And with 50 to 
60 kids engaged in Little 
League here each summer, that 
means a lot of early 
retirements. They could retire 
to the streets, in aimless 
meandering, trouble-making or 

even street crimes. We know 
there is plenty of juvenile crime 
and juvenile drinking in 
Petersburg. But these 13-year 
olds are kids who have a haunt 
and have an ambition. They 
haunt the ballpark and aspire 
to take to the field again. 
Money for a local Senior 
League, for boys 13 – 16 years 
of age, sits waiting in a special 
$4,000-plus bank account 
collected over a three-year 
period by Alaska Airline 
employees in coffee sales at the 
airport. Also, adult volunteers, 
eager to see the program 
develop, have staked off 
extended boundaries for Senior 
League ball at the existing Little 
League ballpark on E Street. 
The City of Petersburg is close 
to gaining ownership of the 
ballpark property from the 
State, thereby enabling the City 
improvements. But why wait? 
Many kids would be too old for 
the program next season. All 
that would be needed to start 
the ball spinning is some firm 
or individual to donate some 
fill for the enlarged field. And 

maybe a few concerned adults 
to help supervise the program. 
Everything else is there. 
Especially the kids… behind 
the fence, looking in.  

 
July 13, 2000 – Ann Eide 

Thompson, who held the title 
of being Petersburg’s oldest 
resident, passed away Monday 
evening of natural causes at the 
age of 101. Thompson, who 
lived through three centuries, 
moved from Wrangell to 
Petersburg in 1935. Bobbie 
Anderson, who spent time with 
Thompson during her final 
months, said that Thompson 
was very alert in her final days. 
“We were working on a pillow 
case for the Haines Fair and she 
was very interested in sewing 
and picking colors,” Anderson 
said. She pointed out too that 
she was not Thompson’s 
caretaker. “Ann labeled me as a 
personal friend of the family 
and wouldn’t use the word 
caretaker because it implies 
that something was wrong and 
there was nothing wrong with 
her.” Anderson said that the 
final months for Thompson 
were spent trading stories. “We 

were both jabber boxes. We 
talked about her hundred years 
and just how amazed she was. 
It amazed her that I had a 
telephone in my hand and she 
always said that she just 
couldn’t understand that. She 
was amazed that she started 
out in 1899 and ended up in 
2000.” One of Thompson’s final 
wishes was that she spend the 
last of her days at home. “She 
got her wish,” Anderson said.
