
a third reading before it can take 
effect. 

Several of the new amend-
ments respond to concerns 
raised in correspondence from 
wireless carriers. Among other 
changes, they confirm a 500-foot 

setback for towers near sensitive 
areas; eliminate a requirement 
that new towers be built to ac-
commodate a set number of an-
tenna arrays for co-location; 
clarify that the applicant’s cover-
age gap is the relevant inquiry 
when considering whether to 

grant a permit or waiver; drop a 
requirement that a removed 
tower’s parcel be restored to 
“original condition”; and replace 
a flat $150,000 removal bond 
with a bond set at the actual esti-
mated cost of removal. 

One amendment removes the 
borough’s authority to direct 
changes to a tower’s design. 
Cabrera explained that a condi-
tional-use application triggers a 
third-party technical review, and 
that the borough lacks the legal 
authority to regulate a facility’s 
design. Under the change, the di-
rector would pass the third-party 
review’s findings to the applicant 
rather than ordering changes — 
“just sort of taking the borough 
out of that role,” she said. 

The volume of amendments 
prompted an unusually blunt as-
sessment from Vice Mayor Jeigh 
Stanton Gregor. 

“During my time on the as-
sembly, I’ve never seen 15 
amendments on an ordinance,” 
Stanton Gregor said. “My take is, 
if we have to do 15 amendments, 

we should have not brought it 
forward until it was done. It’s not 
a good ordinance, not a good 
piece of legislation.” 

He said the process “has been 
deeply flawed” and would have 
preferred to see public, assembly 
and industry concerns worked 
out through the borough’s attor-
ney and clerk before the ordi-
nance reached the assembly. He 
also faulted specific language, 
calling a provision requiring 
towers to “minimize adverse vi-
sual impacts” wholly subjective. 
Despite his reservations, Stanton 
Gregor voted for both the 
amendments and the ordinance 
in its second reading. 

Assembly Member Jeff 
Meucci acknowledged the docu-
ment “does not flow very well” 
but defended pressing ahead. He 
said he had spent extensive time 
on it with the borough attorney 
and staff, trying to “thread the 
needle” between the commu-
nity’s interest and the concerns 
raised by carriers — including 
what he characterized as veiled 

legal threats. 
“I’m not impressed at all 

when I get a letter from the 
telecommunications company 
with veiled threats to the com-
munity about lawsuits,” Meucci 
said. “For me, this [ordinance] is 
the first step for protecting the 
community.” 

He pointed to towers already 
going up or proposed — on Mill 
Road, across from the ferry ter-
minal, and potentially at Papke’s 
Landing — as examples of siting 
the borough currently has no 
tools to influence. “This might 
not 100% protect the community, 
but I think it’s going to get us to 
a point where we can continue to 
look at it, and if we need to make 
adjustments to it as we go along, 
I’m willing to do that,” he said. 

Meucci said he would keep 
working on the ordinance 
“pretty much every day for the 
next two weeks” before the third 
reading and invited residents to 
bring him “glaring errors.” 

Nine residents testified dur-
ing a lengthy public hearing, 
most of them opposed. Several 
called for a moratorium on new 
towers and on the ordinance it-
self, arguing the borough needs 
more time and better informa-
tion before adopting siting rules. 

A recurring theme was that 
the amendments appear to an-
swer carriers rather than resi-
dents. Mika Cline said the 
changes had become 
“workarounds” for one carrier, 
and questioned the amendment 
removing the borough’s author-
ity to direct design changes. 
Becky Knight said she counted 
10 proposed amendments ad-
dressing recent industry corre-
spondence and “not any 
amendments that address public 
concerns,” and pressed the as-
sembly to reconsider the June 15 
decisions striking assisted living 
facilities, hospitals and children’s 
nurseries from the list of sensi-
tive areas and reducing the sen-
sitive-area setback from 1,500 
feet to 500 feet. 

Others raised siting and 
safety. John Murgas warned that 
low borough land prices and few 
restrictions could make Peters-
burg “a tower farm,” and floated 
capping towers per capita, as the 
state does with liquor licenses. 
Tom Kowalske urged larger set-
backs, citing ice buildup, aircraft 
near the airport, and fire risk at 
the fire hall. Judy Ohmer said the 
cumulative effect of the amend-
ments left her feeling the town 
was becoming “open season for 
the telecom companies.” 

Much of the testimony also 
touched on health concerns tied 
to radiofrequency emissions — 
the Telecommunications Act pre-
empts local regulation on that 
basis.   

Mayor Bob Lynn credited the 
assembly for its work regardless 
of members’ positions, saying 
the panel had spent more time — 
and more in attorney costs — on 
this ordinance than on almost 
anything he had seen. “I don’t 
think any of the members have 
shied away from looking into the 
details of this,” he said. 

The final reading of the ordi-
nance is expected at the assem-
bly’s next meeting on July 20.

June 25 , 1926 – Sandy Beach 
was the scene of a rousing good 
time last Wednesday evening 
when a large number of 
Petersburg folks enjoyed a picnic, 
or Saint Hans celebration. This is 
an old Norwegian custom to 
observe Saint Hans Day on the 
longest day of the year. Mr. Wikan 
took out a big crowd on his boat, 
the Lun, and about five smaller 
overboard motor boats made the 
trip loaded with merrymakers, 
and many others walked out. 
When the crowd had assembled 
sufficiently, tar barrels were piled 
up and set on fire. An enormous 
blaze lit up the whole district. 
This was in observance of an 
ancient custom from the time of 
the Vikings. In those days great 
piles of logs were laid on the top 
of some high hill. When an enemy 
approached, the logs were set on 
fire as an alarm. A platform was 
constructed on the beach and, 
with the help of a violin, an open 
air dance was enjoyed. Romme 
Grot was served throughout the 
evening. The night was ideal for 
the occasion with a great round 
moon lighting up the beach.  

 
July 6, 1951 – The 

announcement of Alaska Coastal 
Airline’s plan to expand 
scheduled airplane service to a 
number of our neighboring 
communities is good news for 
Petersburg. When residents of 
Kake, as well as other nearby 
towns and settlements, can 

depend upon plane service on 
certain days they will naturally 
come to depend more on 
Petersburg as their shopping 
center. If the trip to Petersburg is 
made easy, our neighbors will 
be more likely to come here to 
buy supplies, for medical and 
dental care and to board planes 
for further destinations. 
Transportation is the big problem 
in Alaska and any improvement 
in transportation into and out of 
a community is one of the 
community’s most valuable 
assets. 

 
July 7, 1976 – It took Don 

Stevens six hours to land a 
gigantic halibut caught by hand-
line from the back of his seine 
skiff on June 30, then a block and 
tackle strung atop a piling at the 
Petersburg city float and the pull 
of the tide to finally hoist the 
monster into his skiff the next 
day. “And to think my friends 
laughed when I quit my job to 
go fishing,” Stevens mused. Only 
in Alaska. Stevens wouldn’t 
venture a guess as to the giant 
halibut’s weight, but said that it 
was the largest he’s ever seen. 

 
July 5, 2001 –  The U.S. Postal 

Service has suggested that City 
Hall offer a mail drop box as an 
alternative to the post office 
providing a box downtown. That 

raised the ire of Mayor Ted Smith 
and councilors at a recent City 
Council meeting when Smith read 
correspondence from Alaska 
Senator Ted Stevens. Stevens 
wrote a letter to the postal service 
on behalf of the city. Petersburg’s 
post office recently moved about 
a half-mile from downtown. Since 
then people have complained 
about the inconvenience of not 
having a drop box downtown. 
Mary Ann Simpson, 
Governmental Relations manager 
for the Postal Service, said she 
confirms Alaska District Postal 
Operations manager Bob 
Churchill’s explanation that the 
request isn’t feasible since it 
provides for retail and post office 
box service. “It has no carrier 
service, so there is no way for 
the mail to be collected from a 
receptacle away from the post 
office,” she said in a May 23 letter 
to Stevens. “I regret that we are 
not able to provide collection box 
service in the downtown area. 
As an alternative, Mayor Smith 
may want to consider establishing 
a convenience drop box for mail 
at City Hall. Mail left in the drop 
box could be taken to the post 
office by the employee who 
collects the city’s mail from their 
post office box each day,” she 
added. Councilor Bill Tremblay 
said that the response is “pretty 
poor customer service,” and that 

the large number of fishery 
workers and visitors downtown 
during the summer warrant a 
drop box. Councilor Barry 
Bracken concurred, “They don’t 
recognize the large pedestrian 

visitor population here,” he said. 
“It galls me.” Councilor Paul 
Anderson suggested that the city 
petition for carrier service. Mayor 
Smith said that was a good idea 
and that he’d look into it.
