
Southeast has its advantages too 
though, says Smets. “The grow-
ing season is longer than up 
there. Shorter than down south, 
but longer than up north.”  

One of the criteria of the 
award is community involve-
ment in organizations such as 
schools, so a likely contributor 
to Farragut Farm’s successful 
nomination is their goal is to 
provide carrots to schools across 
Southeast.  

“We really think we can do 
well with carrots.” Smets says. 
“They’re sturdy, and durable, 
and there’s nothing like a locally 
grown carrot. Now it’s just 
about refining our production 
techniques.”  

Carlee McIntosh, Food Serv-
ice Director at the Petersburg 
School District has fought to get 

more healthy local food served 
to students and has partnered 
with Farragut Farm since the 
near the beginning, according 
to Smets. Building relationships 
with other schools is their aim 
for the future.  

Since starting in 2010, Marja 
admits that there have been 
some hard lessons. “It’s a bal-
ance of producing as much as 
we can without working our-
selves into the ground ... 
choosing the right crops, and 
the right amount of labor.” 
They had found summer vol-
unteers through a national 
program, but there was a lot of 
work involved in the process of 
training new people every sea-
son along with introducing 
them to the area. The past few 
seasons, they’ve had one local 
gal come out and work as a 
farmhand during the peak har-
vest season.  

The number of crops they 
provide to the community has 
fluctuated as well, having of-
fered a wider variety for a few 
seasons, then going back to ba-
sics with only garlic, they have 
expanded some again to offer 
garlic and carrots.  

As for the award criteria of 
involvement in agriculture in-
dustry organizations, Bo and 
Marja basically started their 
own, founding the Southeast 
Alaska Farmers Summit in 2015 
and organizing it biennially, 

with last winter’s event in Pe-
tersburg attracting around 100 
farmers and gardeners from 
around the region.  

And for the criteria of ‘farm 
family image, farming history, 
and unique or special produc-
tion,’ while the Farragut Farm 
family appears small at first 
glance, consisting of Bo and 
Marja, and the farm only start-
ing in 2010, Marja says the com-
munity of Petersburg has 
provided amazing support. 
“We’re so grateful and appre-
ciative that everyone has al-
ways come out and been so 
enthusiastic about what we 
bring to town.” 

In attendance at the opening 
day reception of the Alaska 
State Fair in Palmer were US 
Senators Sullivan and 
Murkowski, Governor Dun-
leavy, and ranking member on 
the Senate Committee on Agri-
culture, Nutrition, and Forestry 
John Boozman of Arkansas who 
stated that federal farm aid leg-
islation must recognize the 
challenges of farming in Alaska.  

Bo and Marja chose to stay 
close to the farm instead of trav-
eling to receive their award at 
the reception, but their remarks 
went out over the PA system. 
Marja had her hands full pro-
cessing and drying garlic, while 
Bo made a run to Petersburg 
with a boatload of garlic and 
carrots.

worried about their communi-
ties, and Canadians from coast to 
coast to coast are watching in 
horror the images of apocalyptic 
devastation,” Trudeau said Mon-
day at a news conference in 
Cornwall on Prince Edward Is-
land. 

Trudeau planned to meet later 
in the day with senior cabinet 

ministers and other officials to 
discuss the fires. 

All told, there have been more 
than 5,800 fires, which have 
burned more than 150, 000 
square kilometers (58,000 square 
miles) from one end of Canada to 
the other, according to the Cana-
dian Interagency Forest Fire Cen-
ter. 

Brolund asked displaced resi-

dents to be patient until it is safe 
enough for them to return to 
their neighborhoods. 

“In many cases, your neigh-
borhoods and houses are cov-
ered with sprinklers and those 
sprinklers are protecting your 
home. It means we can't send 
you home,” he said. 

Communities in southern 
British Columbia and in the 
Northwest Territories continued 
to endure heavy smoke. Numer-
ous “very high” warnings for 
poor air quality were in place on 
Monday. The BC Wildfire Service 
reported 386 such warnings. 

In a Facebook post on Sun-
day, Yellowknife officials said 
they were working to establish 
wildfire defense lines around the 
city, creating fire breaks and 
using water sprinklers, cannons 
and fire retardant dropped by 

planes. A protective line of 25 
kilometers (15.5 miles) has been 
established. 

“We are not out of the woods 
yet as many factors can change 
the status of a fire quickly,” the 
post said. 

Shane Thompson, the North-
west Territories environment 
minister, said the fire was un-
likely to reach the outskirts of 
the city on Monday. 

Among those who fled as 
flames threatened their homes 
was Todd Ramsay. He recalled 
sitting on his deck in Kelowna's 
North Clifton area and watching 
the fire rage on the other side of 
Lake Okanagan, about 2.5 kilo-
meters (1.5 miles) away. He did-
n't think it would be possible for 
the flames to jump the lake, but 
they did. 

“Sure enough, it started rain-

ing pine cones and tree bark,” he 
said. A fire quickly started be-
hind his house, and there were 
“huge plumes of smoke just car-
rying embers across the lake.” 

Ramsay said he turned on a 
water sprinkler, and he and his 
family packed up to flee Thurs-
day night as trees were burning. 
They wondered if they'd see 
their home again. 

By Saturday, Ramsay, his 
wife, two children, two cats and 
a dog had driven to North Van-
couver to stay with his sister. He 
heard his house had not burned 
but didn't know for sure. 

“There's definitely some anx-
iety around it,” he said. “I'm an 
artist. I have a lot of my paintings 
there. The more important thing 
obviously is all of us are safe. But 
we've worked hard our whole 
lives to have this home.”

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August 24, 1923 – Pioneering 
the way for direct shipment of 
canned salmon from Alaskan 
ports to the eastern coast of the 
United States via the Panama 
Canal, the big steamer 
Commercial Traveler was in 
Petersburg this week loading 
25,000 cases of salmon from 
Petersburg Packing Company. 
She also landed 15,000 cases of 
empties for the same concern. 
From here the steamer will go to 
Union Bay, Ketchikan, and 
Hidden Inlet and will have a 
cargo of about 115,000 cases 
before leaving Alaska. She will 
complete general cargo at 
Vancouver, Seattle, and San 
Francisco and then start east, 
delivering cargo at Savannah, 
Charleston, Norfolk, 
Philadelphia and New York. 
Incidentally the Commercial 
Traveler is the largest steamer 
ever to land in Petersburg and 
has exploded the contention of 
the steamship companies 
operating to Alaska that their 
larger boats can not land at the 
Petersburg docks. Captain 
Sherwood Ing, in command of 
the steamer, brought the big boat 
into harbor and up to the dock at 
almost low water and she has 
laid at the dock constantly for 
two days and will be here for 
several more, proving the depth 
of the water. The Commercial 
Traveler is operated by Moore 
and McCormick Steamship 
Company of New York. She was 
built at the Todd Shipyard in 
Tacoma in 1920 and is 7,800 tons 
deadweight, 400 feet in length, 
53 feet abeam and draws 24 feet 
of water at mean load. With 
Captain Ing is August 
Malmstern, an old time Alaskan 
navigator, acting as pilot of the 
big ship. 

August 20, 1948 – Last 
Saturday afternoon the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service stopped all 
commercial salmon fishing in 
Southeast Alaska with three 
exceptions until Monday, 
August 23. The order was given 
by Albert M. Day, director of the 
service, now visiting the 
Territory. Day said that such 

poor results have shown this 
season that he felt it was 
necessary to take this step in 
order to preserve what fish 
remain. The S.E. Alaska season 
was opened only a week ago 
and is scheduled to run until 
September 3. Day said that if 
there is a late run of salmon, the 
season will be extended not later 
than September 7. Exceptions to 
the ruling exempted gillnetting 
in Taku Inlet, upper Lynn Canal 
and Port Snettisham. 

August 23, 1973 – A small 
island in Kah Sheets Bay will be 
the site for a planned U.S. Forest 
Service prescribed burn. The 
island, which is approximately 
10 acres in size, will be burned 
when proper climate and 
atmospheric conditions exist, 
report Forest Service officials. 
The island sustained heavy 
timber losses during the 
Thanksgiving Storm of 1968. To 
salvage the blown down timber, 
the area was tractor-logged in 
1970. Typical of blow down 
situations, heavy debris 
continues to restrict proper 

forest regeneration. The 
prescribed burn, which is a 
common silvicultural practice in 
other forested regions of the 
U.S., is part of an administrative 
study to determine the effects of 
fire on soil productivity, deer 
browse productivity and 
regeneration success. The study 
will include serial seeding and 
hand planting of tree seedlings 
in the spring of 1974. 

August 13, 1998 – Police have 
arrested a man on charges of 
driving while intoxicated and 
felony theft of a watercraft 
following an incident which 
occurred early in the morning on 
August 6 in Middle Harbor. 
According to Captain Bruce 
Westre of the Petersburg Police 
Department, harbor security 
officer Mike Tolson reported to 
the police over VHF radio that 
there was a possible driving 
while intoxicated in progress in 
Middle Harbor next to the crane 
dock at about 2:30 a.m. on 
August 6. Westre said that 
Officer Heidi Agner responded 
to the scene where Tolson, who 

had boarded the harbor office 
skiff and was on the scene, was 
making contact with the 
suspected intoxicated boater. 
Tolson reported that the pilot of 
a skiff, Paul Patrick Kirwan, 30, 
of California, had allegedly 
driven a seine skiff into a yacht, 
bounced off of it and ricocheted 
into a sightseeing cruise boat. 
Damage was caused to the 
yacht, but no damage was 
reported on the other vessel. 
According to Westre, Tolson, in 
the harbor skiff, approached 
Kirwan, still in the seine skiff 
and secured the two skiffs 
together. Kirwan then allegedly 
“gunned” the seine skiff in an 
attempt to escape and in doing 
so threw himself to the floor of 
the boat. Tolson then shut the 
engine of the seine skiff down 
and took Kirwan to the dock 
where he was placed under 
arrest for driving while 
intoxicated by officer Agner. 
After taking Kirwan into 
custody he was taken to the 
hospital and treated for a 
laceration that he is alleged to 
have received when he fell in the 
boat. While police were putting 
the case together it was revealed 
that the skiff Kirwan was 
piloting had allegedly been 
taken from Ocean Beauty 

Seafoods and Kirwan was then 
charged with felony theft of a 
watercraft. Kirwan plead not 
guilty to charges last week and 
was released on a $500 bail. A 
trial has been set for August 13. 
Westre commented that Tolson 
had been a valuable assistant to 
the police department in the case 
and thanked him for his efforts. 
(Editor’s note: Court records show 
Kirwan was found guilty of one 
count of driving while under the 
influence, other charges appear to 
have been dismissed.)
