
she could about airport travel. 
“It was difficult but it was an 

opportunity we can’t miss so 
she had to do it,” Arsen said. 

While Arsen was planning 
their trip, a community-wide ef-
fort mounted to prepare for 
their arrival in Petersburg. 

He shared his plan with Ola 
Richards, who first met Arsen 
through a group of Ukrainians 
working at OBI whom she had 
befriended earlier this year, and 
Oksana Tolkachova and they 
began discussing what could be 
done to help and soon brought 
Cindi Lagoudakis into the con-
versation. 

“It started small from like 
talking, just what we could do 
and then…the ball just started 
rolling,” Richards said. 

They spent the next 14 days 
brainstorming and working to 
reach everyone they could in Pe-
tersburg to help get accommo-
dations for when they arrived 
and would meet with Arsen 
over his half-hour lunch and 
dinner breaks. 

On the other side of the 
world, Snizhana and Kate were 
getting on a bus in Izmail to 
travel seven hours to Bucharest, 
Romania. 

From there they flew to 
Frankfurt, Germany where they 

waited for six hours before the 
largest leg of their journey—a 
10-hour flight to Anchorage. 

When they arrived they were 
greeted by Jessica Bringhurst 
Hill, who is from Petersburg but 
now lives in Anchorage. 

She had seen a Facebook post 
made by Richards’ sister-in-law 
asking if there was anyone in 
Anchorage who could host 
them and volunteered to pick 
them up from the airport and 
gave them a place to stay and 
food to eat. 

Over the next two days 
Snizhana filled out paperwork 
and applied for benefits with 
the help of Zori Opanasevych of 
New Chance Christian Church’s 
Ukraine relief program, which 
Ashley Kawashima had gotten 
in contact with. 

“So people help us on every 
step and every step we make we 
always see the help from peo-
ple, so I’m very grateful to the 
community. I love the Alaskan 
community,” Arsen said. 

And after being apart for half 
a year, Snizhana and Kate ar-
rived in Petersburg on August 
11 and the family was reunited 

“When I saw them, I just hug 
them, kiss them,” Arsen said. 

“It was finally, just finally 
thank God we are together and 
safe.” 

Before Snizhana and Kate’s 
arrival, the group working in 
Petersburg were able to find a 
place for them to move into 
after contacting Sarah Holm-
grain with Petersburg Proper-
ties who said two apartments 
had just opened up and met 
with Arsen to quickly secure 
one of them. 

More people also joined in to 
help with organizing including 
Chelsea Tremblay as they 
formed a group message to co-
ordinate assistance. 

Richards also contacted 
Molly Taiber who runs the local 
Love & Assistance Facebook 
group to help get kids items and 
other necessities. 

Soon, baby clothes, diapers, a 
stroller, food, kitchenware, and 
other household items started 
filling Richards’ yard as people, 
many of whom were anony-
mous, dropped off what they 
had to offer. 

“It all started super small, 
just us talking about how we 
can help him and the family, 
and at some point it was so 

overwhelming, but like you 
think about overwhelming as a 
negative thing but it was over-
whelming because there was 
just so much love and support 
coming from Petersburg peo-
ple,” Richards said. 

OBI also donated a twin bed 
frame and box spring, a queen 
size bed, and a new microwave 
while Don Spigelmyre donated 
a couch and additional furni-
ture. 

WAVE also donated cleaning 
supplies and the Ragnarok 
Rollers helped with donations. 

Many also have helped with 
the cost of their rent including 
HIP, Holmgrain’s family, and 
Karen Hofstad. 

As donated items came 
through, Richards, Tolkachova, 
and Lagoudakis would collect 
them and drop them off at the 
apartment. 

“When they put everything 
inside the house I was at work. 
I [wasn’t] involved in this so I 
just came and it’s like all done. I 
mean, I don’t have words, I 
don’t know what to say. I’m 
grateful for all people,” Arsen 
said. 

They have since been adjust-
ing to life in Petersburg, and 
they do plan on staying beyond 
the end of Arsen’s contract with 
OBI. 

“They just rest, eat, sleep. 
Doing the things they used to 
do. Just live their life, safe with 
smiles on their face,” Arsen said. 

“Kate, she is, for this half 
year, she changed, very much 
changed and I see her happy. 
Never seen her before like this, 
she is very excited and my wife 
too… just happy.” 

He does hope to eventually 
return to Ukraine, and possibly 
spend their time living between 
the two countries, but thinks 
that it could take years for them 
to go back if the war continues. 

Arsen is currently in the 
United States through an H-2B 
visa, which OBI has also ex-
tended, but he is now applying 
for temporary protective status 
and has scheduled a trip to An-
chorage to complete the process. 

After his season with OBI is 
over he is confident that he will 
be able to find a job and he as-
pires to return to repairing com-
puters, cellphones, and TVs, 
which was his regular job in 
Ukraine. 

Snizhana used to work as a 
hairdresser and hopes to find 
work after she learns English, 
which Arsen is currently teach-
ing her using the same books he 
used to learn it. 

As the summer fishing sea-
son winds down Arsen is also 
eager to spend time with his 
daughter and hopes to buy a 
guitar and eventually teach her 
how to play when she gets 
older. 

Though Snizhana and Kate 
are with him, his mother and 
grandmother are still living near 
Odessa. 

He said they are safe at the 
moment but he has been talking 
with them about the possibility 
of them traveling to the United 
States too. 

Arsen also gave his thanks to 
Richards, Tolkachova, Spigel-
myre, Jeff Hupp, Martha John-
son, Nikolai Wendel, Pete 
Brantuas, Bryan Dennis and all 
the others who have welcomed 
him and his family with open 
arms. 

“At this point actually still 
not believe that all this hap-
pened to me. Like you know it’s 
like dream. Someone pinch me,” 
Arsen said. 

“When my wife is happy, 
when my child is happy, no 
matter what I do, I’m happy too, 
so my task is to make their lives 
good. That’s all I want.”

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September 1, 1922  While 
wandering on the beach at 
LaTouche recently Elmer 
Garnes, of Cordova, came 
upon a find of fifty pounds of 
ambergris. Word of the find 
was received in Cordova 
where Elmer’s friends will 
congratulate him on his luck. 
Ambergris is, according to 
scientific definition, a growth 
induced in the stomach of a 
whale that eventually 
produces fatal results. It is a 
very rare product and is 
mainly used in the 
manufacture of high grade 
perfumes. Garnes has sent a 
sample of his find to the 
laboratory of Stewart & 
Holmes of Seattle and, if the 
sample turns out to be what he 
thinks, the finder will be the 
fortunate possessor of a 
considerable sum of money 
realized from the sale of fifty 
pounds. Ambergris is said to 
be worth $32 an ounce. 
($25,600 in 1922 would be 
worth roughly $451,470 today) 

 
September 5, 1947 Another 

expansion and improvement 
in the communication service 
to Alaska residents was 
reached today with the formal 
opening of the Seattle-Sitka 
overseas radiotelephone 
circuit. Announcement of the 
new service was made by 
Colonel T. J. Tully, 
commanding officer of the 
Alaska Communication 
System. Inauguration of the 
new service over the ACS 
facilities was highlighted by a 
telephone conference call 
between Colonel Tully at ACS 
headquarters in Seattle, Mayor 
Harry Hagen in Sitka, Mayor 
William F. Devin in Seattle, 
Mayor Francis Bowden in 
Anchorage, Mayor Waino 
Hendrickson in Juneau, and 
Mayor Robert E. Ellis in 
Ketchikan. In remarks during 
the conference Colonel Tully 
brought out the fact that the 
ACS, formerly known as the 
“Wamcats”, brought Sitka the 
first communication to the 
outside world via the old 
submarine cable in 1903. The 
“Wamcats” brought 
radiotelegraph service to Sitka 
in 1928 and ACS, the modern 
version of the “Wamcats”, is 
today bringing to Sitka 
modern long distance 
telephone service. The 
telephone service will actually 
be via long distance 
radiotelephone circuit between 
Sitka and Seattle. The new 
service will permit Sitka 
residents and business men to 
talk directly with their friends 
and associates not only in 
Seattle but to any other place 
in the world having regular 
long distance telephone 
service available. The opening 
of this long distance telephone 
service to Sitka brings the 
number of cities and towns in 
Alaska now having this service 
to a total of sixteen. ACS plans 
include extending the service 
to Valdez, Cordova, Wrangell, 

and Petersburg in the near 
future. The rates for the new 
service between Sitka and 
Seattle will be $4.50 for three 
minutes person-to-person, 
days, and $3.75 for three 
minutes person-to-person 
nights, Sundays, and holidays. 

 
September 7, 1972 John W. 

Hanson, Senior, has lived in 
Petersburg for almost fifty 
years. A retired fisherman, 
cannery and cold storage 
worker, he has four children, 
twenty grandchildren, and one 
great-grandchild. “I came to 
Petersburg around 1923 or 
1924,” recalls Hanson, “after 
spending three years at 
Chemawa Indian School in 
Chemawa, Oregon.” Hanson 
was born September 12, 1920 
in Douglas, Alaska, the son of 
a prospector. He attended 
grade school at Sheldon 
Jackson School in Sitka from 
1907 to 1909 and moved with 
his family to Wrangell in 1912. 
Hanson attended school at 
Chemawa in 1914. “I played 
football and wrestled while I 
was there,” he says. “We used 
to scrimmage against the 
University of Oregon before 
their regular season opened. 
“They always beat us,” he 
said. “But they were big men – 
around 200 pounds – and I 
weighed about 145.” His first 
Petersburg job? Chopping 
wood with his step-father, 
“Mac” McGilton. “I remember 
chopping cordwood for Mrs. 
York, who had the laundry at 
that time,” the old-timer 
recalled. He drove piling for 

John Sales and at the old post 
office building with his 
brother-in-law, Lawrence 
Pickerel. One of his first jobs 
was as seine crewman aboard 
the Kake boat, Discovery. The 
crew spoke Tlingit exclusively 
and Hanson says it was the 
first time he had heard the 
native tongue spoken all the 
time. “I didn’t know Tlingit 
then, but I’ve picked it up a 
little on my own now.” 
Hanson seined aboard several 
Kake and Petersburg boats and 
operated the Wesley for a 
number of seasons. He worked 
at Petersburg Cold Storage for 
eleven years and retired three 
years ago from Glacier 
Seafoods. Hanson is married 
to the former Selina 
McCullough. They are parents 
to six children, of whom four 
survive: Chris Hanson, 
Herbert Hanson, Mrs. Ralph 
Strickland, and Mrs. Tim 
Drake – all of Petersburg. 
John’s brother Dick resides in 
Seattle and his sister, Margaret 
Durbin, lives in Petersburg.  

 
September 11, 1997 A small 

plane with a rather loud 
speaker system greeted 
Petersburg Tuesday before 
heading north toward Juneau. 
The plane broadcast music and 
a person who mentioned the 
Assembly of God and 
missionary work in Central 
America. The speaker greeted 
the people of “St. Petersburg” 
and blessed everyone before 
leaving. Pastor Parker of the 
local Lighthouse Assembly of 
God said he didn’t know who 

it was and that the only pilot in 
the congregation was out of 
state at the time. 
Representatives at the airlines 
also said they didn’t know 
who it was. An employee at 
the Juneau airport couldn’t 
identify the plane without the 
aircraft registration number. 
However, if the plane truly 
thought it was over St. 
Petersburg we can assume the 
person was not familiar with 
the area and possibly more 
than a bit lost.
