
When the Petersburg 
Borough Assembly approved 
the landmark property sale of 
borough-owned tidelands to 
Wikan Enterprises last year, it 
was said that decision opened 
Pandora’s box.  

For decades, rather than sell 
its tideland properties, the 
borough selectively leased 
them to businesses involved  
in waterfront commercial/ 
industrial uses, with a priority 
placed on supporting the 
commercial fishing industry. 

About 12 years ago, the 
borough started directing the 
revenues generated by leased 
tidelands to the harbor 
department’s enterprise fund. 
With the precedent now 
established that these 
properties may be sold, the 
harbor faces the potential loss 
of sustaining revenues 
generated by those lease 
payments. 

On Feb. 16, the Harbor 
Advisory Board met in a joint 
work session with the 
Petersburg Borough Assembly 
to work toward resolving the 
funding concerns related to the 
disposal of port leases. 

Discussion during the work 
session heavily concerned the 
question of how to compensate 
the harbor for the loss of 

revenues from lease payments, 
and where the proceeds from a 
property sale should be 
directed. 

Some of these tidelands 
properties were substantially 
developed through investment 
by the harbor enterprise fund, 
with the expectation that 
revenues generated from the 
leases on such properties 
would help sustain the harbor.  

Currently, borough code 
does not include a mechanism 
to direct proceeds from 
waterfront lease property sales 
toward the harbor fund. 
Therefore, proceeds from the 
Wikan Enterprises property 
sale of borough-owned 
tidelands will be routed into 
the general fund, at the 
direction of the current 
municipal code. 

“We’ve never sold a lease 
before, so we followed the 
procedures of what we do on 
real property,” Borough 
Manager Steve Giesbrecht said 
during the work session. 
“When the borough sells 
property, the money goes to the 
property development fund. 
When the Wikan thing sold … 
we just followed those old 
procedures that we’ve always 
used. And the sale of that went 
to the general fund.” 

He added that it, “Does not 
have to be that way.” 

The harbor board is seeking 

a formal procedure to protect 
from lost revenues now that the 
borough has decided to 
consider selling these lease 
properties; the idea to establish 
such a mechanism was 
generally supported by the 
assembly members present at 
the work session. 

“Long ago, the harbor 
enterprise developed that 
property and put money into 
it,” said harbor board chair Bob 
Martin. 

“It was an avenue in which 
we got income,” said 
Harbormaster Glo Wollen. 
“About 8% of our budget is 
coming from that — and for 
that to go away … all of this 
money’s going to go into the 
general fund rather than back 
to the harbor enterprise fund … 
then the lack of income, annual 
income, we’re out as well.”  

That revenue loss would 
“directly result” in a raise in 
moorage rate, said Wollen. 

“It would make sense that 
the sale of tidelands, waterfront 
leased lands, would definitely 
go to the harbor considering its 
own investment in developing 
those pieces, as well as the lost 
revenue,” said vice mayor 
Donna Marsh. “It would put a 
lot of harbor users at a great 
disadvantage to see these rates 
increase, you know, if it makes 
up 8% of the harbor budget and 
now the ratepayers have to 
make up that 8%, it’s going to 
be substantial, as well as 
increasing costs outside of this 
issue.” 

“Especially in the state of the 
fisheries right now, I don’t 
think any commercial 
fisherman wants to see their 
moorage rates go up,” said 
mayor Mark Jensen. “We 
should, in my opinion, visit the 
subject of where the money 
goes.” 

“Why wouldn’t the 
proceeds just go to the harbor 
enterprise fund?” commented 
harbor board member Casey 
Knight. 

“I don’t, at this point, have 
any objection to … the money 
being put in the harbor 
enterprise fund,” said mayor 
Jensen. 

Borough clerk Debbie 
Thompson said that it is not 
“too late for the Wikan revenue 

to go to the harbor.” 
“I felt at the time when we 

made that decision…” meaning 
approving the landmark sale of 
borough-owned tidelands to 
Wikan Enterprises “…we failed 
to look at the bigger picture and 
address that first before we sold 
that land,” said assembly 
member Bob Lynn. “I have no 
problem with that money going 
into the harbor fund at all.” 

Jensen asked, “Would there 
have to be an ordinance drafted 
… so the money goes to the 
harbor enterprise fund?” 

Clerk Thompson did not yet 
have an answer regarding 
redirecting the Wikan sale 
revenues, but suggested, “If 
there’s future sales … we 
would want to go ahead and 
put it in 16.16 ordinance … but 
yes, I think that that should go 
in an ordinance.” 

“It’s more of a bigger 
conversation of how we decide 
which ones to sell, and which 
ones to keep,” said assembly 
member Jeigh Stanton Gregor. 
“You sell this, harbor needs the 
money, to me it’s a no brainer. 
But, bigger picture to me is how 
do we manage our long-term 
waterfront. If we sell all of it 
then we don’t have any 
borough or harbor owned 
waterfront.” 

Jensen said that the 
assembly could handle 
potential sales on a case by case 
basis, or potentially use zoning 
to enforce parameters for 
ordinances that come before the 
assembly. 

The harbor board and 
borough assembly agreed that 
a clear “roadmap” would be 
important for the sale of any 
more leases of this kind. 

“However you guys want to 

handle the proceeds of [a] sale 
should be, I think, in an 
ordinance so that it’s pretty 
black and white,” said clerk 
Thompson. 

Clerk Thompson came 
prepared to the work session 
with a rough draft of an 
ordinance designed to enshrine 
an effective mechanism into 
code that addresses the 
concerns of the harbor 
department regarding the 
possible sale of harbor-related 
properties. 

“I really do ask everyone to 
look at it carefully. And if you 
have suggestions for the 
process, let me know,” clerk 
Thompson told the board 
members present at the work 
session. 

After the harbor board adds 
their recommendations and the 
borough attorney reviews its 
language, the ordinance will go 
before the assembly, a process 
which will include a public 
hearing.   

“And then they can decide 
… in the end what the process 
should be,” said clerk 
Thompson 

Soon after, during their 
meeting on Feb. 21, the harbor 
board approved a 
recommendation to the 
assembly to revise Chapter 
16.16, Tidelands by 
“delineating a set of parameters 
according to which it would be 
appropriate for the borough to 
sell tidelands, and a process for 
the sale of such land,” with 
added language expanding 
upon the borough clerk’s 
provided draft of ordinance 
change suggestions. 

The recommendation was 
approved unanimously at the 
harbor board meeting.

Chamber banquet

Petersburg Pilot
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February 29, 1924 – 
Capsized twice from a row boat 
in the swift waters of Wrangell 
Narrows – the last time clinging 
to the bottom of the boat while 
it was propelled ashore by her 
husband swimming with heavy 
rubber boots on and the painter 
in his mouth – is the experience 
of Mrs. J.C. Allen who left here 
Monday on the McKee gas boat 
Jessie for the Green Rocks fox 
farm. Arriving near the farm, 
Mrs. Allen was met by her 
husband in a row boat. On 
stepping aboard the small boat 
it was capsized by Mrs. Allen 
slipping and Mr. Allen trying to 
catch her. The two were helped 
on board by McKee. It was dark 
and the two in their drenched 
clothes did not notice at first 
that there was so much water in 
the skiff, and after it left the boat 
the second time, it turned over 
again. McKee had gone inside 
the gas boat to look after the 
engine and did not see the 
second accident. Mr. Allen, 
though handicapped by heavy 
rubber boots, managed to place 
Mrs. Allen on top of the boat, 
then took the small tow line in 
his mouth and propelled the 
boat ashore. Mrs Allen has just 
been in bed suffering a nervous 
collapse. 

 
March 4, 1949 – Work is 

underway this week with the 
driving of piling for the new 
building being constructed by 
the Alaskan Glacier Seafood 
company and to be leased by 
J.B. “Barney” White for his new 
garage. The new building, 
adjoining Ohmer’s cannery, will 
measure 40x70 feet and will 
have an inside clearance of 14 
feet. Twenty feet in the front 
shall be used as a show room 
and for parts and supplies, said 
White this morning. In the rear 
will be new equipment recently 
purchased by White, including 
two hoists, one capable of 
lifting 28,000 pounds. A 
traveling crane is another new 
piece of equipment to be added. 
The station will be a Union Oil 
station and will see the 
installation of two new gas 
pumps. The building itself will 
be built by Louis and Verner 
Israelson, contractors. The 
pilings are being driven by 
Odin Jensen. Earl Ohmer said 
this morning the building will 
be erected on a very solid 
foundation so that an addition 
of two stories could be added if 
necessary. Grid irons for boats 
are also included in the plans at 
the rear of the garage for boats 

in need of repair. Ohmer will 
enlarge his present machine 
shop somewhat and is 
expecting shipment on a new 
and larger lathe. Complete 
facilities for marine engines will 
be offered. 

 
February 27, 1974 – Gita 

Hager, state director for the 
Western Opera Theater of San 
Francisco, is scheduled to 
conduct a theater workshop in 
Petersburg at the high school 
March 4 through March 15. The 
workshop is being sponsored 
by the Mitkof Mummers. Miss 
Hager is in Petersburg on an 
artist-in-residency program 
financed through a 
Southeastern Alaska Council on 
the Arts grant and from local 
funds contributed through the 
Mummers. A similar workshop 
was just completed in Wrangell 
by Miss Hager. The local 
sessions will include instruction 
in dramatic techniques in 
acting, directing and stage 
work. Miss Hager will also 
work with students in the high 
school and grade school. Mel 
Housley, director of adult 
education here, said the public 
is invited to the drama classes, 
which carry no fee, and that 
college credit is offered.  

 

March 4, 1999 – Three points 
in overtime play determined 
the third annual Petersburg 
Women’s Basketball 
Tournament Championship 
Sunday morning, placing 
Petersburg’s Lee’s Clothing 
Black team at number one, 
followed closely by Ketchikan. 
An extremely close duel 
between Lee’s Green team and 
Lee’s Black team set up the 
championship game with the 
powerful Ketchikan players. 
Round-robin play preceded the 
playoffs, with a plucky and 
talented Kake team, 
unfortunately plagued by 
injuries, rounding out the list of 
participants. Tournament MVP 
was Michele Parker of Lee’s 
Clothing black team. All-
tournament team members 

were Michaleyn McAlpin and 
Karen Lane of Ketchikan, Marla 
Dixon of Kake, Bridget 
Wittstock of Lee’s Green and 
Crystal Blohm of Lee’s Black. 
Three point honors and the free 
throw championship were both 
won by Michaleyn of 
Ketchikan, and the 
Sportsmanship Award went to 
Lee’s Green team.
