
Staff for Gov. Mike Dunleavy 
quashed the publication of a new 
Department of Labor and Work-
force Development report exam-
ining the competitiveness of 
teacher pay in Alaska, an act that 
current and former staff say 
could damage the apolitical rep-
utation of the division that pub-
lishes state economic data. 

“This is data that typically is 
available to the public, and it’s 
never good to suppress good, ob-
jective data,” said Neal Fried, 
who retired in July after almost 
45 years as an economist with the 
department. 

The report, which had been 
the cover article in this month’s 
edition of Alaska Economic 
Trends, concludes that Alaska’s 
teachers are paid more than the 
national average but that the 
state’s “pay premium” has de-
clined significantly since the 
1980s.  

In 1980, Alaska teachers’ pay 
was 170% of the national aver-
age; in 2022, they earned 111% of 

average, falling from first in the 
nation to 10th among the states 
and the District of Columbia. 

The Beacon obtained a copy of 
the article from a source outside 
the Department of Labor and in-
dependently verified its content.  

Joshua Warren, the report’s 
author, declined comment on the 
decision to withhold publication, 
as did Sara Whitney, editor of 
Alaska Economic Trends. 

Trends has been published 
monthly in some form since Jan-
uary 1961, making it a reliable 
source for economic data. 

Dan Robinson, chief of the re-
search and analysis section that 
publishes Alaska Economic 
Trends, said he’s never seen an 
article pulled from publication 
like this in his 20 years with the 
department. 

Robinson, who submitted an 
opinion article to the Anchorage 
Daily News about the decision to 
withhold publication, spoke on 
the condition that his comments 
be withheld until after the publi-
cation of the opinion column. 

“We spent nearly a week try-
ing to find out what the gover-

nor’s office’s concerns were,” 
Robinson wrote in the ADN 
opinion article. “There was noth-
ing unusual about the article to 
us — we’ve written about teach-
ers before and the article in-
cluded typical information about 
wages, tenure, job counts, and 
comparisons with employment 
and wage data from other 
states…” 

Fried said he hasn’t heard of a 
case either, though it could have 
happened without his knowl-
edge, he said. Fried, who worked 
as a state economist from 1978 
through earlier this year, wrote 
more than 300 Alaska Trends ar-
ticles. 

Robinson said he’s concerned 
about the reputation of the sec-
tion, which handles economic 
data like unemployment and 
population figures. 

Objectivity is “kind of funda-
mental to who we are and is our 
value to the state,” Robinson 
said. 

“We serve every governor the 
same as the previous governor,” 
he said, “and that’s why I think it 
matters. You’re either nonparti-
san or you’re not.” 

A third party outside the De-
partment of Labor provided 
copies of an email exchange 

about the decision to withhold 
publication. 

According to those messages, 
which were independently veri-
fied, the Trends editor emailed a 
preview copy of the October edi-
tion to officials in the Department 
of Labor and the governor’s com-
munications director, Jeff Turner, 
on Friday afternoon, Sept. 29, 
shortly before the issue was set to 
be distributed electronically. 

It’s standard policy, Robinson 
and others said, to give an ad-
vance copy to the governor’s of-
fice, but that doesn’t ordinarily 
involve a publish-or-not decision. 

Turner responded later that 
day: “Please put a HARD HOLD 
on this issue of Trends. Our 
DCOS Rachel Blysma needs to 
speak to Commissioner Munoz 
first.” 

Deputy Chief of Staff Bylsma, 
whose name was misspelled in 
the original email, did not answer 
a phone call seeking comment on 
Monday. Turner, on personal 
leave, also could not be immedi-
ately reached by phone or email. 

In a followup email later that 
weekend, Department of Labor 
Commissioner Cathy Muñoz 
told various officials, including 
Robinson, that “I think a lot of the 
heartburn comes in the title of the 

article. The GO was very firm in 
wanting the article pulled, but 
I’m willing to engage with them 
on a second look if we change the 
titles.” 

That effort appears to be un-
successful: The October issue of 
Alaska Trends was published 
late, without the information on 
teacher pay. 

The decision to quash the arti-
cle comes as Alaska school dis-
tricts report problems hiring 
teachers. Earlier this year, Dun-
leavy vetoed $87.4 million in ad-
ditional education funding, half 
of a $175 million one-time boost 
approved by the Legislature.  

Some state lawmakers are ad-
vocating a permanent increase to 
education funding, saying that 
the state’s support has failed to 
keep pace with rising costs. 

“I can see how political oppo-
nents of the current administra-
tion would misread the cover title 
to argue that the loss of our for-
merly significant wage advan-
tage is Governor Dunleavy’s 
fault,” Robinson said in an email 
provided to the Beacon. “Anyone 
who actually reads the article or 
looks at the line graph on the first 
page will see that’s not the case.” 

By email last Monday, in re-
sponse to questions from the Bea-
con, Muñoz said, “There was 
concern that one article originally 
planned for the October issue de-
viated from the publication’s 
standard of neutrality. As Com-
missioner for the Department, it 
is my responsibility to ensure that 
the information we put out is un-
biased and fair. Accordingly, the 
article in question was not pub-
lished as drafted in the October 
edition of Trends.”

built. 
“We are all vying for the best locations to serve the 

public,” said Houser. “It’s hard to know which ones 
will ultimately be selected.” 

The Tongass National Forest maintains nearly 150 
cabins for public use across Southeast. However, many 
of those existing cabins require a boat or plane to access 
the location and are sometimes seasonally limited. 
USFS leadership intends to respond to an increasing 
demand for accessible cabins partly through proposed 
future cabin construction. 

According to the draft decision, “The Petersburg 
and Wrangell Ranger Districts aim to address the 
change in public cabin use patterns by identifying and 
constructing new public use cabins in locations closer 
to communities that are easily accessible by road or 
saltwater.” 

Accessibility was one of the Forest Service’s top 
priorities when picking cabin locations. 

People “don’t need a special piece of equipment like 
a jet boat or an airplane” to get to the proposed cabin 
locations, Houser told the Wrangell Sentinel. 

The Little Lakes cabin site, which is about 25 miles 
from Wrangell on a Forest Service road near the 
existing Long Lake Trailhead, is the Wrangell District’s 
top priority. 

The location is accessible by car in the summer, is 
hidden from the road by a small hill, and provides 
ample recreation opportunities including boating, 
hiking, hunting and wildlife viewing.  

The Forest Service does not anticipate any 
significant impacts to wetlands, animals or rare plants 
from building at any of the eight Wrangell and 
Petersburg locations, but it does not commit to building 
at any of the identified sites.  

Just because the Forest Service has identified three 

potential cabin locations in the Petersburg district does 
not guarantee that all three of those cabins will be built. 
The aim is to locate possible cabin sites, then compete 
for funding as it becomes available. 

Houser told the Pilot that the Petersburg and 
Wrangell Ranger Districts are “trying to get ahead and 
have our sites cleared through our National 
Environmental Policy Act process” in sending resource 
specialists to identify the potential effects of building 

cabins at the locations. 
The potential cabin locations can not be approved, 

however, until the public comment period closes on 
Dec. 4, according to National Environmental Policy Act 
regulations. Only community members who have 
previously weighed in on locations can comment. If the 
Forest Service receives no objections to the eight 
locations in the draft decision, it can finalize the 
decision five days later.

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November 2, 1923 – The big 
steamer Northwestern of the 
Alaska Steamship Company 
stopped at Petersburg 
northbound this week and 
landed thirty tons of freight. 
Under the command of Captain 
Charles Glasscock she made a 
perfect landing without 
difficulty of any kind, although 
it has been said for years by the 
commanders of the larger boats 
that on account of the heavy 
tides it could not be done. The 
adding of the Northwestern to 
the boats calling at Petersburg 
is the direct result of action 
taken by the Petersburg 
Commercial Club over the 
period of the past year, and also 
to the willingness of Captain 
Glasscock to bring his boat 
here. The following letter from 
Floyd H. Knickerbocker, 
general manager of the Alaska 
Steamship Company, to the 
secretary of the local 
Commercial Club is self 
explanatory: Since writing you 
yesterday about the S.S. 
Northwestern calling at 
Petersburg southbound, have 
given further consideration to 
your necessities, and have 
decided to have the 
Northwestern call at 
Petersburg in both directions. 
You will, of course, appreciate 
that there may be unusual 
weather or tidal conditions that 
might prevent the 
Northwestern from going into 
Petersburg without 
encountering serious delays. 
However the matter has been 
gone over personally with 
Captain Glasscock of the 
Northwestern and am satisfied 
he will call at Petersburg in 
both directions whenever it is 
consistently possible to do so.

October 29, 1948 – “So 

there!,” the Territory of Alaska 
said, in effect, to the State of 
Florida. It happened like this: 
The Executive Board of the 
Florida Department of Public 
Safety passed a resolution 
September 21 which, when all 
the “whereases’ were over, 
meant that no reciprocal 
driver’s licenses would be 
honored outside the 
continental United States, 
including territories. In 
Monday’s mail went a letter to 
H.N. Kirkman, Florida’s Safety 
Department director in 
Tallahassee. Frank A. Metcalf, 
Territorial Highway Engineer 
and Alaska Highway Patrol 
chief, wrote, in part: “...To be a 
driver of an automobile in 
Alaska, one must be a real 
expert. Your state is the mecca 
of the winter tourist; our 
Territory that of the summer 
tourist. After he has covered 
the width of the continental 
United States and the difficult 
terrain of the Alcan Highway, a 
person holding a Florida 
license should be sufficiently 
experienced to navigate our 
difficult roads. The opposite 

should hold true, but if it is still 
your intention to maintain this 
unfair discrimination against 
the citizens of Alaska, be 
advised that in the future all 
cars bearing Florida licenses 
will be especially checked at 
our boundary and a charge of 
$10 be made before permission 
for entrance – which has never 
been done before against a 
citizen of Florida or any other 
State in the Union.”   

 
November 1, 1973 – 

Petersburg is evidently faced 
with the problem of removing 
all its generators, 
disassembling the buildings, 
housing them and excavating 
the soil beneath the buildings 
as a result of pressure being 
applied by the State 
Department of Environmental 
Conservation and the Coast 
Guard. The City has been cited 
by the Coast Guard and fined 
$500 (subsequently reduced to 
$50) for a film of oil seeping 
into Hammer Slough from the 
area of the diesel plant. It was 
thought at first that the oil was 
seeping from a faulty sump, 
but that problem has been 
corrected and still the oil flows. 
The problem has been traced to 
an accumulation of oil in the 
soil itself, which extends 

beneath the structures, and 
‘floats’ from the earth into the 
Slough. City crews have 
excavated a pit near the new 
diesel generator and are 
pumping oil slick water into 
barrels. This, carried to the 
extreme, would require 
excavation of the entire area to 
resolve a problem that has 
existed for fifty years. In 
addition to installing the new 
skimmer at a cost of $1,500, the 
city has hauled sand into the 
area and laid it on the road near 
the fill pipe. “The only thing we 
can do now is to tear down the 
buildings and start with fresh 
dirt,” Scoug told the Press. 
“We’ve exhausted all the 
methods known to us and we 
have requested that the 
Department of Environmental 
Conservation advise us how to 
solve the problem.”
