
six months, with Stephen 
taking over the day to day 
management, and Karl filling 
in holes.” 

Harbour first moved to 
town around 2016. Petersburg 
electrician Darby Mattingly—
whom Harbour had known 
from working for the same 
company years earlier—
reached out. Mattingly asked if 
he wanted to come to 
Petersburg for what was 
supposed to be a couple of 
months. “Five years later, I was 
still here and got married,” 
Harbour said. 

Around 2021, Harbour and 
his wife moved back to 
Wisconsin, where he returned 
to maintenance and 
engineering management 
work. But Petersburg kept 
calling. “Darby and Kevin Hess 
and Karl kept pestering me to 
come take this electrician role,” 
Harbour said. “And [my wife 
and I] missed [living in 
Petersbug], so we came back” 
about two years ago. 

Earlier in his career, 
Harbour worked as an 

electrician in Fairbanks for five 
to seven years, with projects 
extending to Yukon-Koyukuk 
villages, the North Slope, and 
Northwest Eskimo villages. He 
had even come to Petersburg 
occasionally during that period 
in the early 2000s to help with 
projects including work at the 
cold storage facility. 

After leaving Alaska, 
Harbour’s career took him 
through maintenance and 
engineering management 
positions at large industrial 
facilities in Indiana and 
Wisconsin, including food 
processing and dairy 
manufacturing operations. He 
progressed from electrician to 
maintenance supervisor to 
managing other managers, 
overseeing crews, capital 
projects, and electrical systems 
with an emphasis on safety and 
reliability. 

One particularly formative 
experience was a year and a 
half spent as a continuous 
improvement manager, 
focusing on process efficiency. 
“Looking at inefficiencies and 
how to work them out,” he 

explained.   
That breadth of experience—

from hands-on electrical work 
to high-level project 
management—has given 
Harbour what he calls 
“stackable skills” that he’s eager 
to apply in his new role. 

Harbour expressed 
enthusiasm about the 
opportunity to tie together his 
varied skill sets as utility 
director where he knows he can 
make a tangible impact. 

“I’ve been really lucky, you 
know, going through my career 
where I’ve had roles where I 
did get that kind of impact and 
influence on my teams,” he 
said. “And that kind of drives 
me—working alongside people, 
helping them grow, and being 
part of the wins we create.” 

The utility director position 
appeals to Harbour because it 
combines community impact 
with team building. Operating 
the power plant requires highly 
skilled personnel, and he sees 
opportunity in helping local 
employees develop their 
technical abilities while 
maintaining reliable service for 
Petersburg. 

Acknowledging the 

leadership that has come before 
him from Hagerman and 
former director Joe Nelson, 
Harbour said he wants to 
“honor that legacy and add to it 
by whatever means of 
improvement I can do. Look 
towards the future, but honor 
the past.” 

Hagerman outlined several 
significant projects that will be 
on Harbour’s plate during the 
transition. Chief among them is 
the Scow Bay generator project, 
which Hagerman described as 
having “a lot of moving pieces.” 

“I definitely want to have all 
squared away and heading in a 
real positive direction by the 
time Steve takes over,” 
Hagerman said. “It’s a good 
project for him to take to 
completion during his first year 
as a director.” 

Other projects include 
completing an AMI (automated 
meter infrastructure) metering 
rollout in partnership with the 
Petersburg Indian Association 
using a tribal grid resiliency 
grant, and replacing the light 
poles downtown with new 
fixtures. 

Hagerman said working 
through the downtown lighting 

project together will help 
prepare Harbour for managing 
future initiatives. “Starting that 
process and just going through 
the start to finish on that with 
him, I think will help set him up 
for success in the long run,” he 
said. 

While Hagerman’s tenure as 
Utility Director involved 
managing Petersburg’s power 
and light operations as well as 
water and wastewater systems, 
Harbour’s role will focus 
squarely on the electric utility. 

When Hagerman took the 
title of utility director, he 
oversaw all three major 
utilities—power, water, and 
wastewater. About a year and a 
half ago, the borough 
transitioned water and 
wastewater back to public 
works and hired an assistant 
director to handle the capital 
projects workload. 

Public Works Director Aaron 
Marohl leads the borough’s 
water, wastewater, sanitation, 
streets, motor pool and building 
maintenance departments – 
along with newly hired 
assistant director Thomas 
Rummel. 

Assembly members praised 
both the hiring decision and the 
extended transition timeline. 
Assembly Member Jeigh 
Stanton Gregor noted at the 
early Nov. meeting that he was 
“glad Karl, you’re able to find 
your candidate of choice here 
… to give you guys plenty of 
overlap together.” 

Assembly Member Bob 
Martin echoed that sentiment, 
noting he had recently toured 
the borough’s power facilities 
with Hagerman. “There’s just a 
lot going on,” Martin said. “I’m 
just really glad we got Steve 
and then the chance to double 
up for six months.” 

Hagerman emphasized that 
having an internal candidate 
familiar with Petersburg’s 
power systems was a significant 
advantage. “Really happy that 
it’s somebody that’s from in 
house, who knows our system 
very well, operates our system, 
gets along really well with our 
staff, and is just an integral part 
of all that we do here at Power 
and Light,” he said.

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November 20, 1925 —  
Alaska’s Governor is standing 
squarely with the Territory in 
opposition to the plan of postal 
authorities to ship Alaska mail 
from Seattle as freight. At the 
risk of incurring the displeasure 
of the administration to which 
he is answerable for his acts, the 
Governor has addressed a 
protest to the Washington 
authorities, vigorously 
opposing the proposed change 
and defending the right of 
Alaskans to a continuance of 
the present excellent service. He 
scarcely could have done more 
had he been elected by the 
people. The Governor made his 
position clear, “We have not yet 
officially been advised,” he 
said, “that a change is 
contemplated. However, in 
view of the press reports, it 
seemed advisable to take every 
precaution to avoid, if possible, 
any change which would cause 
an inconvenience to the 
residents and businessmen of 
the Territory. You may rest 
assured that we are doing all 
we can to maintain the present 
system.” 

 
November 17, 1950 —  

The Sunday morning service at 
the Lutheran church will be 
conducted by Reverend Osvald 
Larson in the Norwegian 
language. In keeping with the 
service, the Adult Choir will 
sing a Norwegian anthem, 
“Den Himelske Lov Sang.” 
There are many people in 
Petersburg who appreciate and 
understand best their mother 
tongue, and they are urged by 
the pastor to take advantage of 
this opportunity to enjoy a 
service in the language of their 
native land.  

 
November 21, 1975 —  

Safe jet service in Petersburg is 
far from being a dead issue, 
says state representative Ernie 
Haugen. “We will bring it up in 
the Southeast Conference” 
Haugen says, where he thinks a 
positive stand will be taken 
against an FAA study team’s 
report here recently that 
installing navigational aids for 
guiding jets into Petersburg 

would be too costly and too 
unsafe. “If they’re going to 
spend six to seven million 
dollars on these two airports 
[federal spending for the 
Wrangell and Petersburg 
airports] then we just have to 
get the navigational aids 
necessary,” Haugen said. 
Haugen has contacted U.S. 
Senator Ted Stevens, “and he 
knows our problem here. The 
decision is out from the regional 
level [of the FAA] and it takes a 
while to back it into their head 
office.” So while the FAA study 
team reported their decision 
against jet navigational aids as 
final, Haugen believes there is 
adequate time to fight their 
recommendation and secure jet 
aids. “As far as I am 
concerned,” he said, “we’ve got 
the airport and we’re going to 
get the rest of it.” 

 
November 16, 2000 —  

After months of deliberation 
the Petersburg School Board cut 

through the finish-line tape 
Tuesday night and voted to 
include the track program in its 
budget revisions for this year. 
The track program was 
removed from the school’s 
activity list two years ago and 
existed last year only after a 
donation was given to keep the 
program going. District 
Superintendent Mary Francis 
told the board that other 
revenues have surfaced, such as 
money from the Learning 
Opportunities Grant that gives 
$43 per student and the Quality 
Schools Initiative that provides 
$16 per student. Federal 
sources, she said, remain “very 
low.” Since the drama/debate 
program did not run this year 
due to lack of participation, the 
left over drama/debate funds 

may be moved over to the track 
program. A total budget of 
$4,200 would be required to 
keep the track program. It was 
clarified that the inclusion of 
the track program would only 
be for this year and that the fate 
of future years will be dealt 
with as those future budgets are 
reviewed. The board approved 
the inclusion of the track 
program 4 – 1 with board 
member Donna Marsh voting 
against it. Mayor Ted Smith 
was on hand for the decision. 
Smith gave the district a $12,000 
personal donation to allow the 
track program to continue. 
Smith also donates his Mayoral 
pay to a scholarship program 
for C-average students who 
want to continue their 
education but can not afford it.
