
Living in a small town like 
Petersburg often means trav-
eling to Anchorage or Juneau 
for specialized healthcare. 
Medical travel can be incon-
venient and costly, which 
means some people delay 
seeking important preventa-
tive care, like colonoscopies.  

For years, colonoscopy 
clinics were few and far be-
tween in Petersburg. But the 

cancer-spotting procedure 
will be returning in February 
on what’s expected to be a 
quarterly basis. 

During a colonoscopy, a 
doctor uses a camera on a 
flexible tube to look inside a 
person’s colon for abnormal-
ities. Before the procedure, 
patients need a doctor’s refer-
ral and often will need to do 
some preparation before-
hand. That can include tem-
porarily quitting certain 
medications, swapping to a 

clear liquid diet, and taking 
laxatives the day before.   

The process might not be 
fun, but Petersburg Medical 
Center Chief Nursing Officer 
Jennifer Bryner said colono-
scopies are an important way 
to screen for colon cancer. 

“It’s just a game changer,” 
Bryner said. “It’s so nice for 
people to be able to do 
[colonoscopy preparation] at 
their own home. And also, a 
lot of people just aren’t going 
to go do it out of town.” 

Bryner said that if you 
have colon cancer, catch-
ing it early is important. 
That’s why it’s a good 
idea to get your 
colonoscopy on time. 

The hospital used to 
offer regular colonoscopy 
clinics, but the specialist 
who ran them was killed 
by his domestic partner 

in 2017. While there have 
been occasional clinics since 
then, Bryner said it’s been a 
struggle to provide colono-
scopies on a regular sched-
ule. ac 

“We’ve been doing other 
forms of colorectal cancer 
screening, but colonoscopy is 
really the gold standard,” 
Bryner said. “We’re really ex-
cited to be bringing it back, 
and to be bringing it back 
consistently.” 

This year, the hospital has 
a two-day clinic scheduled in 
February with Dr. James Tag-
gart, a surgeon from Seattle. 
Bryner said they intend to 
have Taggart visit Petersburg 
for quarterly clinics. 

“We anticipate this is a 
long-term relationship, and 
we can do regular clinics for 
years to come,” she said. 

Bryner said it’s a good idea 

to talk to your doctor about 
when you should start get-
ting colonoscopies. Gener-
ally, guidelines say to start 
around age 45. But if you 
have a family history of colon 
cancer, you may have to start 
them sooner. 

Bryner says the waitlist in 
Petersburg is long, but if 
you’re due for a colonoscopy 
– or overdue – it’s worth talk-
ing to your doctor about your 
options. 

She said that on average, 
past clinics have been able to 
see about 10 people a day. 
Since this is a new clinic, she 
said they may not be able to 
see as many patients this 
visit. 

Bryner said that with regu-
lar clinics, the waiting list 
should shrink.

Planning Commission draws a full house
Dozens of community members attended Tuesday’s meeting of the Petersburg Planning Commission as several agenda items involved the controversial wireless broadband 
towers in the works at three locations around Petersburg.  

Regular colonoscopy clinics are coming back to Petersburg

Petersburg Medical Center's 
long-awaited MRI project has 
reached its final regulatory hur-
dle, with the state accepting the 
facility's Certificate of Need ap-
plication and scheduling a pub-
lic hearing for Feb. 4. 

The Alaska Department of 
Health declared the application 
complete and is now seeking 
public input on the proposed 
project, which would bring 
MRI services to Petersburg for 
the first time. 

"We're cautiously optimistic," 
said PMC CEO Phil Hofstetter. 
"This is really the last step." 

The medical center is seeking 
approval to operate its MRI unit 
housed in the newly con-
structed WERC Building. The 
MRI component represents 
about $3 million of the build-
ing's $24.4 million total cost. 

Hofstetter said the project 
originated from a prior commu-
nity needs assessment that 
identified demand for local 
MRI services. Currently, Peters-
burg residents must travel off-
island for MRI scans. 

Staff are preparing to begin 
seeing patients as soon as ap-
proval is granted, Hofstetter 
said.   

The delay in launching serv-
ices has had one benefit, Hof-
stetter noted. Recent power 
outages revealed the MRI's sen-
sitivity to electrical fluctuations, 
prompting the installation of a 
battery bank system. 

"I think this is sort of a little 
bit of a blessing in disguise," he 
said. "We probably would have 
had to cancel patients if we 
were online and we had some 
of these brownouts." 

The Certificate of Need 
process, administered by the 
state Office of Rate Review, is 
designed to ensure adequate 
healthcare services in commu-
nities before approving new 
medical equipment and facili-
ties. 

The public hearing will be 
held via Zoom from 11:30 a.m. 
to 1:30 p.m. on Feb. 4. Written 
comments may be submitted to 
doh.orr.con@alaska.gov.   

The state's staff analysis is 
due to the health commissioner 
by March 9, with a final deci-
sion expected within 45 days 
after that.

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January 8, 1926 – Mrs. 
Grover Cleary, whose husband 
is a fox farmer in Southeastern 
Alaska, has sworn to a warrant 
for the arrest of Robert Bryant, 
radio expert. Mrs. Cleary is well 
known in Petersburg, where she 
has visited many times. She said 
three of her rings disappeared 
with Bryant while a guest of the 
Cleary’s on Thanksgiving day. 
He reported he found them in 
an ice machine but one slipped 
away. Mrs. Cleary found the 
ring in a Seattle pawn shop and 
declared Bryant held the ticket. 
She valued the ring at $1,500. It 
is a platinum setting with 14 
diamonds. Bryant’s lawyer 
explained that Mrs. Cleary told 
Bryant to raise a loan on the ring 
while her husband was in 
Alaska.  

 
January 12, 1951 – After a 

three-month inactive period, 
shrimp boats are slated to leave 
Sunday for the grounds and 
picking will resume on 
Monday, according to present 
plans. The strike of members of 
Local 222, ILWU, against local 
shellfish operators, which has 
paralysed the industry since 
October 7, ended at 3 p.m. 
Wednesday after an all-night 
session was held at the Arctic 
Hotel at which terms of the new 
contract were agreed upon by 
local employers and local union 

representatives. The contract, 
which runs to February 15, 1952, 
provides a wage of 25 ½ cents 
per pound for the shrimp 
pickers and $1.50 per hour for 
shrimp packers and cooks. Crab 
shakers will get 12 cents a 
pound and butchers $1.50 an 
hour. Crab packers and 
miscellaneous workers will get 
a wage of $1.40 an hour. There 
is no overtime on shrimp 
picking and most other hourly 
workers will be paid at a rate of 
20 cents an hour over the 
regular wage before 8 a.m. and 
after 5 p.m.  

 
January 21, 1976 – Andrew 

Wikan, pioneer resident of 
Petersburg and cofounder of the 
Hammer & Wikan store, has 
made available to Petersburg 

General Hospital an outright 
gift of $24,000, making possible 
the purchase of the land 
adjoining the hospital. This is 
the largest single private 
contribution ever made to the 
City of Petersburg. Wikan’s 
interest in the hospital goes back 
a long way. He served on the 
beginnings of the hospital board 
in the mid-1920s, when the 
medical facility was located in 
an old building originally 
constructed by Charlie Smith, 
an early prospector, as a 
summer home for his wife. 
Wikan recalls stopping in to 
make sure the fires were started 
and maintained. Andrew 
Wikan has long been active in 
civic affairs. A long time 
member of the Chamber of 
Commerce, he served for six 

years on the city council and as 
mayor of Petersburg for three 
years. In announcing the gift, 
Wikan stated that Petersburg 
has always been good to him 
and said, “I wanted to use this 
as a way to express my 
appreciation to the town.” 

 
January 4, 2001 – Lines and 

whines is the best , most honest 
way to describe Tuesday’s 
opening day of the new 
Petersburg Post Office. While 
some residents said that they 
liked the new facility, many 
people found a whole host of 
reasons to dislike it and others 
still said they were waiting to 
form an opinion. Around town 
complaints ranged from the 
length of lines, to P.O. boxes not 
having windows, to 
architectural critics that said it 
felt like an impersonal Mall-of-
America-type place. Postmaster 
John Ness took most of the 
comments in stride and 
patiently pointed out in 
addition to coming off a three 
day weekend, lines were so long 
on the first day because many 

residents still needed to pick up 
their new box keys and 
employees are still in the 
learning curve using new 
computer postage machines. He 
said, “We kind of anticipated it 
would be like this. Most were 
relatively pleasant.” Dean 
Weeden noted there is 
improved parking and 
Elizabeth Hart said, “I think it’s 
a great facility and that after the 
first few days it will be good. I 
miss the old one but, then again, 
I always thought it looked like 
a library.” Jim Spignesi wasn’t 
as positive about it. “They 
should have kept the old one. I 
like the idea of a new building, 
but this is too far from town,” 
he said. Tiffany Borges said she 
nearly cried after her first visit 
to the facility. “I’m sure I’ll 
adjust, but I think they should 
bring the old area rugs up to the 
new building to give it that 
worn-in, Norman 
Rockwellesque, town meeting 
kind of feeling. I mean, the old 
one was homey and I could 
bring my dog in there.”
