
December 1, 1922 – “I love 
them all – their father saved 
my life,” rejoiced Mrs. A. W. 
Thomas, widely known Alaska 
sportswoman, as she surveyed 
a family of eight spitz puppies 
in the basement of the Savoy 
Hotel yesterday. When Mrs. 
Thomas, the wife of an 
Alaskan canneryman, arrived 
in Seattle from Kodiak two 
days ago and brought with her 
Lady Queen, a pedigreed 
Spitz. Lady Queen celebrated 
her arrival here by bringing 
into the world a litter of eight 
pups. “Their father is Carlo, 
one of the best hunting dogs in 
Alaska,” explained Mrs. 
Thomas as she surveyed the 
brood. “I owe my life to Carlo 
– that’s why I love the 
puppies.” Mrs. Thomas early 
this year went hunting with 
Carlo, in quest of a bear. Not 
far from camp she surprised a 
nine-foot cinnamon bear. She 
emptied her rifle at the bruin, 
but only wounded him. While 
she was reloading, the 
wounded beast made a run for 
her, but Carlo, fighting like a 
wolf, drove him back. This 
enabled Mrs. Thomas to load 
her rifle and fire, killing the 
bear. She now has its skin as a 
trophy. Mrs. Thomas is well 
known here, her husband, 
Captain A. W. Thomas, having 
established the first salt 
herring plant at Ketchikan and 
was instrumental in bringing 
one of the Port Walter plants 
into operation. Captain 
Thomas is now interested in a 
large herring packing plant at 
the westward. 

November 28, 1947 – To 
celebrate her small son’s fifth 
birthday, Mrs. Aril Mathisen 
entertained about eighteen of 
his young friends at her home 
on Sunday. The little folks 
played games and were served 
refreshments, in which a 
snowy birthday cake with pink 
candles held the spot of honor. 
There were snappers, gay 
paper hats and popcorn balls 
for all the children. A number 
of mothers dropped in for 
coffee after the little folks were 
served. Janet Kvernvick, 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Marvin Kvernvick was also 
feted at a birthday party at her 
home this week when eighteen 
of her little playmates 
gathered for a party. The 
children played indoor games 
and shared refreshments 
which centered about a 
beautiful cake with pale green 
frosting and six pink candles. 
There were balloons and gay 
colored candy baskets for the 
little guests. 

November 30, 1972 – Oliver 
and Angie Hofstad have 
returned home from a month’s 
vacation. With Ida and Louis 
Severson, they flew to Los 
Angeles and rented a car, and 
the two couples did some 
sight-seeing in New Mexico 
and Arizona. They then 
returned to L.A. and flew to 
Mexico. They visited La Paz, 
Mexico City, and Guadalajara, 
Puerto Vallarta, and Mazatlan, 
staying the longest in 

Mazatlan. The Hofstads flew 
back to Seattle and spent a 
week there on business before 
returning home. The Seversons 
went to San Francisco to visit 
Mark, who is attending a 
diving and welding school 
there. 

December 4, 1997 – 
Longtime Petersburg resident 
and pioneer in Alaska’s fishing 
industry Tommie Thompson 
died November 29, 1997 in 
Sitka at the age of 75. Governor 
Tony Knowles ordered flags 
around the state lowered 
Wednesday for the remainder 
of the day “in recognition of 
Thomas Thompson’s 
contributions to the Southeast 
Alaska fishing industry.” 
Thompson was born 
September 13, 1922 in 
Petersburg and lived here until 
1981, except for his time in 
college and the military. In 
1981 he moved to Sitka with 
his wife Lorraine. Born to Knut 
Thompson and Froydis Skog 
Thompson, Tom was raised in 
Petersburg and West 
Petersburg, now known as 
Kupreanof. In 1932 he lost his 
mother to illness, but later, in 
1936, he gained a mother with 
Knut’s marriage to Ann Eide, 
who still lives in Petersburg at 
age 98. Tommie, as he was 
known to many, was, as a 
young man, very active and 
hardworking. He began 
working at Petersburg Cold 
Storage at age fifteen, laying 
fish in freezers, and continued 
hands-on fish processing work 
into his forties. He was one of 
the best fish splitters and 
barrel makers in the business. 

He was also an excellent 
basketball player and was a 
member of the 1941 Petersburg 
High School State Champion 
team. After high school he 
attended Washington State 
University until joining the 
Army where he served in the 
Army Air Corps Rescue Squad 
in the Aleutians. In retrospect, 
he was amazed that despite his 
lack of experience on boats 
and his color-blindness, he 
was ordered to help navigate 
his squadron from California 
to Adak simply because he 
was from Alaska. He served 
with distinction. After the war, 
Tom married Lorraine Rude, 
daughter of Dr. Joseph and 
Amy Rude of Petersburg, and 
later, Juneau. Tom studied 
business and book-keeping in 
Portland, Oregon. He then 
returned to Petersburg where 
he went to work for his father. 
The business, appropriately 
called Knut Thompson and 
Son, was a fish brokering firm 
on the Petersburg Cold Storage 
dock. In 1961, Tom became the 
manager of Petersburg Cold 
Store. Between 1950 and 1964, 
Tom and Lorraine found time 
to produce five children. In the 
late 1960s, Petersburg Fisheries 
(now known as Icicle 
Seafoods) was organized. Tom 
became the executive vice-
president and played a large 
role in the expansion of the 
company which is today one of 
the largest and most 
diversified in the state. His 
tendency to arrive early for 
work and stay late was both 
admired and resented by his 
family and co-workers. 

Throughout his career, his 
greatest asset was his love of 
the business and close, sincere 
friendships with most of the 
fishermen. He was very proud 
of what he and his friends 
accomplished with Icicle 
Seafoods. During his years in 
Petersburg, Tom was a 
member of the board of 
directors of many 
organizations including the 
Salvation Army, the school 
board, the Sons of Norway, the 
museum board, the Boy 
Scouts, CFAB, ASMI, Mitkof 
Lumber, Viking Investment, 
and the Trading Union. He 
was also a volunteer fireman. 
In Sitka, his primary 
involvement outside of work 
and family was with the 
Lutheran Church where he 
served as treasurer for a 
number of years and was very 
active in its upkeep work. He 
was also a member of the 
American Legion, Elks Club, 
Moose Club, Pioneers of 
Alaska, and VFW. In 1981, Tom 
had an opportunity to 
purchase Sitka Sound Seafoods 
from Icicle and fulfill his dream 
of owning a small business and 
spending more time with his 
family. He and Lorraine moved 
to Sitka and within a short time 
most of the family was 
involved in one capacity or 
another. Tom retired in the 
early 1990s. He soon had a boat 
that he enjoyed with friends 
and family and finally got 
around to catching instead of 
purchasing salmon. He 
developed and sold a major 

subdivision in Sitka, worked 
tirelessly on his home and the 
church, traveled and enjoyed 
time with his wife and family. 
Thompson is survived by: his 
wife, Lorraine of Sitka; his 
mother, Ann of Petersburg; 
sister June Naze of Soldotna; 
children, Harold, Tom, Amy, 
and Grechen of Sitka; son Mark 
of Pt. Townsend,  Washington; 
and seven grandchildren.
