
The department divided Reg-
istration Area A (Southeast Alas-
ka) into 10 separate management 
areas for 2025, compared to five 
areas used in the last opening 
in 2017. The subdivision was 
designed to spread harvest pres-
sure and prepare for potential 
future management under an 
individual catch limit system. 

Several areas showed the 
characteristic boom-and-bust 
fishing patterns of red king crab, 
an aggregating species that can 
be challenging to locate but high-
ly productive once found. 

Seymour Canal exemplified 
this pattern. With a guideline 
harvest level (GHL) of 44,705 
pounds, the area ultimately 
yielded 73,767 pounds before 
closing with nine hours’ notice 
on November 4. Twenty-two 
permit holders participated. 

Northern Chatham Strait saw 
similar results, with nine permit 
holders harvesting 16,924 
pounds against a 6,133-pound 
GHL before the area closed on 
November 6.  

Other areas came closer to 
their targets. Gambier Bay 
reached 100% of its 9,948-pound 
GHL with 18 permit holders af-
ter the department reopened the 
area for a second 24-hour period 
when initial harvest came in 
around 50%. The Juneau area, 
with 19 permit holders, reached 
91% of its 20,446-pound GHL 
in a 26-hour opening. 

North Stephens Passage, with 
19 permit holders, harvested 
41,593 pounds (104% of its 
39,920-pound GHL) before clos-
ing November 16. Lynn Canal 
saw seven permit holders take 
15,494 pounds (111% of its 
13,925-pound GHL), closing No-
vember 11. 

Eastern Frederick Sound pre-
sented a different scenario. With 
no stock assessment surveys 
conducted in much of this large 
area, the department relied on 
fishery performance data. The 
area closed November 25 at 67% 
of its GHL after declining catch-
per-unit-effort became apparent 
across 2,971 pot lifts—the highest 
number in any single area. 
Twenty-nine permit holders 
fished the area. 

“We kind of let guys poke 
around,” Messmer said. “It’s a 
large area, so we left it open for 
a while to let guys explore,” 
monitoring catch rates through-
out the fishery. 

Icy Strait/Outer Coast closed 
December 1 with nine permit 
holders, while Lower Chatham 
Strait and Southern areas re-
mained open as of December 
10 with eight permit holders be-
tween them. Harvest data for 
these three areas was confiden-
tial due to the limited number 
of processors purchasing crab. 

Weather played a role in sev-
eral area closures. Lynn Canal 
faced gale force winds of 35 
knots and greater for three days 
prior to its November 11 closure. 
The Juneau area opening was 
extended two hours beyond the 
planned 24 hours due to strong 
winds and currents, allowing 
vessels more time for safe gear 
retrieval. 

Daily call-ins, mandatory for 
the fishery, generally went 
smoothly. “I think everybody 

was pretty good,” Messmer said, 
noting that a handful of newer 
fishermen needed reminders 
about reporting statistical areas, 
but overall compliance was 
strong. 

The $5.3 million preliminary 
value represents a dramatic in-
crease from past red king crab 
fisheries. Even in years with 
substantially larger harvests—
the fishery ranged from 1 million 
to over 9 million pounds in the 
1990s and 2000s—ex-vessel val-
ues rarely exceeded $2-3 mil-
lion. 

 
Research components 

Several fishermen returned 
tagged crab during the season, 
contributing to the department’s 
ongoing research on crab growth 
and movement patterns. Mess-
mer reported receiving six or 
seven tags with location data 
from Gambier and Seymour, 
adding to a multi-year tagging 
study. 

“The biggest thing with 
those...it does give us a little bit 
of movement data,” Messmer 
explained, noting the depart-
ment has already gathered 
movement information through 
previous zip-tie mark-recapture 
studies. “This will hopefully 
give us a little bit of molt incre-
ment growth data, which right 
now we’re using Kodiak’s 
growth data.” 

Understanding Southeast-
specific growth rates could prove 
valuable for stock modeling. “I 
think each of these bays, the 
crab grow differently,” Messmer 
said, pointing to Gambier Bay 
where a recruitment pulse has 
taken longer than expected to 
reach harvestable size. 

Port sampling data proved 
particularly valuable. “It’s nice 
to get all the port sampling data 
so that we can kind of see what 
the size spread that you guys 
are catching,” Shellfish Biologist 
Zane Chapman told task force 
members, “and that will give 
us an idea if it’s kind of one re-
cruit class, or if there’s a good 
spread that will kind of hope-
fully have stuff behind it.” 

 
Looking ahead to 2026 

Whether Southeast sees an-
other red king crab fishery in 
2026 depends entirely on sum-
mer survey results, which won’t 
be available until September. 
The department conducts sur-
veys aboard the research vessel 
Medeia from early July through 
mid-August across seven areas 
in northern Southeast Alaska. 

Under regulations adopted 
at the 2025 Board of Fisheries 
meetings, the fishery faces three 
possible scenarios: 

If harvestable legal male bio-
mass exceeds 200,000 pounds, 
a competitive fishery opens with 
area-specific GHLs—essentially 
what occurred in 2025. 

If biomass falls below 200,000 
pounds but remains above 50% 
of the long-term regional median 
(approximately 1.5 million 
pounds), an individual catch 
limit (ICL) fishery would open. 
This would give each permit 
holder a specific poundage they 
could harvest, though Messmer 
emphasized this isn’t a guaran-
teed quota. 

“It’s a catch limit. It’s the op-
portunity to catch that limit,” 
he explained. Under an ICL sys-
tem, areas would close as their 
GHLs are reached, potentially 
leaving later fishermen with 
fewer options. A fisherman with 
1,500 pounds remaining to catch 
might find only southern areas 
still open if more productive ar-
eas like Juneau or Seymour 
Canal have already closed. 

If biomass falls below both 
200,000 pounds and 50% of the 
long-term median, no commer-
cial fishery would occur. 

The 10-area management 
structure implemented this year 
provides a framework for po-
tential ICL management. “I’m 
happy that we had a competitive 
fishery and everybody got to 
experience the new areas,” Mess-
mer said, noting it gives the fleet 
familiarity with the system be-
fore any potential ICL season. 

With survey season still 
months away and multiple vari-
ables affecting stock productiv-
ity, Southeast’s red crab fleet 
faces an uncertain but potentially 
promising outlook for 2026. The 
combination of improved bio-
mass in key areas, strong market 
conditions, and refined man-
agement approaches lends hope 
that the fishery may continue 
its recovery in the coming years.

Significant Differences (ESD) regarding the selected remedy for the
Installation Restoration Program (IRP) site: SS006 (Former RRS Demolition
Debris Area), at Duncan Canal Radio Relay Station, Alaska (RRS), Alaska, is
available for public inspection. The remediation site is located on the west
side of the Lindenberg Peninsula on Kupreanof Island, Alaska. The RRS is
located about 8 miles west/southwest of Petersburg, Alaska.  

This ESD summarizes the rationale for revising the Selected Remedy for
SS006 which was chosen under the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) as amended in 1986, and in
accordance with applicable or relevant and appropriate State of Alaska Site
Cleanup Rules promulgated in Title 18, Section 75 of the Alaska
Administrative Code (18 AAC 75).  

This document is issued by the USAF, as the lead agency. The USAF is
managing remediation of contamination at the IRP site in accordance with the
Defense Environmental Restoration Program (10 USC Code 2701 et. seq.;
Executive Order 12580; 52 Federal Register 2923 [January 23, 1987]); and to
the extent relevant, the National Contingency Plan (NCP) (Title 40, Section
300, of the Code of Federal Regulations [CFR]). As the lead agency, the USAF
has selected the remedy. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
has chosen to defer to the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation
(ADEC) for regulatory oversight of the IRP site at Indian Mountain LRRS.

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December 11, 1925 — The 
fishing industry continues to be 
the most important in the 
Territory. The value of its 
products, which aggregated 
$38,584,837 – an increase of about 
4% over 1923, the expansion being 
chiefly in the herring fisheries. 
Labor finds its greatest source of 
employment in the fisheries. 
Owing to the seasonal nature of 
the employment furnished by the 
salmon and herring industries, 
the building of a permanent 
population has been retarded. 
This has not only been a detriment 
to the Territory but has been a 
burden on both industries since 
they have found it necessary to 
import labor from long distances 
to a large number of districts. 
Governor Parks suggests that the 
evolution of a plan for diversified 
fishing, capable of providing 
almost continuous employment, 
may solve this problem and bring 
about a substantial increase in 
the permanent population of the 
coastal regions. As in instance he 
cites that enormous cod-fishing 
banks are located along the coast 
of Alaska. Despite the easy 
availability of this valuable food 
fish, the cod fish products for the 
year were less than $100,000. It 
is possible, he said, by careful 
planning to increase this many 
fold.  

 
December 22, 1950 — In 

order that the post office 
telephone may continue to be 
available for cases of real 
necessity, it will be necessary for 
patrons of the office to keep calls 
to a minimum. Says Postmaster 
Dick Brennan: “We must ask that 
a little discretion be used about 
telephoning the post office. Most 
post offices do not list their phone 
numbers, but we have been 
getting along with it pretty well 

for several years. We would like 
to continue a reasonable 
accommodation, particularly to 
those people out the road, at 
Scow Bay and at other distant 
places, as well as occasionally to 
anyone. However, as we find it 
growing to a condition where 
we have several people waiting 
at the window while we answer 
two or three phone calls, we will 
have to ask for moderation in 
the use of the phone lest we have 
to discontinue its use for 
accommodation purposes. We 
always have to answer the phone 
since it might be an advice 
regarding airplanes. There is a 
goodly amount of parcel post for 
Petersburg in Ketchikan now. It 
will come forward as soon as the 

weather permits airplanes to fly 
and will probably take a couple 
of days to get it all here.” 

 
November 28, 1975 — Four 

officers participated in tracking 
down a Sandy Beach Road 
gunman last Thursday in a cross-
town pursuit through snow-
covered muskeg, woods and 
streets and a second apprehension 
following an escape from custody. 
The action began around 12:43 
last Thursday morning when 
police received a report that Clyde 
Temple had been assaulted with 
shots fired into his residence. 
Officer Jack Eddy was first on 
the scene, but three other officers 
assisted in tracking the fleeing 
gunman in the snow-covered 

muskeg and woods and down 
many streets in town. Pursuit 
ended at a residence on D Street 
where police arrested James Biron 
Sparks on assault with a 
dangerous weapon. But the 
pursuit didn’t end there. Sparks 
escaped from custody at 12:23 
P.m. that afternoon while talking 
to his attorney on the phone. He 
was apprehended 12 minutes 
later at the new boat harbor and 
subsequently charged with escape 
from custody and carrying a 
concealed weapon, an 11-inch 
white-handled hunting knife. 
Sparks was arraigned last 
Thursday with bail set at $26,000. 
Clyde Temple, under fire in his 
Sandy Beach Road residence, was 
unharmed. The case is still under 
investigation. 

 
December 21, 2000 —  

Representative elect Peggy Wilson 
recently announced that Jean Ellis 
of Petersburg has been hired as 
a member of her staff for the 
upcoming legislative session. Ellis, 
a life-long Petersburg resident, 
worked in the legislature 
previously as a volunteer aide 
for Senator Lloyd Jones for one 
session and as a legislative aide 
for Representative Cheri Davis 
for three sessions. Ellis will be 
living in Juneau from January 
through May in order to work 

fulltime on Representative 
Wilson’s staff. One of Ellis’ 
assignments will be to assist with 
the Special Committee on 
Fisheries, which Wilson will co-
chair. Wilson will also be vice-
chair of the Health, Education 
and Social Services Committee 
as well as serving on State Affairs 
and Transportation. When asked 
about Ellis, Wilson said, “I am 
very pleased to have Jean working 
for me. She has experience in a 
legislative office and she knows 
many people in Southeast Alaska. 
She will be a great help to me 
and to the people we serve.”
