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December 21, 1923 – More 
ignorance about Alaska: That a 
campaign of education about 
Alaska should be carried out by 
the Post Office Department 
among its employees is 
indicated by the following letter 
received by R.H. Campbell of 
the Castle Island fox ranch on a 
recent boat – “Dear Sir: Your 
order of October 10th was 
received by us on October 20th 
and was entered in our factory. 
When we attempted to make a 
shipment the goods were 
returned to us with a notation 
that your Post Office is a “No 
Winter” Post Office. We 
understand from this notation 
that there are only certain times 
of the year we can make 
shipment to your city by parcel 
post. We are willing, however, 
to send this shipment to you, if 
you will inform us how we can 
get it to you, and how soon we 
can make shipment.” In another 
case, a St. Louis concern that 
publishes a trade journal 
desires to inform its readers 
concerning Alaska and to that 
end has written a prominent 
Juneau business house 
requesting it send a description 
of its business and to 
accompany same with a picture 
of the interior of the store. The 
writer of the letter, who is 
himself evidently a versatile 
cuss, says, “Use your own 
language in writing as we can 
probably get it translated here.” 
The writer does not say what 
language he thinks is used in 
Alaska, whether Siwash or gum 
arabic. The letter is, however, a 
grave reflection on the 
knowledge and intelligence of 
the corresponding department 
of the St. Louis industry. 

 
December 24, 1948 – Brrr 

was the regular hum coming 
from the tiny tots at the 
kindergarten last week, so Miss 
Brown bundled up her charges 
and trotted them down to the 

Lutheran Church to resume 
their ABCs. It seems the water 
pipes had frozen. Persons have 
been kept busy shoveling snow 
from business houses, boats 
and homes as Petersburg is 
blanketed with about three feet 
of snow. Early in the week a 
mixture of rain and snow 
carried much snow off the 
ground and slush was over the 
ankles in the downtown area. 
City crews have been kept busy 
keeping the sewers open and 
breaking up the ice.  

 
December 20, 1973 – 

Petersburg High School 
Basketball Coach Steve Eberly 
returned home from Ketchikan 
tearing mad over the reaction of 
some Petersburg fans over the 
weekend losses. “We have a 
small group of people in 
Petersburg who can’t handle 
the pressure of having a good 
basketball team in town,” said 
Eberly. “After the Friday night 

game, a so-called fan from 
Petersburg interrupted our 
team meeting in the locker 
room shouting that we were the 
worst g—d— Petersburg team 
he had ever seen, that we stunk 
and that we were terrible. In 
front of my whole team! I had to 
send my manager to get 
someone to forcibly eject him 
from the locker room. I’m tired 
of the two-faced adults who tell 
me to my face how great we are 
and then turn around and bet 
against us. To me these people 
aren’t fans, they’re phonies! 
Most fans in Petersburg are the 
best in the state. I’ve felt this 
way since the day I got here and 
I truly mean it. It’s a wonderful 
town to coach and live in. But I 
will be damned if I will sit 
around here any longer and 
have some adults treat 16 and 
17 year old youngsters as if they 
were a professional athletes 
without saying something. God 
forbid these same adults were 

ever judged in their jobs as 
harshly as they judge these 
kids. It’s high time we realize 
these kids who wrestle and run 
and play ball in this town do it 
because they like it, not because 
they have to. They are good 
because they work extremely 
hard all year long. They take 
pride in competing with schools 
five to six times larger than they 
are – and doing well. It is time 
for Petersburg to realize that 
there’s no shame in losing, just 
in not trying. As long as I’m the 
coach in this town, I’ll defend 
my kids to the limits. They are 
the BEST! If you can’t find in 
your heart some 
encouragement for these kids 
when they need it, then you 
don’t deserve them.” 

 
December 17, 1998 –  

Workers pulled the wheel 
house off the F/V Charles T at 
the crane dock in South Harbor 
last week. The vessel’s owner 
Jim Eastwood is donating the 
wooden house to the Clausen 
Memorial Museum where the 

board is thinking about putting 
it on display. The wheel house, 
built during the 1930s, is the 
second for the Charles T which 
was built in 1919. Eastwood 
plans to put a new aluminum 
house on the boat. Museum 
board chair Glorianne DeBoer 
said the house is one of the last 
of its kind and she wants to 
preserve it as best they can.

that the program soft-launched 
in December after the former of-
fice space flooded. 

While it operates under the 
Petersburg Medical Center, 
Testoni made it a point that “we 
do not want it to feel clinical,” 
and assured that the space, al-
though temporary, “has to feel 
comfortable for folks.” 

The temporary CSC space re-
sembles a living room, kitchen 

and dining area with a “cozy” 
and inviting atmosphere.  

Modest cubbies on a far wall 
store participant belongings. 
Four new reclining chairs with 
multiple levels of settings from 
vibration to heat sit side-by-
side, facing the rest of the space 
for convenient socializing. 

“The chairs have been a hit,” 
said Holder. 

There is an adapted full bath-
room, including a shower, for 

participant use only. 
The walls have a few quilts 

on display, but the CSC wishlist 
asks for donated local artwork 
to liven up the space. 

At the CSC open house last 
week, PMC CEO Phil Hofstetter 
mentioned that the years of or-
ganizing was tough, but “we 
did it. And PIA’s been fantas-
tic.”  

In the early days of pitching 
the program and seeking fund-
ing, PIA reached out to the pro-
gram team upon learning about 
CSC to see if they would be in-
terested in their space, “and that 
got the ball really rolling…” 

Testoni said PIA has in-
volved them in the design of 
their permanent space that will 
be part of a new, forthcoming 
PIA building. However, eager to 
“get this going” and “figure it 
out as we’re going along,” the 
temporary space in the existing 
PIA building seemed “perfect…
” 

“We can start here… we can’t 
have a lot of people, but we’ll 
figure it out, we’ll make it 
work,” said Testoni. 

“In this space, we can have 
four people because we have to 
have 60 square feet per person. 
But over there, we’ll be able to 
have 19,” said Testoni. 

If a participant has any kind 
of dementia diagnosis, she said 
they are required to have one 
staff per four people. 

“We can do one staff to eight 
people if we don’t have any-
body in that group with a diag-
nosis of dementia,” said Testoni. 
“We couldn’t do it in this space 
but … when it gets bigger, for 
sure.” 

The so-called soft-launch is 
currently operating a couple 

days a week with a couple of 
participants —two days, two of 
the same people— as the CSC 
gains footing during December.  

“We will add sessions as our 
census grows,” said Testoni. 
“We’re going to grow a little bit 
more slowly, but if … we come 
back in January and we’ve got 
15 people that want to partici-
pate … we’ll get creative and 
we’ll make it happen.” 

In January, services will be 
more full-fledged — operating 
three days a week from 12:30 to 
4:30 with more participants on 
the schedule.  

“I think once we get a few 
more people in here and the 
word starts to get out more that 
it’s actually happening and it’s 
real and it’s a comfortable space, 
I think we’re gonna see pretty 
quick growth,” said Terstoni. 

“We’ve been providing a hot 
meal for folks and a snack … 
and eventually when we have 
two sessions we’ll do congre-
gate lunch,” said Testoni. Di-
etary needs are met with the 
help of the PMC dietary depart-
ment.  

CSC has a wheelchair-
friendly van for food acquisition 
and for participant transporta-
tion.  

There is a cost for the pro-
gram, but “our goal is not nec-
essarily about making money; 
our goal is to serve as many 
people as possible,” said 
Testoni. “The way that we set 
our costs was actually based on 
what the Veterans Administra-
tion would reimburse,”$135 for 
a four-hour session, which can 
be broken down hourly. “My 
goal is to never turn away any-
body for payment. So we will 
operate on a sliding scale…” 

and private payments are an op-
tion as well.  

Medicare insurance does not 
apply towards CSC. However, 
the Medicaid waiver will.  

PMC’s patient navigator 
Brandy Boggs is also a certified 
care coordinator with the state 
Senior and Disability Services, 
which is a role that helps indi-
viduals apply for a Home and 
Community-Based Medicaid 
Waiver. She said the waivers as-
sist people who live primarily in 
rural communities receive serv-
ices that help them stay in their 
home and community longer. 
For CSC, Boggs will help indi-
viduals apply for the waiver, 
which can help pay for the pro-
gram. 

In the years of planning, CSC 
pursued a handful of grants to 
support the program and its 
participants. 

“We’re going to continue to 
apply for grant funding,” and 
eventually find a resource to set 
up a scholarship fund, Testoni 
said. 

“If you are a veteran, there is 
a veteran’s benefit for Adult 
Day. Please reach out to us,” 
said Holder. Veterans are enti-
tled to the benefit from the Vet-
erans Association for their 
service, which includes financial 
assistance that would pay for 
their participation in CSC. “And 
I think that it would really actu-
ally benefit them having a space 
to meet and to eat and drink cof-
fee … and our CNA is a veteran 
as well.” 

“There are only two pro-
grams like this in the entire state 
of Alaska that are utilizing the 
VA reimbursement program, 
and we are going to become the 
third.” 

In this first stretch, “every 
day we learn something,” said 
Holder. 

The CSC is seeking a few 
more things as it gets off the 
ground. The donation wish list 
includes craft supplies, local art-
work, quilts, afghans or throws, 
games, large piece puzzles, and 
most importantly volunteers.  

“I’d love to just tap, you 
know, people’s skills and wants 
… things that they like to do,” 
said Testoni. 

Volunteers will not be tasked 
with anything major that would 
require licensing. 

“There are lots of people that 
aren’t quite ready, but really 
could benefit from getting out 
and being social. So come and 
volunteer … just to get out of 
the house —doesn’t mean 
you’re a participant,” Testoni 
said.  

“I love the fact that we’re ex-
panding all of our outreach pro-
grams,” said Hofstetter. 

“Healthcare starts in the 
community,” added Testoni. 
“We’re just really lucky that we 
have such good support, you 
know, that we have vision, and 
that we’re able to do these 
things.”  

CSC is a community pro-
gram and is open to suggestions 
and feedback from the commu-
nity.
