
The annual Project Connect resource fair returns to Petersburg 
on Tuesday, Jan. 27 to provide resources to community members 
experiencing housing insecurity, including free clothing and win-
ter gear, cleaning supplies and hygiene products, medical re-
sources, and a warm meal. 

The event will run from 2 to 6 p.m. at the John Hanson Sr. Hall, 
with the first three hours intended for those who identify as hous-
ing insecure. From 5 to 6 p.m., the fair opens to the entire commu-
nity. 

“I don’t want anyone to be hung up on not knowing if they’re 
housing insecure or if they qualify for this sort of resource fair,” 
said Ashley Kawashima, executive director of Humanity in 
Progress. “I just want people to come and use the resources.” 

“We really don’t have a set like, ‘you have to be within this in-
come bracket’ or anything like that,” she said. “If you feel like you 
could use some resources from within the community please come 
to the event.” 

Based on community feedback, this year’s resource fair will 
offer an expanded selection of hygiene products and cleaning sup-
plies. “The cost of those really add up for people,” Kawashima 
said.   

The fair will also include free clothing, shoes, jackets, base lay-
ers, socks, hats, bedding and camping gear for those currently 
without shelter. A warm meal will be available, and community 
organizations will staff booths sharing information about their 
services. 

The event will offer transportation for attendees. For the second 
consecutive year, James Valentine has volunteered his van and 
time to pick up residents beginning at 2:45 p.m., with stops at the 
bottom of McGill’s, the ferry terminal area and the bottom of Lum-
ber Street. 

Attendees needing transportation away can sign up at the 
event, and Valentine will make rounds to drop off participants 
with their items. “A lot of people end up not getting what they 
need because they know they can’t carry it,” Kawashima said. “We 
are really trying to decrease that barrier for people.” 

The resource fair coincides with the annual Point in Time 
Count, a nationwide survey that provides data on housing inse-
curity and homelessness in the community, which is reported to 
state and federal databases and used in local advocacy efforts. All 
attendees are asked to complete the survey, regardless of housing 
status.   

Kawashima said the event also provides an opportunity for res-
idents to connect face-to-face with local nonprofits and service or-
ganizations they might not otherwise encounter, “to get the 
opportunity to connect with other organizations and see ‘there’s 
these other opportunities and support services that I didn’t know 
I could access.’”  

Donations for the event have already been sorted, but organizers 
are seeking volunteers to help with setup and teardown. Volunteers 
can meet at the EC Phillips cookhouse Saturday, Jan. 24 at 10 a.m. 
to move donations to the hall. Setup continues at the John Hanson 
Sr. Hall on Sunday, Jan. 25 and Monday, Jan. 26, both starting at 11 
a.m. Cleanup begins at 5:45 p.m. Tuesday, following the event. 

Those interested in volunteering can email: board@psghuman-
ity.org. 

Kawashima said she hopes the event sparks broader conversa-
tions about community needs. 

“The cost of living is a lot, and it’s very easy to fall on hard 
times,” she said. “We really don’t want the conversation to end 
here.”

Obituary

The charming children’s book “Glad Lee, The 
Cross-eyed Bear” with illustrations by Bunji 
Tagawa was written by Petersburg kindergarten 
teacher Freda Larson as a Christmas gift for her 
students. A newspaper clipping affixed to the 
inside cover of the book “Glad Lee, The Cross-
eyed Bear” in the Clausen Museum Collection 
reads in part, “The story of Glad Lee was first 
written by Miss Larson for presentation in 
mimeograph form to each of her kindergarteners 
at Christmas time, 1949. It proved so interesting 
she was later prevailed upon to have it printed.” 

The first edition was published in 1951 by 
Exposition Press in New York. The dedication 
reads, “Written for my class of 1950 – A delightful 
group of kindergarteners,” and is signed by the 
author. 

Freda Larson was a resident of Petersburg and 
kindergarten teacher during the late 1940s and 
1950s. On February 23, 1951 the Petersburg Press 
reported that in Miss Larson “Petersburg is doubly 
fortunate, first in having a kindergarten at all, and 
second in having as teacher one who can instill 
into the children an enthusiasm for learning which 
will help them through all their school days.” 

In that same issue Miss Larson spoke about her 
student’s upcoming Art Show, “‘New York’s 
Museum of Modern Art offers Picasso’s ‘Girl 
Before a Mirror.’ We give you Stanley Cisney’s 
‘Lady With Paint In Her Eye.’ Paris houses 
Matisse’s Small Blue Interior. We harbor Nancy 
Strand’s ‘My Bedroom’ in violent orange. New 
England boasts Grandma Moses’ ‘Frosty 
Morning.’ We counter with Roger Fleek’s ‘Snowy 

Street in the Wintertime.’” 
In case you are wondering how things turned 

out for Glad Lee: well, after some adventures and 
mishaps, “Dr. Harry Honeycut operated on Glad 
Lee’s eyes. Now Glad Lee runs and jumps and 
plays with the other little bears. In fact, he is the 
most popular little bear in Bear Town because he 
is so strong, and handsome, and jolly.”

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January 22, 1926 — There 
is a movement afoot in our town 
for the erection of a hall for 
athletics. The need for a hall 
large enough for all indoor 
sports has been recognized for 
many years but there has never 
been a time when every one was 
as strongly in favor of it as at this 
time. The committee which has 
been ferreting out the costs of 
such a structure, and the 
possibility of raising the funds 
necessary for the material, are of 
the opinion that the building can 
be put up at this time. Practically 
every business in town has been 
interviewed and they are 
unanimous in their support. 
Individuals from different 
industries have been asked 
about support and there has 
been absolutely no opposition to 
the plan. It only remains for 
every man, woman and child to 
get behind this movement. It 
will take money and work and 
boosting to put it over but the 
objective is one worth obtaining, 
so let’s all get together and 
PUSH. More definite details will 
be given as soon as they are 
fairly settled. 

 
January 19, 1951 — Some 

people may wonder why there 
were so many people to meet the 
Baranof when it docked here 
last Monday evening. Well, it 
happened that there were quite 
a few C.O.D. packages arriving 
from Wrangell, so parents had to 
come down and pay to get their 
sons and daughters off the boat. 
The returning students were 
those who made the trip to 
Wrangell the Friday afternoon 
before, but due to boat trouble 
were forced to take the steamer. 
This is the second time that the 
Baranof has brought students 
home in the last two years. Last 
year the rooters came home on 
the Baranof from Kayhi after 
seeing two games in the First 
City.  

 
January 21, 1976 —  

Improvements to the Falls Creek 
fish ladder were started last 
week by Martinsen Builders in a 
joint Fish and Game and Forest 
Service project to provide easier 
access to upstream spawning 
beds for salmon and trout. The 
installation will include water 
flow control gates at the head of 
the upper and lower sections of 
the fish ladder, a debris deflector 
at the upper end, and a notch in 
the lip of the first ‘step’ to 
improve fish access to the 25-
year-old concrete ladder. The 
project also includes 
construction of a stairway from 
the parking area to the fish 
ladder. The job is expected to be 
completed this month. The 

improvement project is being 
funded by the Forest Service, 
with Fish and Game providing 
design services and construction 
supervision. The Falls Creek 
installation is the second in a 
continuing series of stream 
enhancement projects jointly 
undertaken by the two resource 
management agencies. The first 
project was the Navy Creek 
steep pass. Planned next is 
construction in early 1977 of a 
concrete and wood fish ladder at 
Anan Creek. 

 
January 25, 2001 —  

Beaming with pride and 
carrying bouquets and 
certificates to mark the occasion, 
five residents of Alaska’s Little 
Norway became official citizens 
of the Land of Free at the 
courthouse on Tuesday. All five 
have been in the country for 
more than five years and passed 
exams on reading, writing and 
American history to become 
citizens. Maria Juanita Panahan 
Bulos comes from Manila in the 
Philippines. She’s been in 
America seven years and is 
thrilled with her new 
citizenship. “I’m proud to be a 
U.S. citizen,” Bulos said. She 
said she left her native country 
because she wanted democracy. 
Bulos plans to stay in 
Petersburg. “I’m so very, very 
happy,” she said. Mei Xin Ye, 
formerly of China, said she is 
really happy to be a citizen. “I 
really like America,” she said. 
Meanwhile, Dung Ty Lam hails 
from Vietnam but said he’s been 

in America for a decade. He said 
he came to America for freedom. 
Also becoming citizens were 
Melva Yere Randrup, formerly 
of the Philippines and Sam Son 
Yip, from Vietnam. Mayor Ted 
Smith welcomed the candidates, 
saying, “Thank you for picking 
Petersburg and the State of 
Alaska to start your new life.” 
Beulah Luhr presented the five 
with flowers on behalf of the 
Emblem Club and Ed Sarff, 
representing the American 
Legion and the Veterans of 
Foreign Wars, presented them 
with certificates. After the 
ceremony, Joy Butler of the 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service said, “This is one of the 

nice things we get to do. We’re 
happy to do it.”
