
After a six year hiatus, Pe-
tersburg’s wearable art tradition 
returns this February as a 
fundraiser for KFSK community 
radio. The two-night event, 
scheduled for Feb. 6-7 at Sons of 
Norway Hall, aims to transform 
the venue into an immersive, 
glow-in-the-dark experience 
under the theme “Weird Core”. 

“I want you to step out of Pe-
tersburg for a night,” said Ben-
nett McGrath, the event’s 
organizer and a KFSK board 
member. “It’s a night to trans-
form, a night to not be yourself.” 

McGrath’s inspiration struck 
last February while attending 
Ketchikan’s wearable art show.  
Seeing the creative energy and 
community engagement rekin-
dled memories of Petersburg’s 
own tradition, which for years 
ran as KFSK’s signature winter 
fundraiser. 

“I came back here and talked 
to the old guard,” McGrath said, 
referring to former KFSK devel-
opment directors who had been 
tasked with organizing the 
event including Suzanne Fuqua 
and Mindy Anderson. “They 
said, ‘First things first, it’s a lot 
of work...’” 

Undeterred, McGrath assem-
bled a team of helpers, dove into 
months of planning, and she 
says the vision is coming to-
gether: muslin-draped ceilings, 
black lights, LED effects, fog 
machines, and enough glow-in-
the-dark elements to create 
what McGrath describes as a bi-
oluminescent “Meow Wolf”-
style atmosphere, “a journey 
into another world.” 

Wearable art shows have be-
come fixtures in larger South-
east Alaska communities. Sitka, 
Juneau, and Ketchikan each host 
annual showcases, with artists 
creating elaborate wearable 
pieces. Petersburg’s show re-
joins this regional circuit, with 
McGrath hoping to nurture 
cross-pollination between com-
munities. 

“I want Southeast to be con-
nected through this,” she said. 
Previous KFSK wearable art 
shows have been boosted by 
pieces contributed from artists 
in Ketchikan and Juneau, and 

McGrath hopes to see that kind 
of collaborating continue: “I 
want us to see each other’s 
work.” 

While the audience can ex-
pect to see visiting pieces as in 
years past, it is primarily local 
artists who make up the runway 
show’s roster, and there is still 
room for more artists to get in-
volved. 

“I would love more people to 
join with their pieces of art,” 
McGrath said, inviting creators 
to get in touch with her – at An-
chor Properties or through 
KFSK – to register for the show. 

The concept is straightfor-
ward: create a wearable piece of 
art that can be modeled on the 
runway. Interpretations vary 
widely — from elaborate sculp-
tural costumes made from 
found objects, to theatrical de-
signs, to chic and minimal wear-
able works. 

“The theme is Weird Core, 
but that can mean a lot of differ-
ent things,” McGrath said.  

The theme originated at 
Ketchikan’s last wearable art 
show, where organizers passed 
buckets labeled with potential 
theme names, with donors vot-
ing by depositing money — 
fundraising while selecting the 
next theme. 

McGrath envisions craft par-
ties in January, where artists 
will work together, share sup-
plies, and build momentum. 

Beyond reviving an art event, 
the show serves as a fundraiser 
for KFSK, Petersburg’s commu-
nity radio station. 

“The central theme we want 
to bring together on these nights 
is that we love our community,” 
McGrath said, reflecting on the 
role in community togetherness 
that the local radio station con-
tinues to play.  

Bennett credited Alaska Air-
lines for providing major sup-
port with a sizeable donation, 
which helps cover the hall rental 
costs. 

McGrath also credits her core 
team with bringing the vision to 
life: 

Molly Taiber organizing the 
stage building crew 

Kelsey Hammer coordinat-
ing food, with help from local 
food providers 

Dave Berg managing light-

ing, fog machines, and special 
effects 

Chad Carvey serving as prin-
cipal auctioneer 

Carli Byrer coming to town 
to co-emcee with McGrath 

Mark Kubo creating specialty 
mocktails 

Elsa Wintersteen and the Pe-
tersburg High School drama de-
partment will also provide 
support, with proceeds from a 
hat-passing supporting their 
Edinburgh trip. 

The show runs two nights, 
with each performance lasting 
approximately 90 minutes to 
two hours. Attendees are en-
couraged to dress up and em-
brace the weird, glowing theme. 

Tickets are available individ-
ually, or groups can purchase 

VIP tables for $600 (seating six). 
The hall will accommodate ap-
proximately 85 people per 
night. 

The event will feature the 
runway art show, live auction 
items (including travel packages 
and unique experiences like 
naming a pizza at Coastal Bear), 
good food, and Mark Kubo’s 
specialty mocktails. 

McGrath acknowledges the 
event falls on busy weekends 
— coinciding with the Legion 
dinner one night and Moose 
Mardi Gras the other — but 
hopes the unique experience will 
draw crowds. 

“My joy is seeing people have 
a great time,” McGrath said. 
“When I see people mingling 
and having fun — that fills my 

bucket.” 
“Plus, it’s a way to stay busy 

and creative during the winter 
…  it’s February. You’re shut in, 
so you can work on your piece,” 
she laughed.  

For McGrath, the months of 
work will be worth it if the com-
munity embraces the revived 
fundraiser. 

“I’m not pretending to know 
what I’m doing,” she admitted. 
“But I’m learning, and it’s all 
moving fast. And that night, I’m 
going to have a great time seeing 
what we created together.”

Obituary

Ole Nels Nordgren was born 
on September 27, 1941, in 
Petersburg, Alaska, to Kurt and 
Clara Nordgren. In his early years, 
Ole spent time fishing alongside 
his father aboard the Lois W and 
the Ira-II, experiences that shaped 
his lifelong love for the water 
and the outdoors.  

Ole proudly served in the 
United States Air Force as an 
Airman First Class from 1961 to 
1965 and was stationed in 
Amarillo, Texas. It was there that 
he met and fell in love with Kandi 
Campbell.

This Edwardian Era (1901 – 1910) dressing gown, 
an incarnation of the house dress, is made of white 
cotton lawn and was part of the wedding trousseau of 
Birgitte Nikoline Hofstad. Birgitte was born in Bo, a 
small fishing village in Vesteralen, Nordland, Norway 
in 1874 and came to America in 1898, where she had 
family in Wrangell, Alaska. She married her father’s 
half-brother Isak Myrhe Hofstad several years later. 

A bride’s trousseau would include family heirlooms, 
handmade clothing and linens usually crafted by the 
bride and her female relatives. The ruffled eyelet trim, 
pintucks and tiny pleats of Birgitte’s dressing gown 
are hand-stitched details which embody modesty and 
femininity, beauty standards of the time. 

 Shortly after the turn of the century, Myhre and 
Birgitte settled in Petersburg’s Scow Bay and soon 
had two sons. Myrhe and a Mr. Doyle co-founded a 
single-line cannery, the Doyhof Fish Products Company, 
in 1915 and Birgitte ran its store. When the cannery 
was designated a distributing post office in 1918, 
Birgitte was put in charge of it too and continued to 
run both through the 1930s. 

This artifact was donated to The Clausen Museum 
by Margaret Thomassen.

Wearable Art Show returns for public radio station fundraiser

sions is a pilot project to supply 
components for four house kits 
to Western Alaska villages, with 
the potential to expand to 20 
houses next year. The communi-
ties receiving the housing com-
ponents include some of the 
same villages hit by Typhoon 
Merbok. 

Alaska Timber and Truss will 
provide rafters, ridge beams, 
floor joists, flooring, interior 
paneling, exterior siding, trim, 
porch stringers and stair treads. 
Alaska Insulated Panels of 
Palmer will produce the walls, 
floors and potentially ceilings. 
Timberline Homes, also based in 
Palmer, is providing four truss 
packages using lumber from the 
Petersburg mill. 

The project also includes a 
700-750 foot long boardwalk, 12 
feet wide, with lateral walkways 
connecting to houses in one vil-
lage. 

All materials are expected to 
ship in April, with plans to route 
them either through Alaska Ma-
rine Lines to Tacoma and then 
out to Western Alaska, or by 
ferry to Haines and then via the 
road system to South Central. 

Martin said Western Alaska 
communities particularly value Sitka spruce inte-
rior paneling as an alternative to sheetrock, which 
mildews more easily in the region’s climate. 

“They want something that’s a little more 
durable and long lasting,” Martin said.  

Bob Marquez, the Rural Housing Planning 
Manager at Rural Alaska Community Action Pro-
gram (RurAL CAP), organized the multi-agency 
tour of the sawmill and has been working directly 
with Martin on the housing initiative. 

The pilot program emerged from broader dis-
cussions about Alaska’s housing shortage. Griffin 
Hagle-Forster, the Executive Director for the Taġi-
uġmiullu Nunamiullu Housing Authority, told 
Martin that Alaska is 75,000 housing units short. 

Martin believes Southeast Alaska’s timber re-
sources could make a significant dent in that 
deficit. The Tongass Land Management Plan aims 
for 41-42 million feet of young growth available 
annually for timber sales. And Martin said that, 
using an average of 10,000-15,000 board feet per 
home, that volume could theoretically produce 
3,000-4,000 homes per year. 

“It looks bright when you look at it that way 
for us as a business,” Martin said. “The capacity 
to expand and grow our mill operation is there, 
especially if we just target the housing market in 
Alaska itself.” 

Southeast Alaska has young-growth timber 
resources that other areas of the state do not, like 
in forested parts of Southcentral Alaska, where 
Martin estimate there to be maybe 6,000 board 

feet per acre.  “Down here [in Southeast Alaska] 
with our young growth, we have anywhere from 
say 30 to 45 [thousand board feet per acre], so we 
have, you know, on average, at least six times as 
much standing timber per acre, which makes it 
more economical for us to log,” Martin said. 

The business model at Alaska Timber and 
Truss focuses on domestic milling and keeping 
products within Alaska, in contrast to larger op-
erations that primarily export logs and cants.   

“Retaining everything within the state of 
Alaska is really what our business model is,” 
Martin said.   

Alaska Timber and Truss also recently secured 
the Thomas Bay stewardship timber sale. “We’ve 
been trying to really build our timber base where 
we could actually buy enough product that we 
could sell,” Martin said. “I think now we have the 
capacity to do that.” 

Martin said he plans to continue expanding 
both the physical infrastructure and equipment 
at Alaska Timber and Truss over the next year or 
two as demand for Alaska-sourced lumber 
grows. 

During the interview with the Pilot, Martin 
was fielding calls about transportation to Peters-
burg of the company’s newly acquired a 10-ton 
telehandler forklift with a 44-foot reach to assist 
with moving logs and constructing buildings. 

“The capacity to expand and grow our mill 
operation is there,” said Martin. “The goal is that 
we can really make a noticeable dent in the hous-
ing crisis in Alaska

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December 25, 1925 – 
Construction work at the Cape 
Spencer lighthouse is complete 
and the light is now burning, 
according to members of the 
crew who arrived in Juneau 
yesterday on the tender Alder. 
The completion of the 
construction of the station 
marks a big improvement to 
navigation. The station is 
located at the most northerly 
entrance from the Pacific Coast 
into the channels of 
southeastern Alaska and will be 
a guide to all shipping to 
Southeast Alaska from Prince 
William Sound, the Alaskan 
Peninsula, the Aleutian Islands, 
and also the larger part of the 
marine traffic from Puget Sound 
and the Pacific Coast which uses 
those channels. The new station 
is primarily a light station, 
replacing a small automatic 
light placed at Cape Spencer a 
few years ago. It has been 
constructed at a cost of $175,000 
and has a white light of 110,000 
candlepower flashing every ten 
seconds. On account of the 
remote and difficult location 
and the restricted working 
season, the station has required 
two years for construction. 
Provision has been made for 
four lighthouse keepers. 

December 29, 1950 – Final 
figures for the population of 
Alaska as of April 1, 1950, 
reveal an increase greater than 
any state in the Union for the 
1940 – 1950 period. California, 
with a 53.3 per cent increase is 
the closest to Alaska, but even 
then is 24.1 per cent below 
Alaska’s growth of 77.4 per cent 
from 72,524 to 128,643 
residents. Arizona, Florida and 
Nevada ranked below 
California with 50.1, 46.1 and 
45.2 per cent increases 
respectively. 

 
December 31, 1975 – Dates 

for the 1975 annual Winter Fest 
Games have been set for 
February 7 and 8. Several 
planned events  include 
competitive Skiing, 
snowmobile races, ice skating 
and a dog sled exhibition.
