
Marc Taylor will be sworn 
into the Petersburg school board 
next month, filling a seat that has 

been vacant for nearly two 
months. 

Taylor has lived in Petersburg 
since 2022 and works for Trident 
Seafoods. He said he applied for 
the board’s remaining empty 

seat because he wanted to give 
back to Petersburg. 

“I just kind of want to do my 
part for our community,” Taylor 
said. 

He said education has been a 
big part of his family, which also 
contributed to his desire to serve 
on the board. 

“My whole family, outside of 
me, were teachers or worked for 
public schools in one way or an-
other, whether administration or 
teaching,” Taylor said. “I’m 
somewhat doing what they all 
did. Obviously it’s different, but 
it’s just feels nice to be con-

nected.” 
He said he was excited to take 

the seat, and he looks forward to 
being a part of the district’s 
budgeting process.  

Members of the school board 
chose Taylor for the role during 
a special meeting on Nov. 24. 
School Board President Sarah 
Holmgrain said three candidates 
applied for the seat, but one 
withdrew the day before the 
meeting. 

Holmgrain says both of the 
candidates considered by the 
board were qualified. 

“It was really hard to pick be-

tween the two, extremely hard, 
but then we just had to pick,” 
Holmgrain said. “We’re very ex-
cited to just be a full board 
again.” 

This seat has been vacant 
since the Oct. 7 municipal elec-
tion. Holmgrain was the only 
candidate who ran in the two-
seat race. 

Taylor will be sworn into his 
new role at the next school board 
meeting on Dec.16.

Tribal members will decide who will serve 
as the Petersburg Indian Association’s council 
president and who will fill three seats on the 
tribal council when the tribal government 
holds its election on Jan. 5.  

The president serves a one-year term, while 
tribal council members serve two-year terms. 

Current council members Heather Conn 
and Nathan Lopez and Heather Conn will not 
be seeking reelection. Conn will be taking 
time to care for herself and her family, and 
Lopez is moving out of Petersburg.  

Conn has held a seat on the tribal council 
for seven years. During a live interview with 
KFSK, Conn said the role felt daunting at first, 
but she enjoyed participating.  

“It was, for me, a huge learning opportu-
nity, but it was also a way that I could give 
back to my community,” Conn said. 

Lopez was elected to the council two years 
ago. In a live interview, he said there are 
chances to learn and grow after being elected, 
so inexperience shouldn’t keep people from 
trying. 

“I would be hesitant to allow your inexpe-
rience, or not being on a position like that, to 
hold you back,” Lopez said. “To have that de-
sire to be able to give back, I think, is impor-
tant. To be a part of something where you 
know you’re able to help our tribe as a 
whole.” 

Tribal members interested in running for a 
position must submit candidacy paperwork to 
PIA by 4 p.m. Friday, Dec. 5. More informa-
tion can be found by calling PIA at 907-772-

Suicide Hotline: 800-273-8255
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December 4, 1925 – 
“Kinney,” who worked on a 
pile driver, as a diver and on 
other other tasks around 
Petersburg, was given 90 days 
in jail by the Wrangell Marshal. 
Kinney left here as a stowaway 
on the Rogers. He was 
discovered in the Wrangell 
Narrows and given a chance to 
work his passage to Ketchikan. 
It is said that he had some 
booze and entered the room of 
John Iverson, a well known 
logger of Petersburg, and 
finally got into a fight with 
Iverson and beat him up 
something fierce. He was 
turned over to the town 
marshall of Wrangell by the 
Captain of the Rogers, and it is 
said that the entire police force 
of Wrangell and the reserves 
had to be called out to subdue 
the jailed young man and that 
only shreds of clothing were left 
when the scrap was over.  

 
December 1, 1950 – 

Congratulations and good 
wishes from many old friends 
and family members marked 
the birthday anniversary of one 
of Petersburg’s oldest residents 
last week. Pete Jorgensen, one 
of the town’s first white 

residents, is 80 years old! It was 
60 years ago, he recalls, when 
he first came to Alaska in the 
crew of the old City of Topeka. 
Ketchikan was only a tiny 
village then, says Jorgensen, 
with Clark and Martin its only 
store. There was literally “no 
Petersburg.” Later the same 
year he bought a boat and 
sailed up by himself, taking six 
weeks for the trip. At the time, 
incoming boats stopped at the 
Mary Island customs house and 
no liquor was permitted in the 
Territory. Jorgensen was in 
Petersburg from its beginnings 
in 1897 when Peter Buschmann 
operated his cannery here for 
the first time. Jorgensen was for 
many years foreman of 
Buschmann’s cannery and at 
the same time he fished his own 
boat. In 1902 he went to 
Norway, returning with a wife, 
and by 1908 the couple had 
built a house across the street 
from the hospital. He was active 
in town affairs, serving on the 
first town council and was 
elected mayor a half a dozen 
times. He was instrumental in 
getting a bill passed which 
permitted issuance of bonds for 
city purposes, and thus made 
possible the building of the 
light plant.  

 
November 28, 1975 – SEX 

EDUCATION: Now that I 
[Principal Harold Bergmann in 
Grade School News]  have your 
attention, I thought you might 
like to know what is going on 

up here at the school. Mrs. 
Rice’s Fourth Grade has a small 
aquarium, and in it are some 
guppies. A guppy is a tiny fish 
sometimes referred to as a small 
top minnow, or, technically, 
Lebistes Reticulatus. One of the 
fish, assumed by the class to be 
of the female species, got its 
head stuck between two small 
stones and was unable to move 
forward or backward. One of 
the students noticed its 
predicament and announced to 
the class that the trapped fish 
was in the throes of giving 
birth. The class immediately 
congregated around the 
aquarium and waited anxiously 
for the wonders of nature to 
unfold. Two students, however, 
stayed at their seats and 
castigated their classmates for 
being insensitive. Duane Olson 
remarked, “There she is trying 
to have babies, and there they 
are bugging her.” Susie Ohmer, 
with eyes straight ahead, 
added, “This is the time of her 
life that she needs privacy.” 
Mrs. Rice, having taken care of 
guppies before, took a pencil in 
hand, reached into the 
aquarium, moved a stone, and 
thus released the guppy from 
his or her confinement showing 
the class that looks can be 
deceiving. 

 
November 30, 2000 – 

Firefighters dressed in full 
turnout gear, spoke with 
students in all grade levels on 
Tuesday during the annual 

“Learn Not to Burn” program. 
Fire fighters spoke with them 
about the importance of fire 
safety and, importantly, taught 
them to recognize firefighters in 
their turnout gear as helpers 
and not monsters. As Sandy 
Dixon simulated searching a 

room in a smoke-filled 
building, Anthony Borges 
reminded students that if they 
are ever in a fire and see a 
firefighter coming towards 
them they should not be afraid, 
despite the intimidating look of 
the gear.
