
Petersburg utility customers 
will see a small surcharge on 
their January bills to cover the 
cost of running diesel genera-
tors during December’s extreme 
cold snap, following a 6-1 vote 
by the Borough Assembly at its 
Jan. 20 meeting. 

The diesel generation adjust-
ment charge of 0.32 cents per 
kilowatt will apply to all elec-
tricity used in December and is 
expected to recover about 
$24,000 in unbudgeted expenses 
for fuel, lubricating oil and over-
time, according to Utility Direc-
tor Karl Hagerman. 

“The extreme cold tempera-
tures experienced in December 
caused SEAPA’s output to be 
maxed out during peak times of 
the day,” Hagerman wrote in a 
memo to the assembly. When 
Southeast Alaska Power 
Agency couldn’t provide 
enough power to cover high 
electrical loads, Petersburg Mu-

nicipal Power & Light put diesel 
generators online to support 
system needs.  

Petersburg and Wrangell 
utilities took turns injecting 
diesel power as needed during 
the cold spell.  

While diesel generation costs 
about 60 cents per kilowatt-
hour, the wholesale cost from 
SEAPA is approximately 9.2 
cents per kilowatt-hour, Mayor 
Bob Lynn noted during the 
meeting, in favor of the sur-
charge to help cover the unan-
ticipated expense. 

The surcharge is authorized 
under Municipal Code Chapter 
14.16.725, but implementing it 
requires assembly approval. 

Assembly Member Jeff 
Mucci cast the lone dissenting 
vote. 

“I’m not in favor of rolling 
blackouts... I appreciate what 
Power and Light does,” Mucci 
said. “What I’m concerned 

about is the ratepayers. Whether 
it’s 3% or a small amount, that’s 
not the point. The point is un-
foreseen costs like this in an eco-
nomic time that is kind of frail.” 

Mucci questioned whether 
other SEAPA member commu-
nities were implementing simi-
lar surcharges. 

“We can’t control what other 
communities do,” Giesbrecht 
said. “If Wrangell chooses not 
to charge it, they’re choosing to 
absorb the cost.” 

In a public service announce-
ment sent to customers this 
week, PMPL thanked residents 
for their conservation efforts 
during the cold snap, saying the 
community’s efforts “kept 
PMPL’s diesel generation low.” 

The announcement provided 
an example to help customers 
understand the impact: A typi-
cal portable space heater rated 
at 1,500 watts running continu-
ously for 24 hours would use 
about 36 kilowatt-hours, result-
ing in an additional charge of 
approximately 12 cents for that 
day from the diesel adjustment. 

Customers can calculate 
their individual surcharge by 
multiplying 0.0032 by their De-
cember kilowatt-hour usage, 
which appears on their utility 
bills. 

The adjustment will appear 
as a separate line item on Janu-
ary utility billing statements.

Petersburg Borough Siren Alert & Warning System (SAWS)  

 Siren Testing 
The sirens — used to alert the public in the event of an emergency such as a Tsunami, 
Natural Disaster, Major Fire or Foreign Attack — located on the roof of the Syd Wright 
Auditorium located at Petersburg Middle School, the Mort Fryer Sports Complex (Base 

Ball Fields) and Bayview Estates (Hungerford Hill) may use different sounds and tones to 
alert the public of different emergencies. Here is what they could sound like:  

Emergency Warning - Wail Tone This will be a 3-5 minute wavering (warbling in pitch) tone or siren.  
The “Emergency Warning” signal should mean to all people that a danger is imminent and protective 
action (Evacuate, go to high ground or take shelter, depending on the emergency) should be taken imme-
diately.  Turn on your radio and listen for essential emergency information, keep telephone use limited to 
emergency contact, do not call 911 to ask about the sirens. The “Emergency Warning” signal shall be 
repeated as often as deemed necessary by local government authorities to obtain the desired response 
by the population.  

 
Attention/Alert - Steady Tone A 3 – 5 minute steady signal from sirens. This signal may be used as 

authorized by city officials to alert the public to potential emergencies, where the public may face danger 
in the near future, such as under a Tsunami or Earthquake Advisory, in addition to any other meaning or 
requirement for action as determined by Borough officials. The Attention/Alert Signal should mean to all 
people, “Turn on radio or TV, keep telephone use limited to emergency contact only. Listen for essential 
emergency information, Be prepared to act.” 

 
Local Fire Alert - Wail Tone This will be a 30 second wavering (warbling in pitch) tone or siren.  The 

Local Fire Alert is only to be used in cases of major fire, where multiple structures are endangered, Initial 
responders are over-whelmed and additional help is needed from reserve units, or abnormal events such 
as a plane crash or other accidents that require many more responders.  The “Local Fire Alert” signal 
should mean to all people that an active Fire response is ongoing, affected areas should be avoided and 
routes leading to the scene should remain clear. Turn on your radio and listen for additional information, 
do not call 911 to ask about the sirens. The “Local Fire Alert” signal shall be repeated as often as deemed 
necessary by local government authorities.

Assembly approves December diesel surcharge to recover 
unbudgeted cold-weather electricity generation costs

On January 9, heavy snow melt and rain 
saturated outdoor electrical panels at the Pe-
tersburg Aquatic Center, causing a failure of 
the main electrical breaker. Borough staff 
and local contractors quickly responded and 
restored electricity within three days, avert-
ing what could have been a costly, extended 
closure. 

“It was [around 4:14 p.m.] on Friday, and 
Julie texted me that the power on just the 
Aquatic Center had gone out,” Parks and 
Recreation Director Stephanie Payne said.  

Payne immediately contacted Utility Di-

rectors Karl Hagerman and Steve Harbour. 
When they opened the electrical panels out-
side the building, they found the main 
breaker had tripped and could not reset. 

“By that point, it was dark, rain and 
water were beating down on us, and obvi-
ously messing around in an electrical panel 
in the dark and in the rain — not a good 
idea,” Payne said.   

Harbour recognized they would need 
help from Darby Mattingly of Mattingly 
Electric, who arrived quickly to assess the 
situation. 

“The system was, for what we thought at 
the time, just so wet that it would not allow 
it to reset,” Payne said. “We had decided 

that we would reconvene in the daylight 
hours.” 

The following morning, Hagerman’s 
crew — Kevin Hess and Sam Caulum — ar-
rived along with Brandi Thynes and Mat-
tingly to tackle the problem in daylight. 

Mattingly also reached out to the engi-
neer who had designed the electrical system 
and happened to be in town working on an-
other utility project. 

“Mark Morris is an electrical engineer. 
He’s the one who helped us design all of 
that. He happened to be here for Pump Sta-
tion Four,” Borough Manager Steve Gies-
brecht said.

In May, 18.38 inches of rain fell on Petersburg — the rainiest 
May since record keeping began in 1924. Average May rainfall 
for Petersburg is 5.92 inches. 

April was soaked as well with 11.9 inches, Petersburg’s sec-
ond rainiest April of all time.   

18.28 inches of rain fell in September. Not a record, but still 
way above the long term average rainfall in September of 11.94 
inches.  

The driest month of the year was June, but it still saw 5.35 
inches of rain fall, slightly above average.  

Forecaster Jones noted that of the last 20 years, only six years 
saw Petersburg record less than 100 inches of annual precipita-
tion, suggesting the community’s rainfall has generally trended 
higher in recent decades. Petersburg historical mean rainfall 
across the past hundred years of record keeping is 94.57 inches. 

As for this year’s outlook, the National Weather Service indi-
cated that the region is currently experiencing a La Niña pattern 
with a 75% chance of transitioning to more neutral conditions in 
early 2026. La Niña typically suggests drier conditions in South-
east Alaska; however, Jones cautioned, long-range precipitation 
forecasting remains uncertain given Southeast Alaska’s complex 
weather patterns.

January 26, 1951 – The spell 

of bad weather  which kept 
planes out of the air for nearly 
a week has been the chief topic 
of conversation in Petersburg 
since last Friday. From Friday 
until yesterday (Thursday) only 
one plane arrived. That was the 
one which came in from 
Ketchikan on Tuesday. On it 
arrived Ed Hagerman, Roxanne 
Swenson and Al Lubke. The 
Plane turned around and headed 

back for Annette Island with a 
group of southbound 
passengers, among them 
Virginia Colp, Mrs. Harold Lee 
and Dean Kayler. But out of 
Wrangell the weather worsened 
until the plane came back to 
Wrangell and there tied up for 
several days with the travelers. 
Airmail piled up to fantastic 
proportions in the post office 
and on Thursday, when it looked 
as though the planes might be 
able to fly, the telephone office 
switchboard was swamped with 
calls. One plane came in 
Thursday – from the north. The 
plane from the south only came 
as far as Wrangell then turned 
around and went back to 
Ketchikan. There was some mail 
from Seattle on the plane from 
Juneau, but for the most part 

business is grinding along in 
low gear waiting for resumption 
of communication with the rest 
of the world.  

 
January 28, 1976 – 

Petersburg’s AAU swimmers 
placed second in a four-way 
Ketchikan meet recently, despite 
lack of pool practice since the 
collapse of the swimming pool 
roof here a month ago. The 
Viking Swim Club collected 
650.5 total points in the two-
day meet. Despite only hour-
long daily team exercises during 
the holidays, there was not a 
single reported drop out in the 
large Viking team of 38 
swimmers. Mitch Eide’s nine 
individual firsts included a state 
record time of 14.5 seconds in 
the boys 10 and under 25-yard 

freestyle and new state record 
time of 17.3 seconds in 25-yard 
backstroke. 

 
February 1, 2001 – The walls 

are up on Petersburg’s newest 
building, a National Guard Scout 
Armory next to the new Post 
Office on Haugen Drive. Pete 
Hicks of Northwest Mutual 
Construction of Petersburg says 
three people are working on the 
job and the crew will keep going 
as long as the weather allows.

into Frederick Sound. The total project 
was initially estimated to cost between 
$12 million to $15 million, but given 
construction cost increases in recent 
years, the full cost is still to be deter-
mined, Petersburg Borough Manager 
Steve Giesbrecht told the Pilot. 

Once the president signs the bill, Pe-
tersburg will need to work through a 

grant application process with the as-
signed federal agency. Borough officials 
will then meet with agency representa-
tives to establish project requirements 
and timelines, said Giesbrecht. 

The EPA renewed Petersburg’s 
wastewater discharge permit in No-
vember 2024, along with permits for 
five other Southeast communities — 
Wrangell, Haines, Skagway, Sitka and 

Ketchikan. The updated permits re-
quire communities to reduce bacteria 
levels in marine water discharges and 
incorporate state water quality stan-
dards tightened in 2017. Communities 
must comply with the new require-
ments by 2030. 

Murkowski, who chairs the Senate 
Interior-Environment Subcommittee, 
also secured funding for wastewater 

projects in several other Southeast com-
munities through the appropriations 
bill. Wrangell will receive $10 million 
for wastewater treatment plant up-
grades, Sitka will receive $10 million for 
a disinfection system, Ketchikan will re-
ceive $6 million for its Charcoal Point 
plant, and Hoonah will receive $5.12 
million for sewer system improve-
ments.
