
The budget will go next to 
the bipartisan-led state Senate, 
where leadership has not been 
as supportive of the large PFD 
— $2,700 — as the House, and 
also appears less willing to 
cover state spending by draw-
ing down savings. 

After Senate changes, the 
budget would head to a House-
Senate conference committee to 
resolve differences. 

Senate leadership has been 
working toward a budget with-
out a draw on savings, possibly 
a $1,300 dividend — in line 
with the average of the past 
decade — and with stronger 
support than the House for a 
larger and permanent increase 
in state aid to schools. 

Ketchikan Rep. Dan Ortiz, a 
minority member of the House 
Finance Committee and spon-
sor of legislation for a perma-
nent increase in the state’s 
per-student K-12 funding for-
mula, said school funding is 
“still very much in play” as 
lawmakers work toward their 
mid-May adjournment dead-
line. 

Under the representative’s 
bill, the increase in state fund-
ing would be almost double the 
House budget number, more in 
line with a proposal working 
its way through the Senate.  

“We’ve heard resoundingly 
from around the state” that 
schools need more help in cov-
ering rising costs, Ortiz said in 
an interview last weekend. The 
representative also represents 
Wrangell. 

The state’s funding formula 
has inched up just one-half of 
1% since 2017. 

Much of the political debate 
over the budget in the House 
has focused on school funding 
and the dividend, with educa-
tion advocates lamenting that 
the Republican-led majority 
was putting the PFD ahead of 
schools and structuring the 
budget to use savings for the 
one-time boost to school dis-
tricts. 

During budget debate in the 
House last week, Anchorage 
Democratic Rep. Zack Fields 
said it should be the other way 
around, with the larger PFD re-
lying on a withdrawal from 
savings, not school funding. 

As drafted by the House, the 
budget would spend $1.76 bil-
lion on dividends and $1.35 bil-

lion on K-12 education. 
The House minority op-

posed the majority’s amend-
ment to pay for the one-time 
school funding increase from 
the savings account. After the 
minority lost the vote, most of 
its members left the Capitol for 
almost four hours on April 5 
and could not be found. They 
later returned to the building, 
though their walk-out did not 
change the outcome of the 
budget bill. 

Rep. DeLena Johnson, a 
Palmer Republican who co-
chairs the House Finance Com-
mittee, triggered the school 
funding debate in the House 
when she introduced a budget 
amendment for the one-time 
funding. She announced to 
House members that perhaps a 
longer-term solution could be 
achieved next year, but a 
change in the funding formula 

in state law “is unlikely to 
occur” this year. 

Ortiz said he isn’t willing to 
accept that outcome. “I would 
say that remains to be seen,” he 
said. 

The House voted 39-1 to ap-
prove the $175 million one-
time increase in state aid last 
week, but then spilt over the 
provision that used savings to 
pay for the boost — only the 
23-member Republican-led ma-
jority coalition voting in sup-
port. 

Linking state spending to 
winning minority support for a 
draw on savings is a  
longstanding tactic in the 
Alaska Legislature. In past 
years, when the House was led 
by a predominantly Demo-
cratic majority, it was common 
for the budget to rely on the 
three-quarters supermajority 
vote to fully fund the budget.

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April 13, 1923 – Captain I.M. 
Hofstad, resident of Scow Bay, 
has just returned from the south 
where he bonded his group of 
nickel claims on Baranof Island to 
a group of Los Angeles 
capitalists. The nickel claims 
were found by the young sons of 
Captain Hofstad early last 
summer while on a hunting trip 
and it is said the ledge is a large 
one and runs heavily in nickel. 
These claims are said to be the 
only known nickel deposits in 
the United States or its 
possessions and that practically 
all of the nickel used in the 
country has been imported from 
Canada. As there is a heavy 
import duty on nickel ore, the 
metal from the Baranof Island 
mines will find a very ready 
demand in the metal markets of 
the states. It was stipulated in the 
option that operations must 
begin within sixty days from 
March 19, 1923, the date on 
which the option was signed, 
and that a certain number of tons 
of ore must be taken out each 
month thereafter and that a 
royalty on the number of tons 
stipulated must be paid whether 
the ore is taken out or not. The 
total amount of royalties to be 
paid will amount to more than 
$200,000, according to Mr. 
Hofstad. At the time of the 
discovery of the nickel prospect 
nothing much was said about it, 
the finders not wishing to make 
a big blow until something 
definite had been worked out.

Examination at that facility 
disclosed that surgery was not 
necessary; however, Heidi was 
held at the hospital for 
observation until Wednesday. 
She has returned to Petersburg 
and will return to her classes at 
Petersburg High School 
tomorrow. 

April 2, 1998 – The project 
“Sewing Our Roots: A 
Community Photo Album’’ is an 
impressive quilt of local 
residents’ photographs from 1942 
with their shared bloodlines 
traced out meticulously in red 
threads. The quilt is bordered by 
news from Petersburg’s past and 
present. Local artists Brenda 
Kleinfelder and Susan 
Christensen compiled the photos, 
news and bloodlines for the piece 
and assembled it with the help of 

quilter Betsy Fernau. The photos 
were taken during World War II 
for U.S. Coast Guard 
identification of all persons 
needing access to waterfront 
facilities. They were scanned into 
a computer and printed onto 
quilting squares. The direct 
bloodlines shared by those 
photographed are traced with 
red threads that took Christensen 
a full two weeks of labor to sew 
into the quilt. The first local 
publication that could be found, 
The Progressive, dating from 
1913 headlines the top left hand 
corner of the text-filled quilt 
frame with later headlines, 
advertisement logos and news 
copy moving the viewer around 
the frame to the present day. Each 
corner also contains hand quilted 
motifs symbolizing the 
community’s continuous cycle of 
immigration, hard work, love 
and marriage, according to the 
artists. In a joint artists’ statement 
Kleinfelder and Christensen say 
they have gained a deeper sense 
of the brevity of life. “As 
‘outsiders’ looking in, we have 
also gained insight into the 
complex circumstances 
associated with large family 
bonds in a small town, and how 
it can sometimes determine 
quirky policies and tolerated 
behaviors – common themes in 
all families. This tangled web of 
bloodlines is an integral part of 
Petersburg’s history and is 
something newcomers can never 
fully appreciate,” the artists 
wrote. The project arose from a 
shared interest in portraying a 
sense of Petersburg through 
family and time and the quilt 
medium was chosen in homage 
to Petersburg’s needle workers.
