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June 12, 1925 – Miss Mary 
Wolverton has returned from 
the Cassiar mining district and 
says: “Three experienced miners 
who went to Gold Pan Creek 
diverted a stream at their own 
expense, after two months’ 
labor, and took out $1.60 in 
gold. Very little gold has been 
found. Many Alaskan and 
Yukon sourdoughs who went in 
with dog teams are coming out 
and are on their way to other 
fields. The only real money 
made is in selling claims for 
hundreds of dollars. One school 
teacher put her savings of $600 
into a claim and sent in two men 
with supplies. They found no 
gold. A remarkable thing is that 
the west side of Dease Lake has 
been mined for placer gold for 
half a century, without 
excitement. But a few ounces of 
gold brought out of Gold Pan 
Creek at the beginning of the 
winter caused the stampede.” 

 
June 23, 1950 –  With the 

underpinning work on the 
Wrangell Avenue bridge due to 
be finished today, half of the 
road problem at the north end 
of the city will be solved. The 
damage to Front Street near Roy 
Torwick’s house is the other half 
of the job. Repairing the 

Wrangell bridge, a block north 
of the school, required driving 
new pilings to support the 
wood deck which was still in 
good condition. A city crew 
working with Kenny Welde did 
the work. The rejuvenation of 
Front Street has not been tackled 
by the city yet. Some 16 cap 
pilings and 160 strings (planks 
supporting the new decking) 
were damaged recently when a 
truck carrying a load of gravel 
attempted to drive over the 
wooden road. The driver, Don 
Dingman, up from the States to 
work for the Forest Service this 
summer, unknowingly drove 
on the traffic-worn structure 
with a loaded three-yard dump 
truck. Luckily only the road and 
the truck suffered. The 
crankshaft was bent on the truck 
when the road gave way.  

 
June 20, 1975 – The 

Petersburg Chamber of 
Commerce heard a presentation 
on juvenile criminal procedures 
by Police Chief Bob Harrington 
at its last meeting of the 
summer. He placed much 
blame for the continuance of 
juvenile crime on the Juvenile 
Rules in Alaska Statutes for soft 
treatment and also on the 
juvenile court for levity of 
punishment for juvenile 
offenders. But the root problem 
for juvenile crime in Petersburg 
he placed in the home, noting a 
lack of stern discipline and 
parent-child trust. The Chief 
encouraged support for the new 
Youth Center, saying “those 
people are really trying to make 
a go of it and a place where kids 
with problems are getting help. 
The people there have some 
good ideas and I think it could 
be a deterrent to juvenile crime 
in Petersburg.” He praised the 
work of Youth Center 
counselors staying up all night 
with crisis kids. “They have a 
trust which parents should try 

to gain,” he said. The Chief also 
encouraged parents “to keep a 
close eye” on children, saying 
the Police Department is often 
staffed with only one officer and 
unable to cover all corners of 
town.  

 
June 22, 2000 – The M/V 

Taku rescued three stranded 
boaters on Wednesday on its 
way into Petersburg. At about 
12:30 p.m. the Alaska State 
Ferry was heading southbound 
through Frederick Sound on its 
way to Petersburg when crews 
noticed a hand flare being 
waved from the north end of 
Kupreanof Island. About a mile 
and a half north of the entrance 
to Wrangell Narrows the Taku 
dropped anchor in the Sound 
and launched an inflatable 
rescue craft, according to Lt. 
J.G. Roger Doyle of the United 
States Coast Guard. Doyle said 
the crew took the rescue craft to 
shore and picked up all three 
people who were in good 
health and returned them to the 
Taku. The USCG Anacapa was 
on hand to make sure the 
operation went safely. About a 
half hour after being rescued, 
Ted Parrish and his friends 
Herb Gifford and Bob Job 
exited the ferry on the 
Petersburg dock with the rest of 
the Petersburg traffic. Carrying 
three fishing poles and a life 
preserver, a cold, wet Parrish 
said that the three had gone 
fishing that morning in an 18-
foot Lund skiff rented from 
Island Point Lodge. The three 
had fished for several hours 
and had fair conditions on their 
way out. “But the water got big 
and the wind picked up,” 
Parrish said. As the wind 
picked up, problems hit the 
small skiff. One of the two fuel 
tanks on board ran dry. As 
Parrish and his fishing buddies 
struggled to get the other full 
tank hooked up, the boat got 

caught in a rip and water began 
coming in over the stern. “We 
couldn’t get [the boat] started 
and the bow swung around into 
the tide. Water kept coming in 
over the stern and since we 
couldn’t get it started we just 
beached it,” Parrish said. Once 
on the beach, the three men 
tried to get the boat restarted to 
no avail. They then shot off 
several flares at passing vessels 
without response. “There were 

big fishing boats and pleasure 
boats going by and nobody 
stopped. We had only one hand 
flare left when we saw the ferry 
coming and we waved them 
down with it,” he said. None of 
the men were injured, but all 
were upset about the situation. 
Parrish said that there was no 
emergency radio on the boat 
and that there was no bucket to 
bale the skiff. “We ended up 
using the cooler,” he said.

Petersburg Pilot



The Petersburg Parks and 
Recreation facility reopened 
Monday after completing its an-
nual two-week maintenance 
shutdown, with Parks and 
Recreation Director Stephanie 
Payne describing the closure as 
highly successful. 

“We did a lot of work that 
we’ve been wanting to get done 
for a long time,” Payne said of 
the annual maintenance period 
that began in late May.  

 The closure began with the 
facility’s perennially complex 
project: coordinating the resur-
facing of the gym floors. 

“Gym and racquetball courts 
always get their floors redone 
during our closure, so they got 
resurfaced,” Payne said. The an-
nual project also includes the 
high school gym. 

“We coordinate with the 
company so that they come and 
they do [the community center 
and the high school gym] both 
at the same time,” Payne ex-
plained. The company brings 
the floors “down a little bit, and 
then re-apply a lacquer over it. 
It takes roughly three days for 
the whole process to happen, 
but then it has to sit and cure for 
10 days before anybody can 
walk on it.” 

Simultaneously, parks and 
rec staff tackled the facility’s 
pools, which required draining, 
cleaning, and repainting. 

“We closed down a little bit 
early on Friday so that we could 
get the pools drained on the 
29th,” Payne said. “As soon as 
our morning swim was over.” 

The leisure pool received its 
annual repainting, a project that 
has become increasingly neces-
sary due to underlying issues. 
“We got the leisure pool re-
painted wholly,” Payne said. 
“We noticed little air bubbles 
coming up one time when we 
drained it a few years ago, and 
it was like, ‘Oh my gosh, that’s 
not good.’ So we repainted the 
entire pool. And then in subse-
quent years, we have to do it 
every year.” 

The pool work involves spe-
cialized paint designed to 
“stand up to the chemicals of 
the pool and give it a good seal,” 

Payne explained. 
Refilling and rebalancing the 

pools is a time-consuming 
process. “It’s 180,000 gallons in 
that pool, so it takes a while to 
get it all flushed through and 
get heated water through the 
system and get the pool heated 
up,” Payne said. “We were 
checking everything on Sunday 
night before Monday morning 
opening.” 

Aquatic Supervisor Scott 
Burt managed the complex 
water chemistry involved in 
pool maintenance. A certified 
pool operator who has worked 
for Parks and Recreation since 
2015, Burt coordinates with 
other facilities across the region. 
“Scott’s amazing at it,” Payne 
said. “He connects with all of 
the other pools in our area, 
down in southeast and even up 
north, and talks with them 
about if we have a problem, 
how to kind of deal with it.” 

 Beyond those larger projects, 
staff completed improvements 
throughout the building, start-
ing with some long-overdue 
painting. 

“We’ve been wanting to 
paint the walls down on the 
gym side for a long time, give 
them a fresh coat,” Payne said. 

The facility made extensive 
progress on a lighting conver-
sion project that had been ongo-
ing for years. “We worked on 
changing over all of the lights 
that we could into LED,” Payne 
said. “As they would go out, we 
would swap them over, but we 
finally just were like, ‘You know 
what, we’re done. We’re not 
going to make this a 10-year 
event. Just start changing them 
out.’” 

Maintenance staff also ad-
dressed ventilation issues. 

“We had some issues with an 
HVAC system where the 
dampers were closed, and it 
was just not drying as well as it 
should have,” Payne explained. 
“It really gave Brandon [Cline, 
parks and rec maintenance tech] 
a chance to just shut them down 
and climb through the HVACs 
and break some of these things 
loose and get them functioning 
again.” The HVAC efforts in-
cluded comprehensive docu-
mentation for future 
maintenance needs.   

Staff also conducted deep 
cleaning throughout the facility. 
“All of the rooms again, scoured 
from top to bottom, taking out 
air vent filters and cleaning air 
vents and things like that,” she 
said. 

The closure also provided an 

opportunity to install significant 
new fitness equipment that pa-
trons had been requesting. 

“We added some really nice 
new resistance equipment in the 
weight room,” Payne said. The 
new equipment spans multiple 
areas of the facility and includes 
“a torso rotation, an assisted 
chin dip for pull-ups, a pectoral 
and delta press upstairs in the 
mezzanine, along with a hip ad-
ductor abductor that’s two-in-
one.” 

“We got a leg press, the most 
beautiful leg press,” Payne said. 
“We’ve had a lot of people ask-
ing for that.” 

The facility also replaced 
aging cardio equipment. “We 
replaced two of our ellipticals 
and two treadmills because 
those are so frequently used,” 
Payne explained.   

The timing of this year’s clo-
sure allowed for additional help 
from seasonal employees. 

“Because we did it at such a 
time when our high schoolers 
are out of school, we got a lot 
more lifeguard help,” Payne ex-
plained. “Having the guards 
here this year was a huge help, 
and it freed up the rest of the 
staff to go down and get the tap-
ing and painting done down the 
hallways,” Payne said. 

This year’s maintenance 

shutdown was a success, but the 
facility is facing a few substan-
tial future challenges.  

The pools are approaching a 
critical maintenance milestone, 
having reached 19 years of age 
when they should be resurfaced 
between 15 to 20 years. But 
hopes for funding were recently 
dashed when the aquatic center 
facility refurbishment project 
was not included in the fiscal 
2026 funding cycle. Payne de-
scribed correspondence from 
Senator Lisa Murkowski’s office 
explaining that, “within limited 
slots and a tight budget environ-
ment, we unfortunately had to 
make some tough calls, and not 
nearly as many projects made it 
through as we had hoped.” 

More urgently, a sewer line 
repair project at the aquatic cen-
ter is moving forward — with 
“100% complete biddable” engi-
neering documents for the drain 
line repairs expected soon. 

Payne expressed satisfaction 
with the work accomplished 
during the closure and was glad 
to reopen the doors to the public 
this week. 

“It’s so cool to see everybody 
come in and see everybody ex-
cited about being here again and 
all the equipment and up-
grades,” she said. “It’s really 
nice.”
