
other years … maybe it would 
be a stronger run than we fore-
casted.” 

“With the data we have from 
various catches during the first 
two weeks of fishing, basically 
it’s coming in slightly below 
the 2023,” said Rice. “We defi-
nitely want to see more than 
2023 returning.” 

Another option was to com-
pletely shut the sportfishing 
opportunity in the saltwater 
down. 

Lowering the bag limit to 
one per day, “seemed to be the 
best way to split the differ-
ence,” said Rice. “We’re still 
giving everybody a chance to 
go catch a king salmon there 
every day.” 

The emergency order also 
changes nonresident king 
salmon fishing in the Narrows 
to stipulate that the annual 
catch limits now apply; this is a 
change from prior regulations 
which did not count king 
salmon caught in this area to-
ward the nonresident annual 
limit. 

For nonresidents, it is a total 
annual limit of three kings if 
caught before June 30. It is, 
however, a step-down limit. On 
July 1, the annual limit goes 
down to two kings. On July 16, 
it drops to one king. 

“The most you’re ever going 
to catch [in a year] as a nonres-
ident is three, but you’d have to 
catch all three before June 30,” 
explained Rice. “It steps down, 
so if you caught one in April 
and came back after July 15, 
you’ve already caught your one 
for the year. You don’t get an-
other one.” 

For residents, there is no an-
nual king salmon catch limit. 

The emergency order is spe-
cific to the Wrangell Narrows 
terminal harvest area and the 
City Creek hatchery king re-
lease site. 

Outside of these specific 
areas, the regional regulations 
apply: two king salmon re-
tained over 28 inches in length.  

 
Beach seining the kings 

To support the brood stock 
return to Crystal Lake Hatch-
ery, a beach seine operation will 
be conducted near the Blind 
River Rapids the first three 
Tuesdays in July. 

If Petersburg experiences 
anything like a heat wave this 
summer, the several-mile 
stretch of the Blind Slough es-
tuary between Blind River 
Rapids recreation area and the 
Crystal Lake Hatchery becomes 
a hard to survive gauntlet. 

For returning salmon, condi-
tions are ideal when the sum-

mer days are wet 
and cool, keeping 
the slough’s waters 
deeper, cooler and 
more oxygen-rich.  

Petersburg’s re-
cent weather condi-
tions are pretty good 
for the fish, SSRAA 
Production Manager 
Bill Gass told the 
Pilot.  

“But it can 
change very quickly. 
Just one seven-to-
ten-day high pres-
sure event with little 
rain, high tempera-
tures, and moderate 
tides, and the water 
in that slough will 
heat up into the 
mid-seventies — 
which is sometimes 
lethal for salmon.” 

“One of the 
things that happens 
in high tempera-
tures is the females 
die first,” said Gass.  

“We had a year 
when we knew there 
was a die off. Fish 
eventually showed 
up at the hatchery, 
and we thought we 
were going to be 
okay. But we went 
through the population and it 
was 90% male because the fish 
who died were all female.” 

To give the returning salmon 
extra help this year, Gass will 
lead a team from the Southern 
Southeast Regional Aquacul-
ture Association (SSRAA), vol-
unteers, and staff from ADF&G 
to capture king salmon in beach 
seine nets and manually trans-
port them from the rapids to 
the hatchery.  

The beach seine idea has 
been around for more than 30 
years, according to Gass. “It’s 
just never seemed desperate 
enough because there’s risk in-
volved … the logistics are com-
plicated … We just feel like 
we’ve reached a point where 
we need to find out how feasi-
ble this is.”  

“We have to be able to get 
some fish alive and in good 
condition to the hatchery,” said 
Gass. The alternative is riskier 
than the seine operation — “sit-
ting back and waiting and hop-
ing that mother nature 
cooperates and gives us, not 
only enough fish, but the right 
conditions for those fish to 
make it to the hatchery…”  

“It’s going to be a matter of 
can we actually capture the fish 
… I kind of expect it to be diffi-
cult,” said Gass. “It’s not a great 
place to seine … a lot of rocks 

and boulders and not a lot of 
space … we’ve never set [seine 
nets] there before. The first cou-
ple of times we’ll be finding out 
where the big snags are.”  

Once captured, transporting 
the salmon is something 
SSRAA specializes in.  

“We move fish all over 
Southeast Alaska in trucks, air-
planes, boats, buckets. We get 
fish where they’re needed to be 
… if we can get our hands on 
them,” said Gass.  

According to Gass, the plan 
is to set several beach seines 
near the rapids, potentially 
treat the kings they catch with 
“some real mild anesthesia 
shoreside,” then transfer three 
or four fish at a time in a large 
cooler on a trailer towed by a 
four-wheeler down the wooden 
boardwalk to a tote on a flatbed 
truck in the Blind River Rapids 
recreation area parking lot.  

“We’ll drive down to the 
hatchery, back over to the hold-
ing pond … and keep doing 
this as many times as we can 
and see how many fish we can 
get alive to the hatchery.” 

“We’re pretty confident 
about the [transporting fish to 
the hatchery] end of it,” said 
Gass. “But that could certainly 
go badly too. We’ve been in-
volved in a lot of failures … but 
we’ve had a lot of success, too. 
We get a couple hundred mil-

lion fish out the door every 
year, so we have some idea of 
what we’re doing.”  

“But it’s hard to convince 
the fish sometimes that what 
we’re trying to get them to do 
is in their best interest.” 

The ancestral stock of the 
salmon reared in the Crystal 
Lake Hatchery are from An-
drews Creek along the Stikine 
River. The same is true of 
DIPAC’s Macauly Hatchery in 
Juneau and NSRAA’s Medvejie 
Hatchery near Sitka. The 
shared ancestors mean the 
hatcheries can share eggs when 
brood stock is low.  

“I think it’s ten out of the last 
23 years we’ve gotten eggs 
from one or both of those facil-
ities,” said Gass. 

“Last year, region wide, 
everybody took every egg that 
was available, and we [still] did 
not get enough to meet the 
[broodstock] requirements of 
all the programs,” said Gass.  

“Brood year 23 came up 
short last summer, so we won’t 
have a full release next year 
when we release fish.” 

The king salmon returning 
to the hatcheries this year are 
from brood year 2018. 

According to Gass, 2018 was 
a particularly tough year for 
broodstock returns, especially 
at Macauly, so it is unlikely that 
Crystal Lake will be able to ask 
for eggs from up North.  

“We’ve got difficult times 
now. It’s not going to be a quick 
fix.” 

Managers hope the harvest 
reduction in the terminal har-
vest area this summer and the 
extra efforts to supply the 
broodstock can help turn the 
tide on hatchery king declines.  

“We really appreciate the co-
operation of all the people in 
Petersburg,” said Gass. “South-
east Alaskans know what it’s 
about … fish are important, fish 
stock is important, eggs are im-
portant.”

next after the exchange of 
ratification of this convention, to 
the 15th day of the following 
February, both days inclusive. 
Any halibut that maybe taken 
incidentally when fishing for 
other fish during the season 
when fishing for halibut is 
prohibited under provisions of 
this article may be retained and 
used for food for the crew of the 
vessel by which they were taken. 
Any portion thereof not so used 
shall be landed and immediately 
turned over to the duly 
authorized officers of the 
Department States or to the 
Department of Commerce of the 
United Marine and Fisheries of 
the Dominion of Canada. Any 
fish turned over to such officers 
in pursuance of this article shall 

be sold to the highest bidder and 
the proceeds of such sale, 
exclusive of the necessary 
expenses in connectin therewith, 
shall be paid by them into the 
treasuries of the respective 
countries.” 

 
June 17, 1949 – The Territory 

is cooperating with the U.S. 
Forest Service on various projects 
in Southeast Alaska for which 
Federal funds are not available. 
Frank A. Metcalf, Territorial 
highway engineer, has allotted 
funds under the cooperative 
agreements which provide for 
the work to be completed by the 
Forest Service. The projects last 
year included maintenance of 
Saxman Road near Ketchikan 
and the extension of the Pt. 
Stephens road on Glacier 
Highway. The walks were 
constructed this year at Point 
Alexander and Baranof. Metcalf 
has already made funds 
available to the Forest Service for 
repairing the public float at the 
Southern terminus of the Mitkof 
Highway near Petersburg and 
the maintenance of the roads at 
Saxman. These projects will be 
undertaken in the near future.  

 
June 14, 1974 – The City 

Council this week denied an 
application of the Tlingit-Haida 
Central Council to purchase and 
construct single-family 
dwellings on seven City lots. 
Two factors led to the four to one 
rejection. Both stem from current 
disenchantment with the lot sale 
ordinance. Councilwoman 
Wadene Ward pointed out that 
the requested lots are the last the 
City has that are fully developed 
with City services. She expressed 
concern that their sale in one 
action to a single organization 
would leave the City with little 
to offer anyone else. City 

Manager H.D. Scougal said the 
shortage is a direct result of 
inadequacies in the lot sale 
ordinance, which produce a cash 
flow lag of up to two years from 
the time City services must be 
extended to a lot, and the time 
the City receives full payment for 
it. That factor is the crux of a 
council move to revise the 
ordinance, however no action 
has yet been taken. The 
application was also questioned 
from the standpoint of its legal 
implications since the housing 
project is intended to serve only 
the Indian community, and 
might therefore be considered 
discriminatory. Special problems 
presented by the Tlingit-Haida 
request, and general problems of 
the ordinance itself, finally 
scuttled the application, with 
Councilman Gary Oines casting 
the single affirmative vote. 
Voting the request down were 
Mrs. Ward, Lloyd Jones, Fred 
Haltiner and Ken Hagerman. 
Deputy Mayor John Longworth 
presided over the meeting in the 
absence of Mayor Ted Smith.   

 
June 17, 1999 – The 

Petersburg Children’s Center’s 
twenty-year old playground is in 
serious need of renovation. The 
Center has planned a 
rehabilitation project that will 
improve drainage, 
remove/replace old playground 
equipment, and resurface and 
landscape the area. This project 
will also improve access to the 
playground and the building so 
that children and parents of all 
abilities will be abe to use the 
entire facility. These renovations 
will cost over $11,000. The James 
and Elsie Nolan Foundation in 
Wrangell awarded the Center a 
challenge grant of $5,500 
towards these improvements. 
The Childrens’ Center has 

collected about $2,000 towards 
the match so far with small 
fundraisers. Project dollars will 
go directly to local contractors 
and locally purchased gravel, 
lumber and services. The 
Children’s Center needs an 
additional $3,500 to make this 
project a reality. According to 
Center director Kathy Blanc, the 
remaining funds will be raised 
through additional grant 

proposals and fundraising 
projects. The Petersburg 
Children’s Center is a private 
non-profit organization that has 
been in operation for almost 25 
years. The Center receives 85 – 
95% of its revenue from parent 
payments. While these fees cover 
the normal operating costs, that 
are not sufficient to pay for large 
capital improvements.
