& SEAPA Annual Shutdown 

June 10th – 18th, 2025
SEAPA will be shutting down the hydroelectric feed to 
Petersburg from June 10th – 18th to allow for numerous critical 
maintenance activities at Tyee Lake, Swan Lake and the SEAPA Intertie transmission line. 
Petersburg Municipal Power & Light is asking the community to conserve electricity to minimize 
the loads, enabling us to keep our added costs down when operating diesels.   
Customers are encouraged to conserve power which helps us burn 
less diesel and creates a lighter load for our generators.      Below are some tips to conserve energy to help lower kWh usage.  

Water heating is the 2nd largest energy consumer in your home using more than 10-20% of ▪
your home’s total energy use. Take shorter showers, don’t run hot water continuously, wash 
clothes in cold water. Turn down the temperature of your water heater to 115-120 degrees F.  
Caulking & weather stripping can be an inexpensive way to help insulate your home. When ▪

caulking, pay special attention to electrical outlets and switches.   Locating a place that needs 
weather stripping is simple, just feel for drafts around doors and windows, especially on a 
windy day. 
Turn off your computer monitor when not in use for more than 20 minutes and turn off both ▪

the CPU and monitor if you're not going to use your computer for more than 2 hours.  Leaving 
a computer on all day can cost about 21 cents per day, or about $75 per year. 
Unplug electronics and appliances that drain energy when not in use (i.e., cell phone ▪

chargers, fans, coffeemakers, laptops, desktop printers, radios, gaming systems, heat tapes 
etc.). 
On average, more than half of a home’s energy dollars goes to heating and cooling. Now is a ▪

great time to clean your heat pump or replace filters in your furnace. Using programmable 
thermostats to control heating and cooling systems can reduce costs.    
Mid-May is the time to unplug heat tapes! ▪
Running appliances, such as dishwashers, washers & dryers, ▪

during non-peak hours will help our operators with energy demand 
during shutdown.  Peak hours are from 7am – 10 am and 5 pm- 8 
pm.

Petersburg’s borough assem-
bly passed its overall budget for 
the next fiscal year on June 2. But 
the option to allocate a million 
dollars from the harbor reserves 
for a potential cruise dock proj-
ect caused friction for the final 
vote. 

The Petersburg Borough’s 
general fund was nearly 
$400,000 in the red for the last 
fiscal year, but that’s not the case 
this time. The borough’s next 
budget is in the black, despite 
state and federal funding reduc-
tions and inflationary costs in all 
departments.  

Assembly Member Jeigh Stan-
ton Gregor thanked borough 
staff and the finance director for 
figuring out a balanced budget 
for the year. 

“I know that is not easy, for 
every department to pare back 
some of the things they may feel 
important to their departments 
to get a balanced budget,” he 
said, reflecting the effort by de-
partment heads to keep expen-
ditures to a minimum. “So I’ll 
definitely be voting yes.” 

But not everyone was sold on 
the budget’s details. 

Some contention arose with 
the move to include a $1 million 

appropriation from the harbor 
reserves in the borough’s new 
budget.  

That idea was added to the 
budget proposal by the assem-
bly in May. The money would 
go towards a potential dock ex-
tension project spearheaded by 
American Cruise Lines (ACL).  

The company approached the 
borough about partnering on the 
project nearly a year ago. But the 
borough had trouble figuring 
out funding for its part in the 
project, so in April, ACL shifted 
its application to instead lease 
the tidelands from the borough 
and fund the new dock inde-
pendently. 

At the May meeting, Harbor-
master Glorianne Wollen said 
the money could help design the 
project to benefit the harbor. 

“Can’t afford, of course, the 
whole thing,” she said. “But the 
million dollars would, I believe, 
keep us at the table in the design 
area.” 

The allocation included in the 
budget directs the borough man-
ager to “explore” if there’s com-
mon ground with ACL about the 
project plans, and report back.  

If the borough and ACL don’t 
come to terms, then the $1 mil-
lion will remain unspent in the 
harbor reserves.  

None of the money can be 

spent without getting written 
approval from the assembly 
first. Assembly Member Stanton 
Gregor said that gave him confi-
dence. 

“I like the ACL part in there,” 
he said, “because it gives the 
borough manager an opportu-
nity to negotiate with them 
[ACL], and then it’ll come back 
before the assembly to vet it at 
that time. So I feel comfortable 
with that piece.” 

Vice Mayor Donna Marsh 
suggested that the $1 million 
come from the borough’s eco-
nomic development fund in-
stead of using the harbor 
reserves, which is money gener-
ated by the fishing fleet. Her mo-
tion failed without a second 
given in support. 

Borough Finance Director 
Jody Tow explained that they 
had considered using the eco-
nomic development fund for the 
potential cruise ship dock, but 

went a different direction be-
cause of a few hurdles. Federal 
funding for a different water-
front development project the 
borough committed to is frozen 
“in limbo,” and Tow said they 
don’t want to spend down the 
economic development fund 
until the situation is sorted out. 
She also explained that using 
more than $200,000 from that 
fund requires approval from a 
public vote, which takes time — 
and time seems of the essence 
for the dock. The cruise com-
pany wants to complete the proj-
ect for the 2027 tourism season.  

Tow noted the infrastructure 
could generate revenue for the 
harbor, and from more than just 
the tens of thousands of dollars 
the borough gets paid in passen-
ger fees from ACL’s cruise ships. 

“When ACL isn’t using it, 
other cruise ships are going to 
use it, and that’ll get them out of 
the harbor,” she said, “so the 

harbor will generate more 
money being able to dock more 
boats.” 

Mayor Mark Jensen voted no 
on the overall budget and has 
consistently opposed using the 
harbor funds for the dock proj-
ect. He said he thinks that 
money should be used differ-
ently, or on other things for har-
bor users. 

“I appreciate all the work from 
the finance department. I just 
think we’re going about this 
wrong,” he said. “That’s my ra-
tionale, and that’s why I’m 
going to vote no on overall 
budget, because I’m sure it’ll 
pass six to one … my crystal ball 
tells me that.” 

Ultimately, the assembly 
passed the budget, voting 5–2, 
with Vice Mayor Marsh and 
Mayor Jensen opposed. The 
budget takes effect July 1 and 
lasts through June 30, 2026.

Borough budget accounts for potential cruise dock project

Petersburg Mayor Mark 
Jensen announced during Mon-
day’s borough assembly meet-
ing that he will not run for 
reelection in October, ending 
what will be an 18-year tenure as 
an elected official in Petersburg. 

“I thought it was time to an-
nounce that I don’t intend to run 
for mayor in October,” Jensen 
said during the meeting. “That’s 
four months from now. That 
gives people that are interested 
in the mayor’s position [time] to 
put their name in.” 

Jensen was first elected to the 
Petersburg City Council in 2007. 
In 2009, he was selected by the 
council to serve as mayor pro 
tem, or vice mayor. In 2012, 
Mayor Al Dwyer stepped down 
and the council appointed 
Jensen to the vacant seat. After 
borough formation in 2013, he 
was elected to be the first Peters-
burg Borough Mayor. In May 
2017, Jensen resigned and Vice 
Mayor Cindi Lagoudakis was 
appointed to replace him, but a 
few months later he put his 
name back in the hat and was 
elected as mayor again that fall. 

During Jensen’s long tenure as 
mayor the local government 
navigated some complicated 
challenges: the annexation of 
lands outside of former city lim-
its to form the Petersburg Bor-
ough and the COVID pandemic, 
just to name a few.  

Jensen commented to the Pilot 
that he sees himself as having 
been “fair, level-headed, listened 
to everybody’s opinion whether 
I agreed with it or not.”  

Jensen’s announcement serves 
as an early kick off to the local 
election season. The first day to 
file for borough candidacy is 
July 29. Giving potential candi-
dates around six weeks to con-
sider the opportunity to serve as 
a leader in a handful of commu-
nity roles. 

In addition to the mayoral 
race, voters will choose two as-

sembly members this fall. As-
sembly members Donna Marsh 
and Scott Newman are both see-
ing their terms expire in October. 

The Petersburg School Board 
will also see both Sarah Holm-
grain and Niccole Olsen’s terms 
ending. 

And three seats on the Hospi-
tal Board will be up for election: 
those currently held by Joe Strat-
man, Cindi Lagoudakis, and 
Kimberley Simbahon. 

Several advisory positions 
will also be on the ballot.  

The Planning Commission 
will see three of its seats up for 
election: those currently occu-
pied by Jim Floyd, Phillip 
Meeks, and Donald Sperl. 

Other boards with multiple 
openings include the Parks and 
Recreation Advisory Board, for 
the three seats currently held by 
Sarah Fine-Walsh, Michele 
Pfundt, and Chrystine Lynn. 

The Harbors and Ports Advi-
sory Board has two positions ex-

piring, held by Casey Knight 
and John Murgas, while the Li-
brary Advisory Board seats of 
Barb Fish and Debra O’Gara will 
also be up for election. 

Two seats on the Public Safety 
Advisory Board, currently held 
by Devren Bennett and John 
Lichtenberger, round out the 
three-year terms that are ending. 

Candidates interested in hav-
ing their names on the printed 
ballot must file between July 29 
and August 26, 2025. 

All positions on the ballot this 
fall carry three-year terms that 
will expire in October 2028. 

The election is scheduled for 
October 7, 2025. 

If the ordinance currently be-
fore the assembly passes its third 
and final reading at the next as-
sembly meeting, borough voters 
will also decide the ballot propo-
sition to limit the borough’s sen-
ior sales tax exemption to only 
those seniors who meet low-in-
come qualifications.

June 5, 1925 – Much interest is 
evinced in Petersburg over the 
trip of Roald Amundsen to the 
North Pole. Those most familiar 
with his methods and resource-
fulness express very little anxiety 
over his fate, believing that he 
will return to civilization only 
after he has made a thorough ex-
amination of the great waste 
lands he set out to explore. Fred-
erick Nelson, local agent of the 
Standard Oil Company, has an 
uncle, Helmer Hanson, now in 
Norway, who was with Amund-
sen on his trip to the South Pole, 
and who was the captain of the 
sloop Gjoa in which Amundsen 
made his famous trip through the 
Northwest Passage in 1904. 

 
June 2, 1950 –  Halibut prices 

in Petersburg soared Thursday to 
a new high for this time of year 
and neared the all-time high of 23 
cents paid later in the summer 
here several years ago. The sea-
son closed in Area II at midnight 
Thursday, but continues in Area 
III. As halibut prices climb, liver 
prices have tumbled until they 
have reached the low level at 
which they were first sold in the 
mid-30s. Local prices presently 
range from 12 to 50 cents on test. 
Imports of Japanese fish oils are 
reported responsible for knocking 

the bottom out of the liver mar-
ket.  

 
June 6, 1975 – This year, 1975, 

marks the tenth anniversary of 
the official organization of the 
Clausen Memorial Museum soci-
ety of Petersburg. In 1963 our 
first city manager, Kester Dotts, 
asked the Petersbug Pioneers if 
they’d be interested in starting a 
museum. Elsie Clausen and 
Claire Strand began collecting ar-
ticles for display. They arranged 
exhibits in the council chambers. 
In 1965, in order to be eligible for 
planning a building, a group of 
charter members adopted a con-
stitution and by-laws, choosing a 
Board of Directors. This group 
included Elsie and Claire, 43 cit-
izens, the Sons of Norway, Pe-
tersburg Fisherman’s Union, 
Mitkof Lumber Company, and 
the Civic Improvement Council. 
In 1967 Kester Dotts designed 

our museum building. With funds 
from the Alaska State Centennial 
Committee, the City of Peters-
burg, and many generous citi-
zens, the museum was built. The 
Petersburg Centennial Commit-
tee, chaired by Patti Norheim, 
sponsored the creation of the 
fountain sculpture, Fisk by Car-
son Boysen, our first art teacher. 
The City of Petersburg, Peters-
burg Fisheries, Inc., and other 
companies and individuals 
helped with finance. Now, look-
ing forward to 1976, the Rotary 
Club’s Bi-Centennial project will 
be to add a new wing to the mu-
seum. Funds have been made 
available through the State Bi-
Centennial Commission, the City 
of Petersburg and our local Bi-
Centennial Committee, chaired 
by Ray Slack.  

 
June 1, 2000 – It was the year 

of the woman this year in the 

19th annual Chamber of Com-
merce Salmon Derby. For the 
first time in as long as anyone can 
remember women anglers 
reigned supreme in the derby, 
bringing in the top three fish and 
the first-ever tagged fish caught 
during the Petersburg derby. 
Derby chairman Ed Jones said 
this week that the derby was 
fairly average in terms of the 
amount of fish and the size of the 
fish caught, but said what was ex-
ceptional was the women taking 
the top three spots. “I can’t re-
member when they had a clean 
sweep like this,” Jones said. 
Kerry Thynes, who had never be-
fore caught a king on a sport rod, 
caught her 43.4 pound Chinook 
on Sunday. That fish came in just 
one hour after Petula Lewis’s 
36.85 pound king. Lewis 
knocked Bruce Jones out of the 
top spot. Jones’s 36.1 fish had 
held the top spot since Thursday. 

In the latter part of the evening on 
Sunday, Desi Burrell brought in a 
36.7 pound fish which solidified 
the women at the top of the chart 
and took Jones out of the running. 
But, by that time women had al-
ready taken the spotlight and 
made it clear that this was their 
derby. On Saturday, Tammy 
Strickland hooked and landed a 
30.55 pound fish that, while it 
wasn’t large enough to take a top 
spot, was the highlight of the 
derby for many. Her fish had the 
much coveted $5,000 tag. 
Thynes’s 43.4 pound fish will net 
her $6,000 for the first prize, 
while Lewis will receive $3,500 
for her catch. Desi Burrell will 
get $2,000 for her 36.7 pounder. 
Jones said, “We had two really 
sunny days and two more normal 
Southeast days. The sunny days 
are better for fishing, but the 
cloudy days are better for catch-
ing.”
