
Monday’s meeting, Diane came 
forward to testify against the 
sale. 

“I am against selling the 
property behind me on Hau-
gen,” Marsh testified. “There 
are toads back there. There are 
newts back there. There’s deer 
that go back there, and I’m not 
happy about losing all that bit of 
wildlife behind my house, plus 
having something built there. 
Now I can go into my bedroom 
and not have to worry about 
pulling the curtains because 
there’s nothing there. But am I 
going to have to put curtains 
up? Probably, because I don’t 
want anybody looking in my 
windows.” 

“When we built our house, 
we were told that that area was 
not going to ever be developed, 
and now I have a hospital right 
next to me … and now they’re 
going to build something be-
hind me,” said Marsh. 

Mary Clemens, a neighbor 
living two blocks away on Fram 
Street, also spoke against the 
proposal. “When I got the letter 
from the borough … about this 
application, my heart just sank 
for Diane and Otis Marsh,” 
Clemens said. “The Marshes 
have been very adversely im-
pacted by the new hospital proj-
ect. This construction has been 
ongoing for over a year now... 
this particular place is just a lot 
of impact on one residence.” 

A third opponent, Miriam 
Swanson, testified: “I do recog-
nize what a beautiful country 
we live in and how great it is to 
have a little bit of a buffer 
around your own home. There 
has been a significant impact on 
that area with the hospital, and 
I just think a little bit of grace 

and space would be nice.” 
Ohmer, who has built multi-

ple rental properties in Peters-
burg, testified to the assembly 
about his experience with the 
local housing shortage. He de-
scribed how after completing 
his most recent rental property 
he received 19 calls within four 
hours of advertising from folks 
desperate to find a place to live, 
and, a few months earlier, he 
had received 27 calls in six 
hours for another property. 

“The worst part of this busi-
ness renting property is having 
to tell people, ‘I don’t have a 
place for you,’” Ohmer testified. 
“The real stories, the people that 
I have talked to in the last cou-
ple of weeks are hospital em-
ployees, potential borough 
workers, Coast Guard crew and 
officers, teachers and mainte-
nance workers at the school, re-
tail store employees, cannery 
workers, truck drivers, diesel 
mechanics, [people living in 
moldy trailers], women in abu-
sive homes. It’s endless, the peo-
ple that need homes in 
Petersburg.” 

The borough conducted a 
housing study in 2023 that pro-
jected a need for 316 new and 
rehabilitated housing units over 
the next decade. Ohmer pro-
posed building two duplexes on 
the lots, to provide four rental 
units suitable for working fami-
lies, with rents he committed to 
keeping affordable. 

Ohmer had outlined his ap-
proach to the Planning Commis-
sion: “The only way you can 
make them cost effective is du-
plex. I’m able on a 100x100x50-
foot lot to get a 28x58 place in 
there. So they’ve got over 800 
square feet... Very comfortable. 
I’ve done that on Gjoa and peo-

ple seem very satisfied, and I 
can do them at a cost-effective 
rate.” 

In a follow up interview with 
the Pilot, Ohmer explained that, 
despite the impression that 
there is abundant borough land 
to develop, there are few build-
able lots with affordable access 
to utilities in town. 

These lots are located within 
walking distance of downtown 
Petersburg, schools, and serv-
ices – a key factor for affordable 
housing since many renters rely 
on walking or cycling for trans-
portation. 

The more costly it is to access 
utilities and make a lot build-
able, the less affordable the 
housing will be, and when op-
portunities for new affordable 
housing are blocked, the 
scarcity drives up housing costs 
across the board, explained 
Ohmer.  

He pointed out that the bor-
ough would have generated im-
mediate revenue from this land 
sale and estimated the property 
tax revenue on the developed 
duplexes would be over $6,000 
per year, on lots which other-
wise generate nothing for the 
borough. 

The Planning Commission 
unanimously recommended ap-
proval of Ohmer’s application at 
its July 8 meeting. Commission 
Chair Chris Fry spoke about the 
rental shortage’s impact, saying 
it “has impacted hiring at the 
schools.” 

  
Assembly deliberates 

Several timed over the past 
year, this assembly has chosen 
direct negotiated sale as the 
method to sell undeveloped 
borough lots to those promising 
to develop housing.  

However, in this case, As-
sembly Member Bob Lynn 
made the motion to approve the 
application with a sale by outcry 
auction. 

Assembly Member Scott 
Newman spoke against the sale: 
“We are in a dilemma where we 
have to decide on, you know, 

the good of the people, the good 
of the borough versus the good 
of the individual … and I gener-
ally have sided with the good of 
the people versus the individ-
ual. However, in this case … I’m 
going to not support this.” 

Newman expressed concern 
about the size of the lots being 
small: “If you’re using the lot to 
build duplexes on … invariably, 
there will be small children liv-
ing there. Those kids aren’t 
going to have any place to play 
…” 

And he worried that the 
speed limit on Haugen of 35 
MPH in that vicinity would be 
dangerous. “I just feel like, like 
little kids being that close to that 
traffic moving that fast, just for 
me, creates a public safety 
issue.” 

Vice Mayor Donna Marsh – 
who is the daughter-in-law of 
Diane and Otis Marsh but did 
not disclose that fact or the po-
tential conflict of interest it cre-
ates – echoed Newman’s 
concerns and added skepticism 
about the severity of the hous-
ing crisis in Petersburg, saying: 
“That housing survey, it was 
mentioned that we supposedly 
need 300 new housing units in 
the next 10 years. I, myself, 
choke on that very single point, 
because if somebody wants to 
remodel, say, their kitchen or 
their bathroom, that was 
lumped into the 300 new homes. 
So, I think that is a very mislead-
ing number.”  

In fact, the housing needs as-
sessment identified that Peters-

burg needs an estimated 316 
units over the next 10 years, in-
cluding 133 new units and 183 
rehab/renovation units. The re-
port arrived at the 183 rehab 
units number by measuring the 
percent of occupied units lack-
ing complete plumbing and/or 
kitchen facilities, the percent of 
total housing stock built in 1970 
or earlier, and the percent of 
total housing stock that are mo-
bile home units or units not 
built for long-term use. 

Assembly Member James 
Valentine articulated his 
thought process after consider-
ing the testimonies: “I struggle 
with this because I am one of the 
younger assembly members 
here who has worked really, re-
ally hard to try to even find a 
place.” 

He described the frustration 
of watching some of his friends 
and peers move away from Pe-
tersburg because of the housing 
shortage.  

Valentine emphasized that 
he will struggle with the vote. 
However, “when I see someone 
trying to come to the plate with 
a solution or a small part of a so-
lution … I usually tend to … 

gravitate towards … yes.” 
Assembly Member Jeigh 

Stanton Gregor stated that he 
“would have preferred a direct 
sale to Mr. Ohmer.”  

“As a neighbor of some of his 
rentals I’ve seen firsthand that 
when renters leave, he does up-
keep and maintenance on [the 
properties],” said Stanton Gre-
gor.  

Stanton Gregor added, “Just 
to be clear, there is a housing cri-
sis in Petersburg … I think it’s a 
great opportunity to address 
that housing crisis.”  

  
The decision 

The borough clerk called the 
role, the assembly cast their 
votes, and the motion to ap-
prove the sale failed. 

Ohmer told the Pilot he had 
“a very nice talk afterwards 
with the Marshes” and was 
“happy for them, that they’re 
not going to have to worry 
about this now.” 

But, Ohmer added, “there’s a 
whole bunch of people desper-
ately needing housing, and 
they’ve got no voice, and 
they’ve got little hope. When’s 
the next house going to get 
built? When’s the next rental 
property going to get built at an 
affordable price in the next two 
years? I don’t know.” 

“Trying to get rental prop-
erty developed is like going to 
heaven,” Ohmer concluded. 
“Everybody wants to go to 
heaven. They just don’t want to 
do it today.”

July 24, 1925 – Fishing banks 
now visited by vessels of 
Canada and the United States 
give promise of little increased 
production. The depletion of 
these banks is recognized by the 
two governments in their 
halibut treaty of May 31, 1924, 
providing for an annual closed 
season on the Pacific coast 
banks from November 15 to 
February 15. Halibut fishing is a 
joint enterprise between the 
vessel owner and his crew of 
fishermen. Certain items of cost 
are paid jointly while others are 
paid by one or the other 
according to agreement. The 
Pacific coast method is set forth 
in an agreement between the 
Fishing Vessels Owner’s 
Association, representing the 
vessel owners, and the Deep Sea 
Fishermen’s Union, 
representing the fishermen. It 
stipulates in substance the 
following: “From the sales value 
of the catch at the end of each 
trip there is first deducted the 
cost of navigation fees of so-

called ‘custom dues’ and of 
fishing gear lost on the banks. 
One-fifth of what is left goes to 
the owner. From the other four-
fifths are deducted the cost of 
food, ice, bait, fuel, replaced 
fishing gear and some minor 
charges. What remains is 
divided equally among the 
fishing crew. The vessel owner’s 
one-fifth is responsible for all 
vessel maintenance charges and 
a bonus for the captain, if one is 
employed. Profits, if any, are for 
himself.  

 
July 21, 1950 – Chamber of 

Commerce president Earl 
Ohmer reported to the Chamber 
at the last meeting on the peat 
moss situation and new interest 
was shown in the promotion of 
its possibilities. Outside 
interests have not developed the 
peat moss here due to the high 
cost of transportation and 
processing. Agricultural users 
are now importing their moss 
from Canada. Ohmer 
mentioned, however, that an 
Arizona manufacturer has 
written letters of inquiry about 
the peat moss and a government 
agency tested the local moss and 
found it of high quality. Besides 
being used in holding moisture 
in the soil, the moss is now 
being pressed and packed with 
produce to keep it moist during 
shipping.  

 
July 25, 1975 – The 294-foot 

Xanadu became one of the few 
cruise ships ever to stop in 
Petersburg Monday morning, 
July 21. The Vancouver-based 
luxury liner was carrying 150 
passengers, most of them 
doctors of the California 
Doctors’ Symphony Society. 
The doctor-musicians are giving 
benefit concerts throughout 
Alaska and have appeared in 

Ketchikan, Wrangell and 
Juneau. For some weeks it was 
uncertain that the cruise ship 
would be able to stop here at all, 
due to the lack of docking 
facilities and lack of insurance to 
cover such a docking. A request 
for a waiver from the Division 
of Marine Transportation to use 
the ferry terminal dock was 
denied, but the visiting doctor-
musicians elected to come to 
Petersburg, so the Xanadu crew 
and tour director had to make a 
workable plan. Said the ship’s 
purser, “We pass through this 
channel maybe two times a 
week, but have never stopped 
here.” The cruise ship anchored 
in a minus tide in Scow Bay and 
then shuttled passengers to the 
dock at Beachcomber Inn with 
two 32-passenger cabin cruisers. 
Three buses were recruited to 
shuttle them to town. The 
musical doctors were here in 
Petersburg for only a few brief 
hours, during which time they 
toured the hospital, the 
museum and the cold storage.  

 
July 27, 2000 – “Boats of 

Alaska,” a new book by the 
same author who wrote the 
best-selling “Outhouses of 
Alaska” and “Log Cabins of 
Alaska”, features several pages 
dedicated to the boats of 
Petersburg. The tome, by Harry 
M. Walker, features a distinctive 
collection of stories about a state 
where “Santa often arrives by 
water, where women skippers 
fend off would-be husbands 
attracted by the physical charms 
of their boats and where so 
many make their living afloat.” 
Petersburg Shipwrights owner 
Fred Paulsen, who was 
interviewed for the book, tells 
how some people come to know 
the word boat as an acronym 
that means “Bring Out Another 

Thousand.” Several color 
photographs capture Paulsen 
and crew members working to 
prepare boats for the summer 
fishing season. In addition to the 
working aspects of boats in 
Petersburg, the chapter “Pillage 
in Petersburg” focuses on the 
Valhalla and the Vikings’ parade 
down Main Street each year 
during Little Norway Festival. 
The chapter goes into the 
history of how the Sons of 
Norway Hall acquired the 30-
foot vessel and explains how 
insurance costs keep the boat 
tied to a trailer each year instead 
of sailing on the Narrows. The 
book provides a strong, broad 
perspective of the importance of 
boats and the roles they play in 
everyday life throughout the 
state. From the wacky Red 
Green Regatta in Fairbanks, to 
traveling on the “Blue Canoes” 
of the Alaska Marine Highway, 
to the fragile whaling unimaks 
used by the Eskimos in the 
extreme north, to kayaks on 
Prince of Wales Island, the book 
leaves no vessel left unturned – 
almost no vessels that is. Walker 
says in the “Last Word” of the 

book that after completing his 
last two books people came out 
of the woodwork to tell him of 
all the outhouses and log cabins 
that he missed. “I’m sure this 
book will bring the same 
reaction. Deciding which stories 
to include was a struggle. I 
included as many types of boats 
as possible and I tried to use 
each story to say something 
different about the relationship 
Alaskans have with them,” he 
wrote.
