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July 3, 1925 – For the past 
three weeks or more there has 
been feverish activity on the 
waterfront along Bay View 
Drive in the boat building line. 
As a result, recently, one “full-
rigged power boat” was 
launched with all the necessary 
ceremonies, including a bottle 
of soda pop waved in front of 
the bow and then poured down 
thirsty throats. And another 
boat is about to be launched! 
Perhaps more than one 
neighbor has found pieces of 
boards and planks missing 
from their backyards – but each 
piece has been sawed off and 
neatly fitted to create a most 
artistic whole and Young 
America has achieved a 
triumph in boat building from 
mere odds and ends. For a brief 
time speed was made which 
would make Uncle Sam gaze 
pop-eyed, even during 
wartime. Harold and John 
Holten, the twins, with Leonard 
and Elmer Martens, built the 
first boat. Leo and Carl Ness, 
Leonard and Carl Martens, and 
Lafe Mathisen then built the 
second boat. The handiwork of 
these young lads, with the 
crudest of tools and whatever 
they could pick up, shows that 
they are good observers and 
know a great deal about boats, 
for they have carefully worked 
out the details for hatches, 
cabins, masts and booms. 

 
June 30, 1950 – In the 174 

years since the Declaration of 
Independence was written, the 
American republic has become 
– with the exception of 
Switzerland – the oldest 
continuously established free 
government in the world. In 
spite of this fact, the concept of 
individual liberty stated in the 
Declaration is still the newest 
thing in the world. It is still so 
new that many nations across 
the globe do not fully 

understand it. They are apt to 
confuse it with the much older 
theory of all-powerful 
majorities, a theory as old as 
classic Greece, or with 
nationalism in one of the many 
virulent modern forms that 
tend to exalt the all-embracing 
state. Many of us in our country 
fail to understand the essence 
and the newness of the 
American idea, namely that 
governments and nations exist 
solely for the benefit of the 
individual citizen and that the 
least government is always the 
best government. Many of us in 
our anxiety for justice for all are 
helping to effect the 
overcoming centralization of 
political power which makes 
more and more remote the goal 
of liberty, and jeopardizes the 
free dignity of the very 
individual whose interests we 
have at hand. In these puzzling 
times it is well to go back to 
source material and to read and 
understand the founders of our 
republic. We believe that the 
Declaration of Independence – 
the length of a magazine short 
story – is such a documentary 
source. We believe that reading 
it will help kindle a new 
understanding of an idea still 
new and daring in world 
history, and more importantly, 

will reawaken faith in an 
attainable idea very much 
worth living for.

July 6, 2000 – The plan was 

to “bait at eight,” then sail out 
to pick and reload crab pots. 
But, at about 6 a.m. on 
Wednesday those plans were 

foiled when a fire broke out on 
the F/V Sweet P, a gillnetter 
rigged for crabbing. Standing 
on the deck of the vessel late 
Wednesday morning, the 
stench of charred wood and 
plastic still hanging heavy in 
the air, The Sweet P’s owner, 
Ralph Strickland, said, “I was 
supposed to leave this 
morning. This sucks.” Several 
people who were on the dock 
when the fire broke out 
responded with fire 
extinguishers and a pump, 
reducing the blaze to a 
smoldering burn by the time 
firefighters arrived. Fire 
department spokesperson 
Dave Berg said, “When we got 
there passersby had pretty 
much extinguished the flames, 
which was really fortunate 
because when we hooked into 
the standpipe system we found 
it to be malfunctioning.” Berg 
says the system, which pushes 
water through a flexible line 
from the fire trucks out to the 
fingers of the harbor, had 
apparently burst. “Fortunately, 
we were able to force it in from 
the other end with the truck,” 
Berg said. No injuries were 
reported and, while the fire 

marshal has yet to make an 
official statement, it is believed 
that an oil stove on board the 
vessel was the source. Berg said 
that the work by witnesses of 
the blaze is a testament to what 
people can do with portable 
fire extinguishers when they 
are properly applied to a fire. A 
surveyor has declared the boat 
a total loss. Strickland is now 
looking for a boat to lease for 
the rest of the season. “At least 
I don’t have to buy that new 
muffler now,” he said.
