
Petersburg Borough Assem-
bly Member Scott Newman has 
filed to run for mayor, making 
him the first declared candidate 
to replace Mark Jensen, who an-
nounced in June he would not 
seek reelection after 18 years in 

elected office. 
Ten candidates have submit-

ted paperwork so far to Borough 
Clerk Rebecca Regula since the 
filing window opened July 29. 
Candidates have until 4:30 p.m. 
on Aug. 26 to file for positions 
on the Oct. 7 ballot. 

Raliegh Cook has filed to run 
for borough assembly.  

Two assembly seats are on the 
ballot — those currently held by 
Scott Newman and Donna 
Marsh. 

Several current board mem-
bers are seeking reelection, in-
cluding Hospital Board member 
Cindi Lagoudakis, Library 
Board member Barb Fish, and 
Parks and Recreation Board 
member Chrystine Lynn. 

And on the Public Safety Ad-
visory Board, incumbents John 
Lichtenberger and Devren Ben-
nett both filing for reelection.  

Of the two seats open on the 
Harbor and Ports Advisory 
Board, incumbent Casey Knight 
is seeking reelection, and Wally 
McDonald has put in his name 
for the other seat that will be 
open. 

Sarah Fine-Walsh has filed for 
one of three open Planning 
Commission seats. 

So far, no one has filed for the 
two school board seats, where 
incumbents Sarah Holmgrain 
and Niccole Olsen's terms expire 
in October.  

The hospital board, which will 
have three openings, has at-
tracted only one candidate so far 
in Lagoudakis, leaving the seats 
currently held by Joe Stratman 
and Kimberley Simbahon open 
on the ballot as of time of publi-
cation. 

One more Library Board seat 
is still open – the seat currently 
held by Debra O'Gara. 

The Planning Commission

After 17 years of shaping Pe-
tersburg’s infrastructure, this 
has been the final week on the 
job for Public Works Director 
Chris Cotta before relocating to 
Florida, where he’ll serve as 
Public Works Director in Tar-
pon Springs, a city on the Gulf 
Coast around the size of 
Juneau. As Cotta wraps up his 
tenure, Aaron Marohl—who 
has deep roots in the commu-
nity—steps into the director 
role, inheriting an experienced 
crew and a long list of ongoing 
projects. 
 
From Florida to Petersburg 
and back 

Before arriving in Petersburg, 
Cotta’s had been working as 

chief building engineer at a 
high-rise in downtown Tampa. 
Then 9/11 occurred. The event 
catalyzed his long-held desire 
to move west. “That was part of 
the reason that I ended up mak-
ing a move when I did,” Cotta 
reflected. 

He and his then-wife Carissa 
arrived in Petersburg in July 
2002, where she was hired as a 
teacher. Cotta worked at 
Rocky’s Marine, later worked 
briefly at Fleet Refrigeration, 
and then saw an opportunity 
when the borough advertised 
for an assistant public works di-
rector position in 2008. 

“Karl [Hagerman] was get-
ting overwhelmed by all the ad-
ditional work” after the city 
engineer position was discon-
tinued, Cotta explained. His 
project management experience 

from Florida proved rel-
evant, and he was hired 
as assistant in July 2008. 
“Karl has been a great 
mentor. Was just a su-
perb person to learn 
under and work with, 
and still is.” 

After a decade as assis-
tant director, Cotta was 
promoted to director 
seven years ago when 
Hagerman became util-
ity director. 

 
Projects that left a mark 

 Public Works is never 
short of work to do, proj-
ects big and small, but 
looking back across his 
tenure a few projects 
stand out for Cotta as un-
forgettable.  

The tour ship dock im-
provements early in his 
career introduced him to 
waterfront construction 
— “My prior project 
management experience 
hadn’t been waterfront 
type stuff,” he noted. The 
$1.2 million project included 
dock rehabilitation, Dock Street 
improvements with new side-
walks, and a mooring dolphin 
installation. 

Pump Station 5 stands out for 
Cotta, as well. What could have 

been a purely industrial project 
became something much more 
valuable to the community, 
thanks to a collaborative plan-
ning process among those 
working on the project. “Ideas 
came out of those conversations 

to improve the site and make it 
into more or less a park that 
was part of the whale observa-
tory,” said Cotta. 

The transformation was re-
markable: the old pump station

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August 14, 1925 – Petersburg 
needs a cold storage plant. There 
is enough money here to build a 
$50,000 plant through 
cooperative work. The general 
opinion is that it would pay from 
the start. To build a bigger plant 
it would be necessary to get 
outside money. Outside money 
wants local people to put up 40 to 
60 per cent of the money and 
assume all the risks with 
whatever profits there are to 
going to them. A large plant, 
moreover, would mean a high-
priced expert from outside and a 
much heavier overhead. A 
smaller plant could be managed 
in connection with some of the 
industries already in Petersburg, 
with overhead cut down to a 
minimum. There is said to be 
enough business in ice and bait 
alone to make a $50,000 plant 
pay. It also would greatly assist 
fox farming, enabling the 
ranchers, when they killed any 
number of foxes, to hang them up 
in cold storage until they could 
get time to pelt them. Much more 
herring could be put up for the 
market at Petersburg if assured of 

cold storage facilities. With a 
proper location secured at a 
reasonable price, there is no 
reason why the money should not 
be subscribed here and work 
started at once. Petersburg now 
has the largest fleet of home boats 
in Southeastern Alaska. Its fine 
townsite, its ideal harbor, its 
excellent school and low cost of 
general living conditions, make it 
essentially a hometown. Its 
building program in residences 
and business houses the present 
year speaks of steady and 

substantial growth. It is a fishing 
and supply center, yet it lacks one 
of the main needs for conserving 
and perpetuating fishing – a cold 
storage plant. 
 
August 11, 1950 – The tourist 
trio, Governor Ernest Gruening, 
George Armitage and George 
Sundborg, were given a royal 
welcome to Petersburg Tuesday. 
They were met at the plane by 
Earl Ohmer, president of the 
Chamber of Commerce, and 
taken to a special tourist 

luncheon at the Recreation. After 
the meeting, Ohmer took the 
group out the road to view the 
proposed Green Rocks lodge site. 
The land, half a mile south of the 
end of the road, was purchased by 
Van Kirk of Seattle several years 
ago with the aim of building a 
rustic lodge along the Narrows. 
On the return trip to town the 
visitors saw the fish ladder under 
construction at Fall Creek and the 
government experimental fur 
farm. After leaving Petersburg, 
the group flew to Wrangell for a 
dinner meeting.  
 
August 15, 1975 – That pesky 
little bear appearing on patios in 
Magill’s Trailer Court recently 
has been apprehended by Alaska 
Wildlife Protection Officer Floyd 
Short and incarcerated in a 
friendly, quiet berry patch off the 
beaten path. The year-old male 
cub had been prowling the patios 
of Ray Woods and Fred Magill, 
thin as a rail and not the least 
afraid to press against a window. 
In fact, he leaned too hard into 

one window at Magill’s home, 
weakening a crack. He was 
believed to be one of the two 
cubs of the mother bear at the 
garbage dump. With patience and 
daring Enid Magill staked the 
little fellow out from the end of a 
pull cord threaded through her 
window and attached to a trap set 
by Trooper Short, and about 9 
a.m. one recent morning she 
pulled the cord on the pesky 
fellow. 
 
August 10, 2000 – During a 
recent fishing trip 11-year old 
Garrit Johnston learned all there 
is to know about the food chain. 
According to Johnston’s mother 
Lisa, Garritt had hooked a small 
rockfish and was reeling it in 
when his line went off again. It 
wasn’t that the rockfish had 
suddenly mustered more power 
but that the fish Garritt was about 
to land was landed by another 
creature – a 60-pound lingcod. 
Johnston was able to land them 
both and the rockfish came out of 
the lingcod’s mouth, still hooked.
