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August 28, 1925 – The Alaska 
Fisherman in its August number 
makes some very serious 
charges about the waste of 
herring that should be 
investigated. It mentions the 
names of several persons and 
alleges that these dumped large 
quantities of herring into the 
bay. Herring as a food fish is as 
valuable, if not more so, than 
salmon. Its fine qualities are 
becoming known. It is being put 
up for the market in increasing 
quantities each year. Over 
$12,000 was this season 
expended in Petersburg by one 
firm alone for herring for the 
middle western market. The 
Fisherman claims that fishermen 
from the outside, fishing for the 
fertilizer plants, have been 
dumping herring overboard. 
These charges should not be 
allowed to pass unnoticed by the 
authorities. Now is the time to 
begin to conserve the herring – 
not after it has gone the way 
most of the salmon have gone.  

 
August 25, 1950 – Following 

a strong letter of protest written 
by E.N. Ohmer, president of the 
Chamber of Commerce last 
week, several plane loads of Fish 
and Wildlife Service personnel 
flew to Petersburg this week for 
a first hand inspection of the fish 
ladder at Fall Creek. Ohmer had 
protested the delay in the 
completion of the ladder and 
urged blasting of a temporary 
channel and the diversion of 
water from the creek into the 
channel so that fish can ascend 
the creek this year. C.L. 
Anderson, chief of the Territorial 
Fisheries, and L. McDonald, of 
the same agency, met with 
Ohmer while they were down. 
Others reported to have been in 
the inspection party were 
Howard Baltzo and Jesse 
Thompson. 

 
August 29, 1975 – A second 

small boat harbor is planned to 
serve Wrangell’s resident and 
transient fishing fleet and 

recreation vessels. The existing 
harbor, started in 1926 and 
modified by the Army Corps of 
Engineers in 1957, berths 194 
boats. The area now has 370 
resident boats and many 
transient craft. The project, about 
3.5 miles south of Wrangell, 
consists of the construction of an 
L-shaped breakwater 1,640 feet 
long and 100 feet wide, and 
construction of a concrete 
floating breakwater to protect it 
from wave action. The mooring 
basin will be dredged to 15 feet 
and offer a sheltered area of nine 
acres. Some 350 boats may be 
accommodated, with stalls for 
24, 32 and 50-foot craft. The new 
harbor will be developed on the 
tidal flats northwest of Wrangell 
Institute in the northern portion 
of Shoemaker Bay.  

 
August 24, 2000 – 

Hysterically written with biting 
sarcasm and cynical view points, 
www.humpy.org summarizes 
the feelings that many fishermen 
have developed this season and 
other years when fishing was… 

less than great. The site is 
written by a former fisherman 
who has since ‘escaped’ into the 
world of computer 
programming. After spending 
two years fishing in Southeast, 
the young fisherman defined the 
art of seining by saying, “Purse 
seining is the only type of fishing 
that requires five people, two 
diesel engines (three if you want 
to watch tv), 120 fathoms of net, 
and a blind faith in people’s 
desire for over-priced canned 
salmon.” The author brilliantly 
dumbs-down the intricate dance 
of vessels on the water that is 
seining. He also discusses the 
hazards of the business. “There 
are a number of hazards which 
present themselves to the purse 
seiner, but foul weather, shallow 
water and strong tides only 
represent the tip of the iceberg. 
The true dangers of seining are 
found in more unexpected 
places,” he writes. “Eating bacon 
for three meals a day can do a lot 
more damage than a swinging 
double block.” And while this 
former fisherman didn’t 

participate in this year’s season, 
he does have a grasp of what 
fishermen sometimes feel like 
when it comes time to hang up 
the net. “My first year fishing I 
made enough to buy a warm 
jacket and a slurpy,” the web site 
reads. Those who can cut 
through the sarcasm and 
potshots at skippers can learn 
some true and valuable things 
from the website, particularly 
from links to the Alaska 
Department of Fish and Game 
web site which thoroughly 
describes each salmon species. 
The author also hits on 
situations that often occur on 
deck. “After the net is set, there 
isn’t much for crew members to 
do. This really disturbed old 
time skippers, so they invented 
plunging. In theory, slapping 
the water with a little aluminum 
cup on a stick is supposed to 
scare the fish into the net. In 
reality, it keeps crew members 
out of the galley.” The fisherman 
started his first season on pile. 
“When you’re on pile you stand 
underneath jellyfish, seaweed 
and whatever else gets stuck in 
the net, raining down on your 
over-priced rain gear… those are 
the good times,” he wrote. “I 
managed to weasel my way into 
the skiff. There I learned the joys 

of never having to come into 
contact with sea life and a fine 
appreciation for screaming 
diesel engines.” With tips on 
safety, the people you meet 
seining, and the actual process 
of catching fish, the website also 
provides a special test for those 
considering a job on a fishing 
boat, with questions like: “Why 
did God create the sea? A) 
Because water is important for 
all living things to survive; B) It’s 
an abundant source of resources, 
especially fish; C) So that 
fishermen always have an 
ashtray; or D) Because hydraulic 
oil makes such beautiful 
rainbows.”
