
“Residents were just kind of 
anticipating that they wouldn’t 
be impacted, and then had to 
leave in a big hurry to come to 
the shelter. Many of them were 
wet,” she said. 

The flood was a foot higher 
than last year’s record-breaker 
that sent buildings tumbling into 
the Mendenhall River. 

Koester said the city is still as-
sessing the damage, but at least 

100 vehicles were flooded. 
Power was back on in the 
Mendenhall Valley by Tuesday 
afternoon. 

Barr said no one was killed or 
injured. 

“No shortage of trauma, I 
think, exists for many people. 
Lots of displacement happened, 
lots of property damage, lots and 
lots of work ahead of us,” he 
said. 

The damage is more extensive 

this year than in last year’s flood, 
officials said. They anticipate the 
need for short- and long-term 
shelter, financial support for in-
dividuals and businesses, and 
support for private and public 
damage. 

Eran Hood, an environmental 
science professor at University of 
Alaska Southeast in Juneau, 
studies the glacier. He said many 
factors determine the volume of 
the flood, which has only been 

happening since climate warm-
ing caused ice to recede and 
open up a basin in 2011. But he 
said events like this operate on 
decadal time scales, so scientists 
and the city need to work to-
gether in the coming years to un-
derstand what changes on the 
icefield mean for flooding in the 
valley below. 

“There’s a very reasonable 
chance that the magnitude of 
floods can increase in the future. 
However, it depends how these 
different competing factors play 
out,” Hood said, referring to the 
ways the glacier and remnant ice 
could evolve in the future. 

The city will send people to 
inspect damaged homes and is 
working on a solution for trash 
and debris. Mayor Beth Weldon 
said city employees are on site 
with pumps to help people with 
flooded basements and crawl 
spaces. 

“Public works has been all 
over the place,” she said. 

Now, local officials are work-
ing with the state’s emergency 
response to get as much relief for 
Juneau residents as possible. 

“It won’t be a full and total so-
lution. Those programs aren’t 
designed — they’re not funded 
at a level and they’re not de-
signed at a level to be able to 
fully make people whole, but 
they will be a step in the right di-
rection,” Barr said. 

 
State, tribal and  
federal response 

Dunleavy’s disaster declara-
tion makes funding through the 
state’s disaster public and indi-
vidual assistance disaster recov-
ery programs available. The 
public assistance program reim-
burses communities for emer-
gency response costs, such as 
damaged critical infrastructure. 
Individual assistance comes in 
the form of grants for families 
whose primary residences or 
transportation are damaged, as 
well as disaster-related medical 
and other expenses. 

“I am grateful no one has 
been injured or killed by this 
morning’s outburst flood. Emer-
gency responders and managers 
have done an outstanding job 
keeping their residents safe,” 
Dunleavy said in a statement. 

“In addition to the Disaster 
Declaration, I have directed all 
state agencies to support the 
community as they deal with 
this major flooding,” he said. 

The State Emergency Opera-
tions Center sent a supervisor 
and an operations specialist to 
Juneau to coordinate the state 
disaster response and support 
Juneau officials’ response. 

The state’s Department of 
Conservation Division of Spill 
Prevention and Response is 
ready to respond to any spills. 
Rachael Krajewski, the on-scene 
coordinator for the division, flew 
over the Mendenhall Valley on 
Tuesday to check for indicators 
of potentially hazardous spills in 
the water. 

“I didn’t see any sheens, any 
petroleum sheens, nothing that 
looked like that,” she said. Kra-
jewski said she and her staff on 
the ground in Juneau are looking 
for overturned home heating oil 
tanks and other obvious spill 
sources. Residents who see spills 

or leaking boats or vehicles can 
report them to DEC. 

Department of Public Safety 
spokesperson Austin McDaniel 
said the agency is working 
closely with the response, but 
has not yet received a request for 
assistance from city officials. 

Danielle Tessen, a spokesper-
son for the Alaska Department of 
Transportation and Public Facil-
ities, said no state roads have 
been damaged by the flood, and 
that as a precaution, inspectors 
were examining the two road 
bridges and one pedestrian 
bridge that cross the Mendenhall 
River. All three bridges remained 
open to traffic. 

Starting Tuesday afternoon, 
DOT began flying a drone over 
flood-affected areas in order to 
identify clogged drains and 
other areas needing attention, 
Tessen said, and state road crews 
were prepared to help city work-
ers as needed. 

The Central Council of Tlingit 
and Haida Indian Tribes of 
Alaska opened its emergency 
shelter at Elizabeth Peratrovich 
Hall in downtown Juneau. Pres-
ident Richard Chalyee Éesh Pe-
tersen and Jackie Pata, who leads 
the Tlingit-Haida Regional 
Housing Authority, toured the 
flooded area Tuesday morning. 

“I want our citizens to know 
the Tribe is ready to respond to 
the devastating flooding,” said 
Peterson in a statement. 

The Tribe estimates that as 
many as 500 tribal citizens could 
be affected by the flooding, ac-
cording to a news release. 

Pata contacted the U.S. De-
partment of Housing and Urban 
Development Tuesday morning 
to alert federal officials of the 
pending emergency funding re-
quest, the release said. 

U.S. Rep. Mary Peltola’s office 
said the Alaska congressional 
delegation is working together 
and has been in contact with 
FEMA. Juneau Mayor Weldon 
said Dunleavy is scheduled to be 
in Juneau on Wednesday, as is 
U.S. Sen. Lisa Murkowski; Pel-
tola is scheduled to arrive this 
weekend.

Flooding

Skyler DuPont, 29, is officially the new 
executive director at local nonprofit Working 
Against Violence for Everyone (WAVE).  

They are entering the role in succession of 
Everett Bennett, who stepped down from the 
position earlier this year to work at PIA. 

WAVE is a small independent nonprofit that 
provides support and advocacy for victims of 
domestic violence and sexual assault, and 
promotes safe relationships and community in 
the Petersburg Borough. 

“The work that [WAVE] does, I love that … 
we have both the advocacy and the prevention 
side of this work … really targeting this issue 
on both sides,” not only providing support 
once an issue has already developed, but also 
providing resources to prevent scenarios to 
begin with, DuPont told the Pilot. 

WAVE offers educational talks, training 
programs, and a crisis line available to contact 
at all-hours every day. The nonprofit operates 
out of a new space located below the 
courthouse downtown with a free community 
room. 

“I feel really lucky to have found this 
position,” DuPont told the Pilot. “Interfacing 
with [survivor] advocacy can really change 
someone’s experience in the courts, or just 
their personal experience as they reach out for 
help or for assistance. So I’m incredibly proud 
of the work that [WAVE] is doing … putting 
in so much time and effort to make this what 
it needs to be for the community of Petersburg 
and to respond to the needs of folks in the 
community.” 

As executive director, DuPont hopes to 
expand services and programs at WAVE, “so 
that we’re not just a place that people come to 
when they are already in crisis, but more of a 
community center, more of a place that offers 
lots of different types of resources, classes, 
opportunities to engage with community…” 

Dupont noted there is a correlation between 
community connection and prevention – a 
safe community space also serves as 
protection against violence. 

“Something that we know about prevention 
is that having a sense of community, having a 
sense of belonging, is a really serious 
protective factor for folks against domestic 
violence, against sexual assault,” they told the 
Pilot. “So making sure that [WAVE is] a place 
that’s offering that kind of community and 
connection, and is a place where people feel 
really excited to come and have a really 
positive association with coming, as well as 
offering … more targeted support.” 

DuPont has about a decade of experience in 
the realm of executive leadership. 

“My background is very varied,” they said. 
Dupot developed a passion for working 

with people who have experienced domestic 
violence or intimate partner abuse working as 
a hotline operator for RAINN and Trans 
Lifeline. 

While this is their first time holding the title 
of executive director, they have organizational 
experience and have worked in executive 
positions. 

A large part of their organizational 
experience and capacity comes from running 

the Northeast Unschooling Conference for the 
last four years. 

They also spent over a decade doing high 
level organizing work with an agency called 
COLAGE, which supports LGBTQ families. 

DuPont holds a bachelor’s degree from 
Hampshire College where they double 
majored in public health and entrepreneurship 
and double minored in culture, health and 
science as well as sexual and reproductive 
rights, health and justice.  

Following their undergraduate education, 
DuPont spent several years doing high acuity 
case management for youth who experienced 
severe trauma and severe emotional 
dysregulation. 

Earlier this year, DuPont graduated from 
Columbia University with a master’s degree 
in clinical social work. 

During grad school, they took classes 
intersecting Columbia School of Social Work 
and Columbia School of Law to get acquainted 
with legal issues that survivors face. 

They moved to Anchorage last fall to finish 
their practicum placement at Choosing Our 
Roots, a small grassroots agency, similar in 
size to WAVE, focused on providing housing 
support and case management for queer 
youth. 

DuPont told the Pilot that they are 
passionate about working in small grassroots 
agencies like WAVE, and they look forward to 
living in Petersburg. 

“I’ve always been really drawn to working 
at small grassroots agencies. I think there’s so 
much passion and so much energy. There’s 
also a flexibility to where you can sometimes 
have more capacity to meet people’s 
individual needs, because you’re working in a 
small agency…” 

DuPont is currently working remotely from 
Anchorage and is eager to move to Petersburg 
as soon as they can secure housing in town. 

“So if you know anyone with a rental 
available … I’ve been looking since May and 
haven’t been able to find anything yet,”

“It has been reported to this 
office that numerous robberies 
have taken place in Ketchikan 
and neighboring districts and 
that certain canneries have 
benefitted by them. If we can 
find evidence to substantiate 
these reports we will file suits 
against the companies involved 
either for conspiracy or for 
receiving stolen goods,” Mr. 
Shoup said. 

 
August 5, 1949 – Halibut 

livers and viscera brought local 
fishermen $26,660 during the 
Area Two season from the 
Washington Laboratories. This 
report from the Washington Lab 
represents an average price for 
livers of $2.51 a pound and for 
viscera 63.3 cents a pound. 
Prices paid for Area Two livers, 
bought on test here by the Lab, 
ranged from $1.66 to $3.91 a 
pound, while viscera prices 
ranged from 36.8 cents to 90.5 
cents a pound. Black cod livers 
sold to the Lab on test during 
the current season have 
averaged $2.30 a pound. The 
high for black cod livers was 

$3.11 and viscera has averaged 
55.6 cents a pound. Viscera 
prices have fluctuated between 
44 and 63 cents a pound. Total 
liver and viscera cash purchases 
by the Washington Laboratories 
here through July exceeded 
$48,000* to local fishermen. 
*$633,630 today. 

 
August 9, 1974 –  The Coast 

Guard Cutter Cape Henlopen 
responded to two emergency 
calls during the past two weeks, 
including an engine failure of 
the Petersburg based Irene E 
and a rescue call from the 
Juneau fishing vessel Famous 
Maid, which ran aground in 
Seymour Canal. The 41-foot 
halibut boat Irene E, owned by 
Carl Sanders, was towed back to 
Petersburg August 3 from a 
point north of Sail island. No 
damage was reported to the 
vessel, whose five-man crew 
was stranded by engine failure. 
The Famous Maid, several days 
before, ran afoul of the rocks at 
the south end of Seymour Canal 
near Point Hugh. The 55-foot 
seiner, with a crew of six, was 
towed by seine skiff to a nearby 
beach, where Coast Guardsmen 
made emergency repairs to the 
holed and cracked hull before 
towing the vessel to Juneau’s 
Aurora Basin. Officials report 
that the Famous Maid was 
declared a total loss by the 
insurance company. 

 
August 5, 1999 – Before 

boarding a flight home from 
Kake, Ralph Swedell asked the 
pilot one question, “How long 
have you been here?” Three 
months, the pilot answered. 
“I’m waiting for the next guy,” 
said Swedell, looking through 
the drizzle with thirty years of 
experience as a pilot in 
Southeast Alaska. Swedell 
knows unfamiliarity with 

Alaska’s weather and terrain 
can be fatal. State labor 
economist Talitha Lukshin has 
also noticed a link between pilot 
inexperience and fatal accidents. 
Lukshin studied the experience 
of pilots who died on the job in 
1997 and found most were 
relatively new to the state and 
flew for air taxi operators. Of the 
eleven air taxi pilots killed in 
1997, nine had been in the state 
for less than two years and most 
less than a year, Lukshin said. 
The data has drawn the 
attention of the National 
Institute for Occupational Safety 
and Health, Federal Aviation 
Administration and Alaska Air 
Carriers Association. Together 
they are beginning to study the 
connection between pilot 
experience in Alaska and the 
accident rate. Yute Air owner 
Will Johnson doesn’t need a 
study to tell him young pilots 
are accident prone. The dents 
and scrapes on his planes are 
evidence enough. “We’re taking 
some of the least experienced, 
beginning people in aviation, 
and putting them in some of the 
most primitive aircraft, bad 
weather, remote runways out of 
radio help sometimes,” said 
Johnson from Dillingham. 
Knowing local weather and 
terrain is so important, Johnson 
has started a program to train 
Alaskan bush residents to fly so 
he’ll be able to hire them 
someday. He figures an hour of 
flying in Alaska is worth two 
hours of experience anywhere 
else. Insurance companies agree 
and some won’t let airlines hire 
pilots with less than 500 hours 
of flight time in Alaska, said 
Felix Maguire, president of 
Alaska Airmen’s Association. 
Right now it’s hard for Johnson 
and other small air companies 
to find pilots who know the 
state. Swift growth in the Alaska 

air industry, particularly in the 
flightseeing business, is forcing 
companies to pull more new 
pilots from Outside, Lukshin 
said. Since 1992, the number of 
pilots flying for the first time in 
Alaska increased thirty percent 
to 209 in 1998, according to the 
Department of Labor. A third of 
new hires are in Southeast 
Alaska. Even looking south, 
Alaska employers have few 
choices. The pool of available 
pilots has shrunk and demand 
has grown worldwide. Larger 
airlines skim off pilots who have 
been flying for years, leaving 
small Alaska carriers to hire 
pilots new to the skies. “This is 
an industry-wide problem, a 
worldwide problem and Alaska 
is a starting ground for so many 
pilots,” Johnson said. Operators 
point out that they do what they 
can to prepare new pilots for 
situations they face in Alaska 
with training programs 
approved by the FAA. And 
some operators follow stricter 
hiring standards, requiring 
experience in terrain similar to 
Alaska’s as well as 1,000 hours 
of previous flight time. “The 
training they gave you up there 
[in Juneau] was probably some 
of the best we had,” said Joe 
Flanagan, who flew for 

TEMSCO Helicopters in 1992. 
“The year I was up there we had 
one or two guys who just didn’t 
cut the mustard. They got sent 
home.” As a further precaution, 
TEMSCO left the decision of 
whether to fly or not up to the 
base manager or more 
experienced lead pilots, rather 
than letting new pilots judge 
unfamiliar weather, Flanagan 
said. “The skill of the pilot and 
his judgment and training is all 
that separates us from disaster – 
on every flight we take.”
