the crab population in a given area.  
“The CPUE [for East Central in 2024] is 

very similar to last year and we had about 
three times the amount of participation,” 
said Messmer. “We reset it to 150 [thou-
sand pounds], you know, it was the high-
est GHL in the region. So I think that 
gained a lot of interest.” 

Just four days after the season started, 
the commercial golden king crab fishery 
in the East Central management area 
closed by emergency order on Feb. 21 
when its GHL of 150,000 lb was expected 
to be met.  

Last year, the GKC fishery in East Cen-
tral also closed by emergency order after 
just four days when the 2023 GHL of 

13,255 lb was met. 
ADFG reset the GHLs in three manage-

ment areas in Southeast for the 2024 fish-
ery —at Icy Strait and Mid-Chatham 
Strait, in addition to the East Central man-
agement area. 

The effort increased and the CPUE re-
mained high in management areas where 
the GHL was reset to a higher level within 
Registration Area A. 

“Pretty much the whole fleet was rather 
happy this year,” said Messmer. 

The commercial golden king crab fish-
ery in the Mid-Chatham Strait manage-
ment area closed on March 18 when the 
harvest was expected to reach the 30,000 
lb GHL.  

Last year, the GHL was 8,250 for the 

area before it was reset. 
ADFG estimates nine vessels caught 

47,000 lb of crab in the Mid-Chatham 
Strait area. 

The GKC fishery in the Icy Strait man-
agement area closed on March 21 by 
emergency order when it was expected to 
reach its 35,000 lb GHL. 

Last year, the GHL was 11,138 lb for the 
management area before ADFG reset it for 
2024. 

This year, 10 vessels harvested an esti-
mated 40,000 lb of GKC in the Icy Strait 
management area. 

The fourth management area that has 
closed is the Northern area, which closed 
on March 4. The 20 vessels fishing the area 
caught an estimated 21,000 lb of GKC.  

The GHL for that area was 12,000. 
Messmer said “it was a little bit over what 
we were shooting for,” however the emer-
gency order closure was postponed by a 
day due to “a freak weather pattern that 
came through when we were planning on 
closing… freezing spray and 80 mile an 
hour wind so, we let that one run a little 
bit longer.” 

He speculates part of the higher harvest 
can be attributed to the crab pots being left 
in the water for longer than anticipated. 

Prior to the 2024 fishery, as another re-
sponse to the conversations between the 
industry and the management, ADFG de-
veloped two survey program projects in-
volving volunteers from the fleet 
—unofficially referred to as the golden 
king crab juvenile pre-recruit and recruit 
monitoring program— to provide im-
proved data in the absence of ADFG’s 
GKC onboard observer program, which 
ended years ago due to a funding cut. 

However, the program did not come to 
fruition this year due to a lack of partici-
pation by the fleet. 

The pilot program was planned to take 
place in the East Central area, but “due to 
the fact that everybody thought that the 
fishery was gonna go very quickly, we 
had zero takers on it,” said Messmer. 

“We had a lot of interest in other areas 
… the Northern and Icy Strait area, so we 
might shift gears and go that direction 
next year,” he added.

Golden king crab

The Sitka Sound sac roe herring 
fishery continued Tuesday, with 
purse seine boats making sets in 
Neva Straight and Salisbury Sound to 
the north, and in Deep Inlet, Redoubt 
Bay and a stretch of outside waters to 
the south, the Department of Fish and 
Game said. 

Until Fish and Game closes it, the 
commercial fishery will be open daily 
from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. in those areas, 
which include a stretch of the outer 
coast south of Povorotni Point and 
north of Cape Aspid, but excluding 

Whale and Necker bays. 
Seiners landed 530 tons of herring 

Monday and 815 tons on Tuesday, the 
department reported. Between March 
22, when the fishery first opened this 
season, and April 2, the total catch is 
about 12,992 tons. 

Fish and Game’s aerial survey 
Tuesday showed active herring 
spawn covered 21.7 nautical miles of 
beaches, mostly north of Sitka Sound. 
Most of the spawning action was con-
centrated around Hayward Strait, 
Krestof Island, the Magoun Islands 
and part of Kruzof Island, though 
some spawn occurred in Leesoffskaia 
Bay and Samsing Cove.

April 4, 1924 –  H.R. 
Thompson, fish buyer of 
Ketchikan, who passed through 
on the steamer Admiral Rogers 
said: “Petersburg is bound to 
become a large city. It has the 
best fishing radius, a fine 
harbor and the hydro-electric 
plant will give it other needed 
facilities. My previous faith in 
the possibilities of the town is 
being rapidly confirmed.” 

 
April 1, 1949 – The dial 

equipment proposed for 
installation by Lloyd Swanson 
of the Telephone Exchange, if 
awarded the franchise by the 
city, would be of Stromberg-
Carlson manufacture, a name of 
world-wide recognition in the 
fields of telephone, radio, 
television and sound 
equipment, said Swanson 
today. Swanson further stated 
that the Stromberg-Carlson 
Company produced its first 
telephone in 1894 and today 
their equipment is the most 
modern in the world. The new 
dial, he said, is the latest 
achievement in telephone 
research and engineering. These 
dial telephones, together with a 
small portion of the necessary 

behind the scenes equipment 
are now on display at the 
Telephone Exchange. 
Petersburg voters will go to the 
polls the latter part of April to 
award the franchise. Lloyd 
Swanson or John Cushing of 
Sitka will be presented identical 
franchises as drawn up by 
Faulkner, Banfield and 
Boochever, the city attorneys. 
The one receiving 55 percent of 
the vote will be awarded the 
franchise. City Clerk James 
Taylor said the franchises 
should arrive from Juneau in 
time for discussion at the next 
regular council meeting. 

 
April 3, 1974 – Petersburg’s 

first water meter was installed 
last week at the Trading Union, 
but it won’t be the last. Ken 

Welde, resident engineer for the 
city’s $2.9 million water storage, 
treatment and distribution 
project, said about 700 meters 
will be installed throughout the 
community by mid-summer. 
Metered water will be a brand 
new wrinkle in the lives of 
many residents – some of 
whom have never even seen 
one before. Welde says the total 
water system project still has 
about eight months till 
completion. At that time 
Petersburg will have a newly 
dredged and cleaned water 
reservoir with more than 
double the present 42 million 
gallon capacity; new and larger 
transmission lines from the 
reservoir to the water treatment 
plant, which is also new and 
will filter and remove all 

chlorination from the water; 
plus a new 750,000 gallon 
storage tank to replace the old 
100,000 gallon wood-stave tank.  

 
April 1, 1999 – Dr. Mark 

Tucillo was recognized last 
week by the Petersburg Medical 
Center Board for his past years 
of service as Chief of Staff. 
Tucillo has held the position 
since 1994, except for one year 

when Dr. Walt Fernau took over 
the post. At the last board 
meeting Dr. John Bergren was 
elected Chief of Staff for 1999. 
Board vice chair Laura Nelsen, 
who presented a plaque to 
Tuccillo, praised him saying 
that he had brought stability to 
the medical community and 
enhanced the medical care 
available in Petersburg.
