
At the Petersburg fire station, 
Heather Bauscher sat waiting for 
an ambulance. She had a fake 
tourniquet on her arm, repre-
senting a lost limb. 

“I’ve got a small amount of 
time before I go into shock,” she 
said. “So as soon as we get there, 
I’ll start a timer, and they’ll have 
a little bit of time to figure out 
what’s going on with me.” 

Bauscher was one of about a 
dozen Petersburg community 
members acting as victims in a 
staged mass casualty drill on 

Aug. 16. The drill, which was or-
ganized by Petersburg Emer-
gency Services Director Aaron 
Hankins and the American Red 
Cross, aimed to help the bor-
ough update its emergency 
plans for the first time in 15 
years.  

Petersburg’s current emer-
gency plan calls for using the 
high school gym as a shelter, but 
the drill tested a new location. 
After picking up the pretend pa-
tients from the fire station, an 
ambulance drove them to the 
community center gym instead.  

Hankins said the change 
would give the borough more 

direct control of the space and 
will help maintain a sense of 
normalcy.  

“That was one of the recom-
mendations from the Red Cross, 
[to] try and keep activity in 
town, as much as you can, nor-
mal,” Hankins said. “The more 
that gets affected, the more peo-
ple get stressed.” 

This exercise was similar to 
the plane crash drills Hankins 
leads every few years. But with 
this drill, Hankins took it a step 
further, thinking beyond just the 
immediate effects of a disaster. 
Hankins hopes to plan a system 
that will provide longer-term 
shelter and support, including 
things like spiritual guidance 
and feminine hygiene products. 

The new shelter is designed 
using guidelines from the Fed-
eral Emergency Management 
Agency. The setup is intended to 
help in all sorts of disasters, in-
cluding fires, floods or land-
slides. 

Hankins said Petersburg 
needs to be able to respond on 
its own to a disaster, at least in 
the beginning. 

“FEMA has a saying: all dis-
asters start local and end local,” 
Hankins said. “Especially here, 
where we’re on an island.”  

The Red Cross initially 
reached out to Hankins about 
doing the training because they 

haven’t been to Petersburg in 
several decades. The day before 
the drill, on Aug. 15, Red Cross 
volunteers from Juneau and An-
chorage led a classroom train-
ing. Hankins said it was perfect 
timing because he was already 
working on a new emergency 
plan for the borough that in-
cludes the new community cen-
ter shelter. The plan was last 
updated in 2010. 

Hankins said that ideally, the 
plan would be updated every 
five years. 

After the drill, the Red Cross 
gave Hankins feedback about 
how to improve the new shelter. 
Their advice included more 
clearly defining roles for shelter 
volunteers, keeping a reserve of 
cots and having a space for pets. 

Hankins said he and Peters-
burg Parks and Recreation Di-
rector Stephanie Payne are now 
taking what they learned from 
the class and the drill to update 
the emergency plan.  

Bauscher, the actor with the 
simulated amputation, said the 
drill was helpful for her, too.  

“I have a lot of confidence in 
the EMS personnel of Petersburg 
to look after us all,” she said. “As 
I’ve been sitting here as a civilian 
in this scenario, I’m like, ‘huh, 
this is probably pretty informa-
tive for in case I ever find myself 
in a situation like this.’”

Petersburg’s emergency plan is 
15 years old. A recent disaster 
drill will help shape a new one

Petersburg Pilot
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August 21, 1925 – The Sales 
Inn will open to the public 
Saturday evening at 10 o’clock. 
There will be dancing and 
music and eats and everything. 
Jack Sales, who owns a chicken 
ranch in the new addition to 
Petersburg, has been working 
on the building for a year past. 
It was first two stories high, but 
when the framework was up a 
small cyclone came along and 
riled it up in ruins. The present 
building is one story high with 
hardwood floors for dancing 
and a large general dining 
room. There are also large 
dining rooms for private 
parties. Mr. Sales has laid in a 
stock of soft drinks and cigars 
and is prepared to entertain the 
public of Petersburg. “All of us 
need recreation,” said Mr. 
Sales, “and my purpose is to 
give home people a chance for 
some recreation. Alaska is the 
best place on earth in which to 
live, but we need pleasures to 
help fill out the homelife and to 
get away from the idea that we 
must make an expensive trip 
outside to get a few kicks out of 
life.”  

 
August 11, 1950 – Two land 

planes and a new seaplane will 
arrive in Petersburg soon, 

increasing the local air force to 
more than 10 planes. The land 
planes, owned by Alaska Island 
Airlines, will be flown to 
Petersburg from Annette Island 
and landed on the beach at 
extreme low tide. Karl Omdahl 
and Quentin DeBoer will make 
the beach landings. According 
to Omdahl, the planes, both 
Aeronca Champions, will be 
flown here when DeBoer 
returns from Anchorage where 
he is now checking on his 
reserve status with the Air 
Force. On the trip north, flying 
over water, the land planes 
were accompanied by a Taylor 
Craft seaplane. Bill Jones and 
Alex Sonppi, former flyers in 
the Yakutat area, made the trip 
from Renton to Annette 
stopping once to refuel in Port 
Hardy on the northern tip on 
Vancouver Island. When the 
two planes are landed on the 
beach at Petersburg they will be 
equipped with pontoons and 
used in the Polar Star student 
flying program. Chris Dahl is 
the new owner of the third 
plane due to arrive here this 
weekend. He bought a new 
Aeronca Champion to be used 
during the coming salmon 
season for spotting schools of 
fish. The structure of the new 
plane has been coated with a 
special salt water repellant to 
preserve it against rust. The 
two passenger Aeronca 
Champions are noted for their 
climbing ability and cruising 
speed of 100 miles per hour.  

 
August 22, 1975 – The City 

of Petersburg has received a 
loan of $617,000 from Farmers 
Home Administration for 
sewer facilities, Senator Ted 
Stevens announced this week. 
Plans are to construct an 

adequate treatment facility, 
including interceptor lines, 
pump stations and other 
required facilities to serve the 
705 homes here. The loan, 
payable in 40 years, at 5 per 
cent interest, follows up a 1974 
loan of $133,000 to the city for 
the initial development of this 
project.  

 
August 17, 2000 – 

Petersburg’s fishing fleet, while 
already famous, will receive 
even more notoriety in the 
spring of 2001 when a PBS 
special titled “Empty Ocean, 
Empty Nets” is broadcast on 
the network. While the title is 
one of doom and gloom, the 
Petersburg fleet is one of the 
bright spots in the series. 
Camera crews were in town 
last week to shoot footage and 
interview fishermen about how 
Alaska is one of the examples 
of strong resource management 
that is working to keep the 
resources prosperous and 
renewable. Director/producer 
Steve Cowan of Habitat Media, 
which is producing the series, 
said that the show will 
document fisheries around the 
world which have, in many 
cases, depleted resources to the 
point of no return. “Our oceans 
are not yet empty, but the signs 
are not good. The seas have 
always been humanity’s single 
largest source of protein, but 
for the first time in history this 
critical food supply is at risk in 
many areas,” reads a passage 
on the company’s website. The 
series is broken up into three 
parts. The first will examine the 
extent of the global fish crisis 
and the forces that continue to 
push many marine fish stocks 
toward commercial extinction. 
Program two will explore the 

problems and potential of 
marine aquaculture, while the 
third part takes the camera 
crew around the world to 
document the most promising 
and innovative work being 
done to restore fisheries and 
protect essential habitat. 
“That’s where Alaska comes 
in,” says Cowan. “We wanted 

to visit Petersburg because it 
could give us a sense of the 
days of old as well as what is 
happening today.” Cowan and 
his crew spent time 
interviewing a host of 
fishermen and spent time on 
the water with members of 
Petersburg’s fishing fleet.
