
WRANGELL — Multiple re-
sources are responding Tuesday 
to help people affected by the 
massive landslide at 11-Mile on 
Monday night that killed at least 
three, with three others still 
missing. 

The growing list includes 
food, temporary shelter, or just 
a warm place to spend the day 
with family and friends. 

Angela Stires, an evacuee 
and a nurse at Wrangell Medical 
Center, said she and her family 
were provided rooms at the 
Stikine Inn, which has been of-
fering shelter to people dis-
placed by the landslide. She 
lives at 12.6-Mile. 

“The Stik has been awe-
some,” she said. “They gave us 
all rooms, even with our dogs 
and everything. They were up 
all night getting people in.” 

Recreation Coordinator 
Devyn Johnson of Parks and 
Recreation said the community 
center is open to evacuees and 
volunteers who want to help 
during the tragedy. “We’re invit-
ing folks to bring food in for vol-
unteers and those who have 
been evacuated or affected by 
the tragedy.” 

The borough’s Facebook 
page added, “Food donations 
can be dropped off at the com-
munity center kitchen. Please 
feel free to put items in the 
fridge or on the counter. We 
have tables, chairs, TV, showers 
and coffee. All are welcome.”  

Johnson said access to the 
community center is free on 
Tuesday, and people in need of 
a warm place to stay are invited 
to come in. “We have showers, a 
place to watch movies, which 
will be playing during the day,” 
she said. “The pool is closed 

today, so there will be no swims 
scheduled, but the gym is open. 
There is a place for young kids 
to come and play, and we have 
board games available for use.” 

Shari Smith, a member of the 
Harbor Light Church, said the 
church was open for those in 
need. “We are just waiting for 
whatever needs there are to step 
in. The church is open and avail-
able for anyone who would like 
to stop by, for anyone who 
needs anything. There’s bed-
ding, there’s clothing, there’s 
food, there’s a place to stay. If 
anyone needs counseling, the 
church is available for that as 
well.”  

Sweet Tides Bakery an-
nounced via a post on its Face-
book page that drip coffee was 
on the house for everyone on 
Tuesday. 

The Irene Ingle Public Li-
brary has also been open to peo-
ple in need, according to library 
assistant Kaitlin Wilson. “We 
have internet. We have coffee. 
We have open power strips if 
people want to bring their own 
devices, and we have computers 
available,” she said.  

J&W’s Fast Food posted on 
the Wrangell Community 
Group Facebook page that it 
was offering “a free meal to all 
the first responders. Anyone 
displaced by last night’s events 
is welcome to grab a burger 
today, on us.” 

Estevan’s Taqueria also 
posted that it was offering free 
food to firefighters and volun-
teers. 

River’s Mouth Trading Com-
pany also offered to help, and 
posted on the same Facebook 
page: “For anyone displaced by 
yesterday’s landslide, please 
don’t hesitate to come by 
River’s Mouth Thrift to pick up 
any necessities you may need 

free of charge. We are open 10 
(a.m.) to 6 p.m. and are here to 
support you however we can.” 

Tiny’s Taxi was offering rides 
on Tuesday at no cost for those 
who need it and can be reached 
at 907-305-0789. 

The Salvation Army food 
pantry is open to distribute food 
to anyone in need, and is offer-

ing a warm place, coffee and 
support. 

The SEARHC Wrangell Med-
ical Center reports its “team of 
experienced crisis counselors 
are available now to support 
Wrangell community members 
in crisis.”

Community responds with food, shelter and 
crisis counseling after landslide tragedy

In Petersburg, on Tuesday Kinder Skog kids fill food bags for Wrangell after Monday night’s devastating 
landslide. The people of Petersburg are gathering support of all kinds to help out the neighboring commu-
nity. Breakaway will make a run from Banana Point to Wrangell on Wednesday afternoon with a load of 
support items like shelf-stable food, pet food, clothing of all kinds, blankets, and daily essentials gathered 
across town. Further donations of items are paused at the request of Wrangell, but cash donations for 
provisions, generators, and fuel to aid search and rescue efforts can be made at any First Bank branch 
location to the First Bank account name: City and Borough of Wrangell Landslide Search and Rescue 
Benefit Account. 

At the Fire Hall on Dec. 2, PMC’s 
Community Wellness Specialist, Becky Turland, 
and Youth Program Coordinator, Katie 
Holmlund, will instruct a free Youth Mental 
Health First Aid training course where 
members of the Petersburg community can 
become certified in Youth Mental Health First 
Aid. 

“It’s a free training that has potential to save 
a life,” Holmlund told the Pilot. 

This year, Turland and Holmlund completed 
a Youth Mental Health First Aid Facilitator 
Course — a three-day course offered through 
the National Council of Mental Wellbeing — 
which equipped them to train and certify others 
in mental health first aid.  

The certification for “First Aiders” is valid 
for three years. 

Petersburg Community Foundation funded 
the facilitator training course with a $10 
thousand grant.  

The facilitators expressed gratitude for the 
support of the Foundation. 

“The training itself was pretty expensive,” 
said Turland.  

The money paid for their time in training 
and covers training materials — “a manual and 
a participant workbook that everybody will 
walk out with” — as well as the snacks and 
refreshments provided at the eight hour 
community training session Dec. 2. 

“Youth Mental Health First Aid training will 
give First Aiders the tools and the knowledge 
to recognize the signs and symptoms of a 
potential mental health crisis or challenge — 
and how to respond appropriately,” said 
Holmlund. 

Engaging with a youth who is going through 
mental health challenges is not a linear process, 
she noted, but “having those steps and just 
being able to walk through and practice them 
makes it easier to actually implement them — 

just like you’re doing regular first aid, right?” 
The training is geared toward identifying 

“signs” of crisis in an adolescent. 
“There's a component within this that talks 

about adolescent development, so you have 
some understanding of what you could view as 
typical behavior and [be] better able to identify 
when it's going a little off course … heading 
towards a crisis situation,” said Holmlund. “I 
think a lot of times those signs are also similar 
for adults,” like isolation, social withdrawal and 
losing interest in activities. 

“Though it is youth focused, it’s training that 
you can utilize with anybody,” noted Turland. 

“I’ve definitely used my youth mental health 
first aid training for adults,” added Holmlund. 

Katie said a large part of the training follows 
the ALGEE acronym: how to assess risk and 
approach people, listen without judgment, give 
reassurance, how to encourage seeking 
appropriate help and supportive self care 
strategies. “All of those are part of like this little 
toolkit that attendees will be learning.”  

Story-sharing video components, small-
group work, and even art projects are some of 
the ways that the facilitators will keep the 
session interactive. 

“I feel like it's really engaging. There's a lot 
of opportunities to move around the room and 
for like small group work, interactions…” said 
Holmlund. “So even though it can be a really 
heavy topic, I think there's a lot of opportunity 
to engage in a really productive and supportive 
way. Which is awesome.” 

In addition to the basics of adolescent 
development, attendees will learn about seven 
major mental health disorders and recognize 
symptoms, but not diagnose. 

Different from diagnosing, which First 
Aiders are not certified for, Mental Health First 
Aid is primarily about recognizing the signs 
and being able to “hopefully relieve a little bit 
of symptoms, and help get them to the services 
and treatments they need,” Turland said.

Petersburg Pilot
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November 23, 1923 – the 
local Post American Legion has 
been busy getting its new club 
rooms in shape for opening. 
These rooms will also be used 
as Scout headquarters and to 
house the new community 
library which the Legion is 
sponsoring. The need of a 
library in our town has long 
been felt. The Post urgently 
requests that if you have any 
books that you have finished 
with – and every home should 
have some – give same either to 
Mr. Locken or to the librarian, 
H. H. Storey, and the books will 
be called for immediately. A 
nominal fee for the privileges of 
the library and to pay the 
expense of operating, of 
subscribing to periodicals, and 
of adding to the stock of books 
will be charged. The quiet little 
town of Skagway has a 
splendid library run along these 
lines and surely Petersburg 
deserves at least so much as 
Skagway. It is hoped the library 
will be open for business by the 
first of December at the latest.  

 
November 19, 1948 – For a 

long time it has been a public 
secret that a former professional 
boxer has found his way to 
Petersburg. It is easy for anyone 
with an old boxing records 
book to find his name among 
the “has beens” of yesteryears. 
We are pleased to announce 
that our newcomer, Peter 
Sanstol, has put his experience 
together with Lester L. Wingard 
and a smoker is being arranged 
with the support of the local 
Post No. 14 of the American 
Legion. The date will be 
Saturday, December 18. Peter 
informs us that the boy does not 
have to be a champion to 
participate in the boxing 
program. An honest wish to 
learn the game is enough to 
start the student. It is called “the 
noble art of self defense” and 
the main idea is to teach the boy 
to defend himself. That is an art 
in itself, says Sanstol. He invites 
the dads to drop into the 
gymnasium some evening and 

guarantees an interesting 
experience. Their boxing nights 
are Tuesdays, 8 to 9:30; 
Thursdays, 7 to 9; and Sundays, 
4 to 8. This information comes 
to us as we are going to press, 
but the next issue will carry a 
complete program to make 
boxing a sport for young and 
old. 

 
November 21, 1973 – A 

tragedy was narrowly averted 
Monday morning when eight 
persons managed to launch two 
small skiffs and escape the 
burning 43-foot cruiser Blue 
Goose in Frederick Sound a half 
mile north of Kupreanof Island. 
Dennis and Dorothy Sperl, their 
children Tamsann, 3, and 
Donald, 1½, Bert and Alice Den 
Herder, their son Gary, 19, and 
Dan LaForce all escaped the 
vessel unharmed. The cruiser, 
owned by the Sperls, was 
enroute to Admiralty Island 
where the group planned to 
hunt deer. About thirty minutes 
after clearing Wrangell 
Narrows and near Sukoi Island, 
Sperl discovered the fire in the 
engine room. “It was out of 
control before we even knew 
we had a fire aboard,” Sperl 
told the Press. “Bert and I 
opened the hatch between the 
engine room and the living 
quarters and smoke and flames 
poured out. The two 
extinguishers we could reach 
simply weren’t enough… there 
wasn’t any way we could put 
out the fire.” Evidently the 
batteries were destroyed by the 
flames and left the radio 
inoperable, leaving the  party 

with no way to signal for aid. 
Fortunately, a number of 
persons on Sandy Beach Road, 
along the north shore of Mitkof 
Island, saw the burning boat 
and telephoned the Coast 
Guard in Petersburg. The Coast 
Guard Cutter Cape Henlopen 
was underway in less than four 
minutes. An observer stated 
that the Henlopen was “on step 
and making full knots almost 
before leaving the boat harbor.” 
Its skipper, Lt. (jg) Dennis Sirois 
said, “When we left the 
Narrows, I could see flames 
leaping into the sky and 
radioed for the Elderberry to 
come at ‘flank speed.’ We didn’t 
know what to expect. We didn’t 
know that the people had 
already abandoned the cruiser.” 
Crewmen of the Cape Henlopen 
spotted the Sperl party in two 
small skiffs and took them 
aboard. Sperl told Sirois that he 
didn’t think there was any 
chance of saving the Blue Goose 
but Sirois replied, “we can try.” 
During the first fire-fighting 
effort the Henlopen was forced 
to back off from the Blue Goose 
when rifle cartridges and 
shotgun shells, their hunting 
ammunition, began exploding 
in the fire. “We had to back 
away until all the ammunition 
had gone off,” said Sirois. As 
the flames were fought down, 
the Elderberry and Henlopen 
moved in closer and began 
pumping her out. “We were 
pouring water in to put out the 
fire and pumping like hell to 
keep her afloat,” one of the 
crewmen said. Captain John 
Kelly of the Elderberry observed 

that the fire kept flaring up 
because of the bedding in the 
forward part of the vessel 
where the Sperl family made 
their home. “That’s probably 
the hardest thing in the world 
to put out,” he stated. The 
stricken vessel was taken in tow 
by the Elderberry and, on the 
trip into Petersburg, the vessel 
flamed up at least three more 
times. “What with the waves 
and the water we were still 
pouring onto the flare-ups, it 
was just luck that we got her in 
at all,” Kelly said. The Sperl 
family, who made the Blue 
Goose their home, lost all their 
possessions and clothing in the 
fire. They are staying at the Den 
Herders in Petersburg and 

could use some clothing for a 
little three year old girl and a 
two year old boy. Dennis can 
probably use some too, but he is 
such a giant it may be hard for 
anyone to find anything to fit 
him.  

 
November 26, 1998 –  A new 

sign installed on the Sing Lee 
Alley bridge next to the Sons of 
Norway Hall has been turning 
heads and causing some 
chuckles. The sign reads, 
“Fartsdemper” and was 
obtained in Norway this 
summer by Malfrid Enge who 
brought it back and gave it to 
the hall. The sign means, 
according to Dale Rose, “speed 
bumps ahead.”
